Democratic Meeting.

SENATE. On motion of Mr. Eaton, the bill to

incorporate the Trent river and Tuckahoe Navigation
Company was made the order of the day for Mon-
day next.

The following bills were then introduced, read the
first time, and appropriately referred :

Mr. A. J. Jones, a bill to repeal ll7th chapter of the
Revised Code, entitled "au Act to restrain the taking
ol excessive usury." Mr. Boyd, a supplementary bill
to take the sense of the people of the State relative to
the proposed amendment of the Constitution. Mr.
Cameron, a bill concerning the clerks of the Supreme
Court. Mr. Christian, a bill to attach part of Moore
county to the county of Harnett. Mr. Cooper, a re-

solution instructing the Judiciary Committee to en-

quire into the expediency of compelling all persons
owning land in this State, to have their boundaries
run and mapped by the County Surveyors at least
once in every ten years.

The bill to amend the act of l854-'5- 5, relative to
Harnett county, was read the second time On mo-

tion of Mr. Rives, the first section was amended &8

follows : Strikeout " seven Commiss:oners," and in-

sert " one from each Captain's district." Mr. Rives
moved to amend the 2nd section by inserting A pril "
instead of February." Rejected. Mr. Rives moved
to amend the third section as follows : " Said site or
location shall be within five miles of the geographi-
cal centre of said county." Rejected The bill then
passed its second reading,

The unfinished business of yesterday was taken up,
being a motion " to lay on the table " the motion to
" reconsider the vote defeating the bill dividing the
State into eight judicial districts." The motion to
lay on he table was adopted yeas 27, nays 17.

The resolution requesting the establishment of a
Naval D.-p- at Beaufort, was read the second time,
and, the rule being suspended, i? was read the third
time and passed.

the next news from the Isthmus, although we fear
that they will be very different from what we could
wish. Thete are now two variant accounts of the
position of things in Nicaragua. One represents
Walker as victorious, and his affairs flourishing ;

the other says that he is on the verge of ruin, and

that nothing can avert his fall. We are forced to

the belief that the latter account is the correct one-Al- l

accounts agree in saying that he burned Grenada,
the chief City and Capital of his part of Nicaragua.
This he would never have done, had he been able

to maintain himself there or keep up the semblance

of a seat of government. In fact he nrust have felt

desperate before he could be driven to the destruction

of one ot ttie capitals of the Republic ; once a large

rity and still containing, previous to its desrruction,

a population of ten to sixteen thousand. The native

Central Americ .ns can never forgive him. After the

destruction of Grenada and Maesaya, he might be

the head of an American colony in Nicaragua, but

we question if he could ever establish any stronger

hold on the country than that which the rifles and

bayonets of his army of adventurers would give him.

Our sympathies in such a struggle are pretty strongly

in favor of men of our own race, language and col-o- r,

especially when we know that they are in a tight

place among ruthless foes. Put we fear the acknowl-

edgment must be made, that there has been pretty

wild work in Nicaragua since the advent of Walker.

Wefearthst his men, with honorable exceptions,

have been rather unholy apostles for the conversion

of the benighted Niearaguans. Upon the whole,

perhaps, the world would eventually be benefitted by

having the present races rooted out from there, and

a pure while rare substituted, and this, it strikes us,

wou'd be the eventual course of things, should Wal-

ker be able to arrange matters in his own way. But

really we cannot think that the Nicaraguans are at

all to blame for having some objections to being root-

ed rut or used up for the benefit of the rest of man-

kind.

A meeting was held in the Court House on Toes-da- y

night, which passed a series of resolutions mark-

ed by singular bitterness, when it is borne in mind

that they proceeded from a party whose opponents

were running no ticket courting no contest leav-

ing the track clear and open to be walked over, paced

over, trotted o er or gallopped over as might suit the

taste of those entering. But passing over this heed-lessl- y

bitter tone, let us look at a charge against the

Democratic party contained in the last resolution

passed by that meeting :

Re$olvfd That the preamble and resolutions adopted at th
Domocratio meeting on the 15th icst., and published in the
Journal ot to-da- y, are calculated to injure the credit of the
town abroad, and thereby depreciate the value of the town
bonds, and embarrass the administration of the town for the
ensuing year.

Unfortunately it would appear that the offence

with which the Democratic party is charged, is

wholly beyond its power to commit. If w are right-

ly informed, the party in power have had bonds in

hand for months upon months offered 7 per cent

interest on them, and sold not a dollar's worth, out

of the thousands they are authorized to issue. We

have heard that pome two hundred dollars worth had

been parted with, for a fair equivalent, no doubt, but

none at all sold It would strike most folks, after

reflecting upon this, that the mere statement of a

well known fact by the Democratic party, could not

deprive the Town government of mnch eredit abroad.

It would be hard for them to do worse with the sale

of bonds than they already have done. We most

sincerely trust they will do better. With the un-

questioned security to the bonds, and with the rate of

interest offered, they presents capital investment, and

the wonder is why no more of these bonds have

been disposed of. A little discussion of this matter

might improve the saleabibty of the bonds. It could

not injure it. It could not depreciate the ma'ket

value of bonds which under the existing regime never

have entered the market at all.
What have the Democrats done, that a hue and cry

should be raised against them ? They have s ated

that the town is embarrassed. The Mayor in his re-

port admits the same thing ; we don't beLeve any-

body seriously denies it. They have statt-- that
thinking men pause before assuming the task of its
extrication. The members of Committees on either
side who have had in band the formation of a ticket,

know how true this is. To meet the financial difficul-

ty full in the face, will necessitate heavily increased
taxation, much trouble and much uneasiness; caus-

ing much complaint and not a little pressure. Men

who have been excluded from all participation, at a
time when that participation might have been useful
in preventing embarrassment, do not care for coming
in just at that precise period when the pressure of
these embarrassments begins to be felt, and the Dem-

ocratic party did not feel that it had any right to urge
them.
tTlie exhibit made by the Treasurer, shows that
things have progressed in advance of the means of

the Town in the present ntato of affairs. That the
whole debt for the largo town-buildin- g must go over
to the next year, floating and unfunded ; that the
thing must go on bonds or no bonds, or suffer great
loss on what has been done. All these things are so,

and more that might be mentioned, showing at least
this much, that a proper balance between ends and
available means does not exiBt ; that either great
mistakes were made in the calculations, or that no

calculation were made.

Any excited defence of the board against abuses is

thrown away, so far as the Democratic party is con-

cerned, since the resolutions contain no imputation

upon persons, as such.
They state what is believed to be ihe fact, nothing

more. Any excitement of any kind is thrown away
when there is only one party to it. Any talk about
i njuring credit is all a mistake.

The or totally unadvised action of Gov-

ernor Adams, of South Carolina, in bringing this
question forward in his late message, Beems to have
bsen met by equally movements in and
out of Congress.

On Monday last, Mr. Etheiidge, of Tennessee,
s,.rung the question in the House by offering the fo-

llowing resolution, which under a suspension of the
rules and the coercion of the previous question was
passed through, again6t the protest of numbers of

tliO-- e who voted for it, so far as it 6imply expressed
opposition to the of the slave-trade- , but
who distinctly stated that they did not wish to be
understood as voting for Mr. Etheridge's notions or

opinions on the subject :

Resolved, That this House of representatives regards all
suggestions and propositions of every kind, by whomsoever
made, for a revival of the African slave trade, as shocking
to the moral sentiments of the enlightened portion ol man
kind, and that any action on the part ot Congress conniving
at or legalizing that horrid and inhuman traffic would justly
subject the government and citizens of the United States to
the reproach and execration of all civilized and Christian peo-
ple the world.

We cannot but believe that Mr. Etheridge sprung
this upon the House for some sinister purpose. He
would accept of no amendment or modification, and
the speaker ruled all explanations out of order.
Thus the resolution passed by 152 to 57 ; the Dem-

ocrats from North Carolina voting against it and the
Know Nothings for it.

Immediately after Mr. Orr, of South Carolina, in-

troduced the following resolution, which was passed
by a vote of 183 to 8 :

Retolved, That it is inexpedient, unwise, and contrary to
the settled policy of the United States, to repeal the laws
prohibiting the African slavs trade.

ThiB, irom the vote upon it, would appear to em-

From this, Uvc
be seen, that some legislation is necessary in order tnincrease the receipts into the treasury; the amountof this increase will depend much upon what mavbe expected from cei tain internal improvements in
the State, and especially from the North Carolina
Railroad Company.

I do not suppose that it is necessary for me to sav
an ything to the General Assembly of Norh.rmt;:
upon the importance of providing the necessarv
means to meet at all limes, the obligations of theState.

But I will take this occasion to say, that havinebeen for several years connected with the finances of
the State, and charged with the responsibility of mee-
ting from time to time, the demands against her, 1
suppose my opportunities have been aB good as thoee
of any other person, for collecting the sentiments of
our people upon the subject of our State credit, and
the degree of importance which they attach to the
necessity of upholding it; and 1 think I do not pay
them an undeserved compliment, when I give it as
my opinion that the great body of them would either
readily forgo for a season, the supposed benentg of
any proposed public improvement, or would quietly
submit to any additional taxation that should be found
requisite, rather than that the credit of the Mate
should receive the slightest tarnish from a

with her contracts. Perhaps in no State is
the enobling sentiment of State pride more generally
felt, or more warmly cherished, than in North-Carolin- a

; and no one who loves the State, would wish to
see this feeling diminished. I will remark further,
in this connection, tat while it is not my province,
and therefore not my purpose, to express an opinion
upon ihe policy that has been or may hereafter be
pursued in relation to the internal improvements of
ihe Sta'o, I hazard the opinion that our system thus
far, whatever may have been its blunders in particu-
lar cases, has in the main greatly redounded to the
prosperity of the State ; and as these improvements
have been chiefly built up by the aid ot the State,
by giving her pledges, I have no doubt her taith and
honor, hitherto unsoiled, will still be preserved by
the prompt redemption of these pledges.

It will be seen that I have, since my last report,
completed the issue of State bonds that were requir-
ed to be sold under tho act of January 16th, 1849,
for the improvement ol the Neuse and Tar river?,
and for the building of a Railioad from Gaston to

Weldon, amounting in all to $152,000; and I hare
also issued umJeran act of the last Legislature fifteen
bond-- , of $1,000 each, for the further improvement
of the navigation of Tar river. I stated to the last

Legislature that I had sold bonds to the amount of

$1,630,000 for the North Carolina Railroad. Since
that 1 have sold $370,000, making two millions, as

required by the act of January 16th, 1849. I have
also, under an act of the last Legislature, sold for the
same road $1,000,000, making in all three millions of

dollars for that road. Under an act of the last L-
egislature, I advertised the sale often bonds, of $1,000
each, for the construction of the plank road frotr
Fayetteville to Warsaw ; but four of them, however,
only were bid off. I have paid out for the road, as

will be seen, $10.000 ; so that six more bonds re-

main to ne sold, and the proceeds held in the treasu-

ry. The following bonds have also been sold, under
acts of the last Legislature, to wit : 59,000 for the

Insane Asylum ; 533.000 for Atlantic and North Car-

olina Railroad ; and $200,000 for the Western North
Carolina Railroad. It is proper to remark, however,
that $33,000 of these sold for the Atlantic and North
Carolina Railroad, and the $200,000 for the Western
North Carolina Railroad, have been sold since the Is!

instant, and will therefore appear in the next report
from this office.

All the.e bonds were advertised, and the bids for

them were awarded by the Governor, Secretary and

Comptroller of State and President of the Bank of

the State.
Since the last Legislature, I have endorsed bonds

of the Deep River Navigation Company, to the

amount of $300,000, and for the Chesapeake and

Roanoke Navigation Company,- - to the amount of

$50,000. It will be seen that I have paid to the fad-ki- n

Navigation Company $5,000, and to the New Riv-e- r

Navigation Company $10,000. No authority was

given to sell bonds for these improvements.
You will receive from the directors of the Insane

Asylum a detailed report upon the operations of the

institution.
Supposing it would be the pleasure of the Legi-

slature to establish a sinking fund , for the gradual e-

xtinction of our public debt, I have taken pains to

the plans adopted by some of our sister States

for the extinction of their debts. This information
wil he laid before the Committee of Finance.

The bill to prevent obstruc-
tions to the passage of fish up Roanoke River was
after some del ate, indefinitely postponed, yeas 28
nays 17. Mr. W. R. Myers, a bill to expedite the
passage of fish up Chowan and R anoke Rivers; re-

ferred to ihe committee on Internal Improvements.
On motion of Mr. McDiarmid, the bill to amend the
act, establishing Harnett Cou ty, was read the third
time. Mr. McD. strongly advocated the passage of
the bill. Mr. Rives moved to strike out all after the
enacting clause, and insert a hill to appoint commis-
sioners to lay off said county, and submitting the lo-

General Walker had fought several successful bat-

tles since the departure of the last steamer. He had,
however, on account of the sickness prevailing at
Granada, found it necessary to evacuate and burn
that city, having first removed the sick and wounded
to Omistept. He was at Virgin Bay, awaiting the
arrival ot reinforcements, when be would attack Ri-

vas.
The naval engagement before reported took place

in the harbor of San Juan, between the Nicaraguan
schooner Granada, with two and tw enty--

eight men, and the Costa Rican brig, with six
nine-pounde- rs and one hundred and fourteen men.
The latter was blown up, and forty of her crew res-

cued. The Costa Rican brig had on board a large
supply of stores, ammunition and specie for the al-

lied army.
From Honduras.

Boston, December 13. The brig helen Jane has
arrived from Honduras, with dates to the 25th ultimo.
The country was tranquil. The excitement caused
by General Walker, and the appearance of affairs in
Nicaragua, had sonewhat subsided. There was
nothing new in regared to the future course of Hon-

duras in supporting other States against Walker. The
news of Walker's success was not known to the peo-
ple of Honduras, and it was believed that Walker had
been defeated.

The party of American gold diggers at Honduras,
for some time past, in search of precions metals, had
nea ly all left the country on account of the sickly
climate, which has proved on the coast very debilit-
ating to Ame.icans.

New Orleans, Dec. 13. The steamer Calhoun

has arrived from Vera Cruz, with dates to the 9th
iost. Puebla surrended to the government forces on
ihe 6th inst. 1 he news of Vidaurri's treaty is con-
firmed. Pronunciarnentos are still the order of the
day. Gen. Alvarez had taken the field in defense
of the government.
