I endeavore! to procure a copy of this mortgige
some time since from u geutleman connected with
the company, and one was made out, but before it
reached my hands, it was, | am informed, hinded to
ihe chairman of the committee lately appointed in
the House of Commons to investigate the affairs of
the company, and 1 regret that it ¢annot now be had.
| have no deubt, however, that the provisions of
the deed are substantially us stated.

By the act of the last scssion, the company were
authorized to issue bonds payable to the public trea-
surer for the sum of $300,000, with esupons bearing
six per cent. interesl, payab'e semi-annually, and the
principal payable, $100,000 on the first of Janunary,
1865, the same amount the first of January, 1875,
and the like amount the first of January, 1885, which
were to be endorsed by the public treasurer, vpon
the condition that the company execute first a pledge
by way of morigage to the Governor, and his sue-
cessors in office, of so much of the profits of the com-
pany 25 might snffice to pay the accruing interest;
secondly, a mortgage to the same, * of all the es-
tate, real and pe.sonal, belonging, or that may here-
afier belong to the Cape Fear and Deep River Navi-
gation Company, or in any manuner pertaining, or
that may pertain to the State of North Carolina
from the payment of the whole, or any part of the
bonds hereby authorized to be made and i1=sued.”

These mortgages were executed, as | believe, in ex-
act accordance with the provisions of the act, were
approved by the Governor and Attorney General,
duly registered, and are now on file in the Executive
office.

But there seems 1o be some misappreliension as to
the righ's of the State and the duty of the Governor
as her trustee, in case of fai'ure by the company to
meet the interest as it falls due upon the endorsed
honds.

An examination of the actand of the mortgage
will show that the Governor, in such case, is author-
ized only to appoint an agent and receiver to collect
the tolls and pay the interest.

The difficulty is, that in the present state of the
works there are no tolls to collect.

A further examination of the 7th section of the act
wnd of the morigage which conforms thereto, will
show that the Governor is only authoiized to sell
the property and works of the company, on failure
of the company * to pay off and redeem the princi-
pal ot said bonds at such times and in such amoun!s
as shall be due, according to the tenor of said bonds.”

In other words, no sale can be malde under the
State’s mortgage without the consent of the stock-

holders, prior to the first of January, 1865 ; after

which, on non-payment by the company, a sale might
be effected, and the act provides that “the proceeds
of such sale shall be applied, first to pay off and re-
deem the whole amount of principal of said bonds

and all interest then due, and to pay 1he excess to|

the president and directors of the company.”

Thus it will be seen that the State cannot take
charge of the work by an agent =o0 as 1o realize any-
thing to pay the interest, nor can she now orecl se
her mortgage.

The work may be sold at the tisne indicated under
the mortgage, to individuals.

It may be proper for me to aldd that there are judg-

ments and executions against the conpany to a large |

amoun! ; but how much [ am not prepared to say,
obtained subsequent to the execution of the mortgage
to the State.
