Change in Tempe-RATcr- It is the opinion en-
tertained by both professional men and peopl- - gene-
rally, that great and sudden changes in temperature
are unhealthy, but it is the opinion of Capt. Hart-stei- n

that it is not so, In his account of. the Polar
Sea Expedition, he says :

" Nature has qualified man to breathe an atmos-
phere of one hundred and twenty degrees above
zero, or sixty below it, without injury to health ;
and the doctrine of physicians that great and sudden
changes of the temperatnr are injurious to health,
is disproved by recorded facts. There are very few
navigators who die in the Arctic zone ; it is the most
healthy climate on the globe to those who breathe
the open air. We have among our associate observ-
ers one who observes and records the changes of
temperature in Australia, vrhere the temperature rose
to one hundred and fifteen degrees at two o'clock,
P. M., and next morning it was down to forty de-
grees a change of seventy-fiv- e degrees in fourteen
hours; there the people are healthy; and another
at Franconia, N. H., where the changes are the
most Budden, and mos! frequent, and of the greatest
extent, of any place with which I am in conespon-denc- e

on the American continent ; and yet there is
no town of its size that so great a portion of its in
habitants pass the age of three score years and ten.
It is the quality of the changed air that constitutes
the diffeience that physicians notice, and not the
temperature."

A New Excitement in Prospect Burning the
Dead. An eminent New York physician has, accor-
ding to the Buffalo Republic, written an elaborate
work in favor ol the practice of burning the dead,
which is to be published after his own death.

By his will, he directs his mortal remains to Je
kept for five days in a warm room ; the thorax then
to be opened, and the heart extracted, which is to be
embalmed and enclosed in a thick vellum bag, strong-
ly impregnated with asphaltum ; the remainder of his
body is then to be publicly burnt on a pyre of sassa-
fras or sandal wood, in one of the public cemeteries,

the a3hes carefully gathered and deposited with
the embalmed heart in a bronze urn. Five copies of
the leading daily city papeis, containing an account
of the whole proceedings, are likewise directed to be
deposited in the urn, which is then to be hermeti-
cally sealed, and taken to the New York Museum.

Should anything occur to prevent the due execu-
tion of the will, the bulk of his property is to be at
once transferred to a charitable institution in Phila-
delphia.

$200,000.

Niagara Falls in Winter. The Niagara Falls
Gazette says the recent " cold term " has caused
large quantities of ice to form about the Falls. The
trees are covered on the sides of some to the thick-
ness of two feet the rapids are nearly all full of ice,
as last winter. Large formations of ice already loom
up in front of the precipice, and huge icicles depend
from various points. For home days the rapids be-

tween the paper mill and the island below have been
safe for pedestrians, and a large mound of ice has
been accumulating on the very verge of the preci-
pice beir.v RobiDeon's Inlands. This can now be
visited, as last winter, without danger. The rapids
are frozen over very much as they were a year ago.

A small but rapid etieam passes from the paper
mill and winds around the small islands and through
the ico to the precipice. Another, but larger, passes
to the west of Bird Island. With these exceptions,
the space from the west end of the iron bridge to
Great Inland has been frozen over. From the south
side of Bath Island a ridge of ice extends far up into
the rapids. Two at leat of the Three Sisters, on
the west side of Gieat Island, may be visited a not
uncommon thing.

People who have never visited Niagara in winter
know very little of the beauty and grandeur of such a
scene as is bow presented. Pictures and newspaper
descriptions lail to give one an adequate idea of the
Ice King.
