laborious and self-sacrificing as ours, and none so
poorly rewarded in purse and public reputation.

Dr. Norcom was born and raised in Edenton, N. C.
He was educated under the watchful eye of his
tather, Dr. James Norcom, an excellent scholar, and
one of the most distinguished phyesicians of his day.
John Noreom graduated with honor in the collegiate
department of the University of Pennsylvania.
studied medicine under his fa®her, and graduated in
the medical department of the University of Balti-
more. He then practiced with his father a year or
two, deriving great advantage from his experience.—
He then removed to Washington county, and practic-
ed with success. He gained here, rapidly upon public
favor; but he desired a beiter field for his talents ;
and in o year or tvo more removed to the town of
Washington, in Beaufort county. There he soon
took the lead in his profession. His ekill and un-
wavering attachment (o his profession, which ever
characterized him, secured him a large practice, and
many friends. But his young ambition urged him to
reck a still better field of exertion. He removed to
Baltimore, under favorable circumstances, and com
menced praciice. He did weil. His social and pre-
fessional walks in this city, were in the front ranks
of the profession. But a severe and enntagious dis-
ease brought affliction in his family. His wife became
lissatisfied with Baltimore. His relatives and friends
n North Carolina were strong and incessant in their
pelitions to bim to return. He yielded. He gave up
ull his flattering prospects in Baltimore and returned
to the town of Washington. He soon regained the
large and profitable practice he had previous!y left,
and re-instaled himself as the leading physician io
that whole section of country. This position he con
tinued to maintain as long as he lived. He was well
worthy of the distinction.

His fondness for his profession was proverbial. It
caused him 1o store his mind, well disciplined by
early training, with a vast amount of professional
learning. The doetrines of the older authors, as well
as the views of modern writers and cotemporary
practitioners were familar to him. He kept himself
well posted up in progre=sive medicine. With a mind
thus learned and devoted, he biought to the bedside,
& power of analysis, an accuracy of examination, and
a judgment in the application of remedies, rarely
surpassed. It was this fine diserimination, this power
of apalysis, and of applying 1emedies accordingly,
that gave to him, as to every successiul practitioner,
such fine enccess in the treatment of disease. Hence
it was, that his counsels were so often invoked in
difficult and complicated cases far and near. It was
on euch oceasions, so well ealculated to try the metal
of the physician, that Dr. Norcom was always ready
He was, indeed, a blessing to the community. Ofien,
when superficial minds were torturing instead of re
lieving the patient by prescribing for effects and am-
biguous symptoms, would he apply his critical mind
to the investigation of the case, discover the causes
often hidden, avd obscure, and by an appropriate
corresponding treatment, cure the case. and bear
away the palm of victory. But he woud never use
it to the injury of tho aitending physician; rather
would he seek to holster him up, unless his conduct
was inlolerably outrageous. Often has it happened,
that patients, afflicted with some severe and lingerin:
chrovic disease, have gone the rounds amony regular
and irregular practitioners, sometimes remaining for
months under the treatment of some celebrated phy-
sician at the North, and at last, without relief and
in the agouy of despair, bave applied 1o Di. Norcom,
and were cured by him. But Dr. Norcom lived in
plain old North Carolima—too artless and honest 10
proclaim her renown in the popular bugle blasts of
the times—and he never stood at the corners of streets
lo publish his own deeds ; and hence, such triumphs
ol ekill are unknown abroad.

When not engaged in active practice, he was at
s office poring over his books—studying his cases,
or in the bosom of his family instrueting hischildren.
He had no time for light company or the frivolus
pleasures of the day. That time, which so many
give 1o such frivolities, was appropriated by him, to
more intellectual enjoyments, and to nobler purposes.
this office was never sought by idlers, politiciaus, or
demagogues : Dr. Norcum was not the man to give
countenance to such charac.ers. His friends were
select, and no man enjoyed the company of his fri nds,
at proper seasons, With a better relish, than he did.
[n refined and cultivated social circles, he was at
iome, and the delight of the company.

| bave said, that in the hour of danger, hope and
confilence settled upon him. At such times, even
his bitter, personal. enemies invoked his assistance,
und Le cheerfully extended it. In difficult cases, he
was sent for far and near, to obiain his services in
consultation. His practice was extensive, and he
applied himself to it with much zeal and persever-
ance.

_He had an elevated sense of the duties and respon.
sibilities of his profession ; he did all in his power, to
ad_d to 1's elevalion and Jignity ; he disdained every-
thing that was low and mean, both in and out of the
profession ; and he rebuke | imposture and imperti-
nenoe wherever he found either. He scorned those
jittle tricks and ariifices, so often used by narrow
minds and mean men, to obtain practice. He often
incurred the hatred of such men asa matter of course;
but, he pursued the even tenor of his way, and made
no compromises with demagogueism, hishonor, or
ei:ahoueuiy. He was the open, free, generous, inde-
pendent spirit. Whalever his own judgment and
conscience conceived to be right, he did and seid;
never enquiring what effect it would have upon hi-
own popularity—he relied on his own worth and
merit for success,

To his own brethren in the profession, he waakind,
courteous and hovorable. It was only in cases
where the common feelings ot professional honor and
brotherhcod were grossly infringed upon, by some
¢mpirical pretender, or diplomad quack, that the
vials of his wrath were stirred, in a professional
tense. To the younger members of the profession
especiully just siarting in life, he was kind and en.
couraging ; ever ready to aid them with advice and
sympathy, and by putting into their hands profitable
practice. He did not believe that gray hairs conati-

We have sta-
ted the revenue act of 1854-"5 contained 130 sections.
The present revenue law contains 133 sections—the
131st and 132d being substantially the 11th and 12tk
sections of the Cope Fear and Deep Rwver act, above
referred to, enacled in 1854-'5.

That is all. | Nee page 29 of the pamphlet *“ Rey-
enue Law, 1856-'7,” us printed and cent to the
Clerks and Sheriffs of the different Counties.] The
only difference is, that the 11th and 12th seciions ol
the Cape Fear and Deep River acl ol 1854-"5, have
been placed in the present revenue’ law, and appear
there as secs. 131 & 132. And this transfer wasproper,
for the simple reason that this tax is a maiter of reven-
ue. Itisto belevied on the C. F. & D. R. Co., as the
presentrevenue law very clearly shows, and not on the
Fayetteville Coalfields Road. \Vhy did the Obser-
ver omit the 131st section? That, if published,
would have explained the whole matter 1o its read-
ers. No, it wanted a “‘crowning act” of capital for
its party—it was anxious (o ehow, or to produce the
impression that the Fayetteville Road was to be tax-
ed for the benefit of the Deep River Compeny. The
132d section, by ttself, is calculated to leave this
impression ; and hence, the 13151 section was omit-
ted. In addition to this, however, the Fayetteville
and Western Railroad Company hae chartered rights,
which the Legislatare can neither take away nor
impair. It is provided in the charter of that Com-
pany that the State may tax the coal which it may
‘- ship and convey ?’ No. I, then, it was necessa-
ry that the Cape Fear and Deep River Company
should assent, as it did assent, to the tax in this re.
spect in posed on it in 1854-'5, before the tax coald
be levied and collected, how could such a tax, or any
tax be imposed on the Railroad Company against
its wish 7—and especially a 1ax for the benefit of
another Company ? The idea is absurd. The Ob-
server’s article s totally unfounded. No tax has
been imposed, and no one has sought to impose atax
on the Railroad Cempany referred to. _
