Oq the reported rejection of the Dallas treaty by

the Senate, Ihe London Times of the 24th February,
has the following remarks in conclusion of an edi-

torial article :

" The negotiations which the British Government
opened in the course of last year, were honestty in
tended to put an end to differences between two na-
tions which a common origin and common interests
should naturally unite. The convention with Hondu-
ras was concluded, not at our instigation, but in
consequence of a special mission from that Kepubl:c.
The treaty with the United States was the work ot
an American minister who had not long left his own
country, and must have been acquainted with its
feelings and interests. Our course received the ap-
probation of the American government and of the
American people. Yet it seems that a party in the
Legislature does not hesitate to overthrow all that
has been done, and to endanger the present friendly
relations between the two countiies. Our hands are,
therefore, clean.

The direct interest of England in the who'e matter
is very small. We care nothing about the Mosquito
protectorate; we do not want the Bay Mandej and
our whole concern in Honduras is limited to a free
transit across the territory, in case the contemplated
railway should ever be constructed. The Americans
have so li tie political connexion with any nation but
England, that a diplomatic campaign against us en-
grosses the attention and interest of the w hole peo-
ple. We, on the other hand, regard such differences
as of secondary importance to the concerns of Euro-
pean policy. Hence, in all these questions the Amer-
ican politician's aim is victory; that of the English-
man is to be disembarrassed of a vexatious and often
unintelligible controversy. In the present case we
can very well afford to wait and see what are the pre--

This morning, before
sunrise, I took a walk, holding a piece of sheet cop-
per in one hand with a tight grasp, the other hand
hanging down by the fide neither hand had any
covering ; the hand holding the copper 6oon became
very cold and was benumbed ; I changed the copper
into the other hand, and the releived hand soon be-
came warm and the other acquired coldness.

We say to the invalid, breathe cold air, drink cold
water-- , bathe often in cold water, go to the mountains,
breathe the mountain air, exercise in that air hv

unnig, wear ugru, wose ciouang, mac is tne reme
dy, and sleep in the open air in fair w eather, that is,
sleep xoith your window wide oven.

1 am well satisfied, both from experience and obser-
vation, that my records of observations will be the
means of benefitting mankind in teference to health,
as connected with atmospheric changes. I shall,
therefore, spare no labcr in making them as useful as
may be in my power.

LETTER FROM E. M.
Sepecially communicatted to the Philadelphia Evenine

Bulletin.
Franconia, N. H., March I6th.The intolerable

and unwholesome heats of the month of March in
the State of New Yoik have compelled me to come
to this place, for the sake of procuring a few breaths
ot fresh air. 1 am spending the day on the top of
my friend Johnson's house, with no other garment
upon me than my shirt. The mercury ir. my ther-
mometer, which I always carry about me, marks five
degrees below zero. This wuld be too warm for
comfort ; but by sitting upos a p .il filled with ice and
coarse salt, and by placing my feet in another pail
containing an etherial freezing mixture, while at the
same time I ply a fan vigorously with my right hand,
I contrive to avoid suffocation.

L.asfc nigm me luermomeier was down as iow as
thirty five degrees below zero, and by erecting a cot
bed on the side of the mountain, removing my last
garment and doing without bed clothes, not being
even " sheeted by an earthquake," as the Hudson riv-
er was, I managed tn get a very agreeal le sleep. I
earnestly recommend this method of passing the
night to all who may be troubled with bad dreams,
or who like to enjoy the beauties of nature in thfiir
sublimest and most frigid aspect. Especially will they
find it delightful on these line March night, when
the radiance of Luna and the mountain zephyrs lull
them to repose.

1 rose at four o'clock and immediately sought for a
place to take a bath. I found a lovely spot, overhung
by leafless tree and surrounded by huge rocks, all
covered with ice and snow. A natural basin was
fill d with water, and thi was frozen to ihe thick-
ness of about two feet. Having procured the ser-vic- es

of some hardy mountaineers, 1 had a hole cut
mrougn tne ice, into which I inserted my body and
enjoyed the unspeakable luxury of a hi h. The
water, however, soon became too warm, and I emerg-
ed, and by letting it freeze upon the surface of my
body, was restored to a fine healthy state of frigidity.

I am thinking of establishing a winter watering-plac- e

bere, and constructing baths in the glen I have
described, as well as co by the mountain, like that

slept in, for the accommodation of the guests. I
doubt not that when the advantages of my system
are thoroughly understood, it will he very much re
sorted to, not only by invalids, but by newly married
people, and others who are travelling for pleasure
and recreation.

After breakfast today, which consisted of cold
meat, iced water and dry bread, I took a walk, hold-
ing a piece of silver (a Spanish quarter) in one hand
wito atignt grasp, the othtr hanging down by my
side. me nana noiaing ine silver Jecime very cold
and benumbed, but by stopping at a grocery and get
ting the quarter changed into two dimes and a half
dime, I was relieved. It appears that the news of
the new coinage act has not yet reached Franconia,
and this is another advantage of this isolated place.

I intend to remove further North, as the season
advances, for the benefit of my health If I should
find any traces of Sir John Franklin and his party,
who I doubt not are enjoying life in its most luxu-
rious style at the North Pole, and therefore decline
coming South or going home to England, you may
depend upon hearinz from

The Political Preachers.

We are glad to learn that the result of the last Presidential
election has been severe in its effects upon on class of New
Eoglaoders, and that it is the political preachers. Five of
them have been or are about to be dismissed by their church-
es, and quite a large number, it is expected, will be dismis-
sed, all on account of political harangues. Others have
been sent to the legislature, a just punishment for the per-
version of their sacred office, in one way or other, their con-
gregations will be delivered from these wolvc3 in sheep's
clothing.

A pamphlet has been lately issued at the Andover (Mass.)
Theological Seminary, on the present religious condition of
colleges, in which it is stated that in the thirty-on- e North-
ern colleges there were 181 conversions the past year, while
in the sixteen Southern institutions there were 249 conver-
sions. The comparison of the New England colleges with
those of the South is still nore striking. In the sixteen col-
leges of New England there were but 52 conversions, while
there were 50 conversions in one college in North Carolina, 40
in another of the State, and 45 conversions in another in Louis-
iana.

These facts indicate that whilt the preachers of New
England have been attempting to establish a kingdom of this
world, the spiritual kingdom has been s.tdly neglected, and
that the clergy of the South, who have carefully avoided
political preaching, have been the most faithful and success-
ful of their order in this country. .

A Pennsylvania Manufacttring Town. The
Philadalphia Evening Journal sayp, that, next to that
city and Pittsburg, Polistown, in Berka county is the
most important manufacturing place in the Keystone
State.

Flock and Grain at the West. There i3 much inquiry
in regard to the stock of flour and grain at the West, and on
thu point the New York Courier condenses the following
from a private letter and a leading house of New Yoik city,
dated Chicago, March 21:

There are in store at Chicago 37,000 barrell flour, 730,000
bushels wheat 150,000 bushels corn and 144,000 bushels oats.
At Milwaukee 55,000 barrels flour and 593,000 bushels wheat.
At Kenosha between two and three hundred thousand bush-
els wheat, and at Racine about the same quantity. The
writer also expresses the opinion that half tha wheat crop of
Wisconsin is not yei marketed, while the quantity in Illinois
is much larger than is generally stated. : At Chicago corn
was taken a' 43 & 41c free on board in April and May, 45c.
for Jane, and 50o. for July. The crop of wheat on the ground
is also caid by the same authority to be very promising.

The Persian War Ki.glaiitt and Russia.
As far as the world knows, there is at this time

perfect friendship between England and Russia. No
hostile notes have for months been interchanged be-
tween the two governments. The English Minister
at St. Petersburg, and the Russian Minister t Lon-
don, have nought to occupy them, hut a stereotyped
routine of courtly civilities. All is peace and good
fellowship between those nations, two years since
engaged in desperate conflict. Long may it continue !

But will it? Doubtful. Never perhaps was there in
ad vance of a declaration of war, a better prospect
of collision on a grand soale, th?n that which now
threatens these imperial powers.

Let the reader look lor a moment at the map of
Asia. With a tolerable recollection of the history of
me lasi uunureti years, ne wm oe aoie to trace the
advances of British power North, and that of Russian
power South. Their possessions have continued tr
approach until now, all that divides them are the
third rate states of Persia and Afghanistan. Persia
is little more than a dependency ot Russia, Afghanis
tan little more than a dependency of Great Britain.
The two have gone to war for the possession of Herat

a border town of some fifty thousand souls, and a
place of great strategic importance, ft is not very
el ar to whom it rightly belongs, though probably to
the Afghans. At any rate, it has been for some years
in their possession, , and was at the time ol its late
capture by the Persians.

Great Britain has made common cause with tho
Afghans ; Bent a fleet into the Persian Gulf and seiz-
ed the town of Bushire on its waters, which 6he is
fortifying. Hence it is said her troops are to march
across the country and take possession of Herat.
Not that there is really any sufficient ground, as far
as Persia is concerned, for this warlike demonstration
of the English. But the fact is, Herat in a military
point of view, is the key to their Indian possessions.
It is not strange, then, that they aro unwilling that
it should be in the hands of tho Persians, to be trans-
ferred by them hereafter to Russia. But will the
latter, now that it is in the keeping of her vassal,
(Persia,) consent to its recapture either by the Af-
ghans or the British ? Probably not. If not, then,
by the time the English army, which landed upon
the Persian Gulf, has invested Herat, it is not un-
likely that the Russian army, now assembled at the
southern point of the Caspian, will be on hand for
its deliverance. And we confess that we shall not
be greatly surprised if tha conflict, long since seen
to be inevitable between Great Britain and Russia,
for the ascendency in Asia, shall commence within
the next twelve mon hs around tho walls of Herat.

The new barque Jane
Doggett, whose launching at Green Point was noticed
a few days since, is now lying in the East rivtr load-
ing for Glas-row- . She was built by Messrs. Webb &
Bell for Messrs. Dunham & Dimon, whose improve-
ments. in ehinhuildin? entfrnrisp am wnl! Imnun1 O I BIIVMU.
1 bis vei8el, in point ot model, rig, finish, and strength,
excels any mat Messrs. x. & IJ. have built. Being
convinced of the utility of the bent timber ship knee,
they have used these knees, from the work of the
American Timber Bending Company, now in success-
ful operation at Green Point. The lower deck beams
and the "partner" beams between deckB, thse in
which the greatest strength is requisite, are all secur-
ed with them. With the exception of a barque re-
cently built by E. F. Williams at Green Puint, of
which the hanging knees were wholly ot bent timber,
this is the largest vessel yet furni-he- d with them, and
the circumstance has excittd the i iterest of nautical
men and builders. The knees in the Jane Doggett
are of a large size, being eided ten inches, nnd are
very handsome sticks, cut out with the accuracy of
cabinet work. The marine inspectors highly approve
of th em.

Con-
sequently it is expected they will be more durable
than any others, especially as tbey are ma!e fiom the
best limber and sawed louimensiuns. Natural knees
are becoming exceedingly scarce, and, as the bent
ones now meet with high approbation from the nava!
constructors since the trial at the Novelty Work in
July last, it is not improbable that they will soon be
introduced into the navy and be on e peneraliy used
by the mercantile marine. Journal of Commerce.
