Frem Central America,

~ New York, April 27.—The Herald has advices
from Honduras to April 1st. Mr. Seymour, the
new British superintendent, was sworn on the 26th,
and on the next day he was sworn as Her Majesty's
lieutenant governor of the Bay Islands. It was ru-
mored at Honduras that the Guatemalian army in
Nicaragua has been defeated. Also that Salvador
had declared in favor of Walker.

Strong prejudices still existed in Honduras and
Guatemala against our countrymen. In Guatemala
six Americans had been summarily shot, and others
banished from the country by order of Gen. Carrera.
Three persons, named Buchanan, Van Buren and
Robert Taylor, appealed 1o Mr. Savage, who had
charge of the legation of the United States in Guate-
mala, who told them he could not do anything for
them, and was fearful that he should bimself have 10
leave, as there was no limit to the power of Carrera,
who was very much enraged against the people of
the United Siates. A good deal of bad feeling was
created by the American ship Rawina having been
charged extra tonage dues at Partook rar while load-
ing mahogany.

The 'l reasury Department has
inniti«ted ineasures for ascertaining the amount of
taxation of all kinds in each State, and the sums
necessary for the maintenance of the gevernment of
the principal cities.

NEw Orveans, April 20.—The exports c¢f cotlon
from this port to Great Britain durieg the past week
were 20,000 bales—a decrease of 29,000 as compared
wilh the same week in 1856. The exporisto France
during the same petiod were 10,000 bales. From
Mobile the exporis during the week were 7,000 bales
—an increase of 2,000 over the same week last year.
