Of all the dicta of dictators and despots which his-
tory has preserved for us, says the Journal of Com
merce, none perhaps conveys the eelf-sufficiency of
arrogance and egotism in 2 more striking and sen-
tentious expression than the celebrated declaration
of the French autocrat, ** L'etal c'est moi.” The age
for such words has passed away. Their unmittigat-
ed audacity would make their utterance perilouseven
at St. Petersburg or Constantinople. No potentate
in Europe, in the wild intoxication of his power or
embition, will probably ever venture to suffer the
lLike to escape hLis lips. Even in the benighted coun-
trice outlying on the frontiers of civilization, there

The Russiin government may appoint,
whenever it shall deem proper to do so, a consul at
one of the ahove-nared ports.

Article 7. Should any question arise or any diffi-
culty have to be settled, it sball be scrupulously de
cided by the Japanese government.

Article ¥, Subjecia of Russia in Japan and Ja-
paneee in Russia shall enjoy perfect libertey, entirely
exempt from any vexaliouns annoyance. In either
case, when & crime shall be eommitted, the accused
shall be taken into custody : but his trial shall bhe
condueted according to ihe laws of his own country.

Articie 9. 'n consideration of the close proximity
of the two couniries, Russian subjects, shall enjoy to
the fullest extent all rights and privileges which the
Japanese goveinmen! his heretofore granted, or
shull berealter gran!, 1. the subjects of other nations.

“ Lospox, Aprir 7, 1857.—Marshal Marmont
says, (vol. 7, p. 111,) giving an account of the battle
of Waterloo : “In tbe course of the day Napoleon
found himself so far off from the field of battle that
he could not make the necessary modifications in the
execution of his plans. More particularly he was
unable to support the cavalry movements in propsr
time. This movement, being prematureand isolated,
while if the guard had been sent forward simultane-
ously, #he effect might have been decisive. When
the army was in disorder, Napoleoa’s mind was so
acted upon by terror that he fled at a gallop for several
leagues, and overy momeut, (it was Jark) faneyiuy
he saw the enemy’s cavalry on his fl ak, he & nt
people to reconnoitre.’ Itis impossib. u.t w por-
ceive the malice of this whole story, whict the mar.
shal pretends to have had from Gen. Berpard. That
cannot be true, because Gen. Bernard was a brave
and honest man, and consequently incapable of tell-
ing a tissue of falsehoods.

“The Emperor placed himself during the battle
on a hillock in the centre of the position, from which
he could survey the whole of the operations, from
which he saw the advance of cavalry ordered by
Marshal Ney, and whick did, in point of fact, appear
' to him premature and 1l-timed. He at once exclaim-
ed, “ there’s Ney turning a certainty into wn uncer-
lainty, but now that the movement is commenced
there is nothing to be done but 10support it.! Hae
ordered me accordingly to carry an order that all the

*“ After having taken part iu the successive attacks
of the cavalry and the guard, and when the retreat-
ing movement had most dec dedly set in, I went to
look for the Emperor. It w-<dark. If{ouad himin
the centre of a square of ivisatry, and { did not af-
terwards leave him. After waiting there some time
longer, the baitle be'ng irretrievably lost, he left the
field by the Chartergi road. We went a'ong, not in
a gallop, as is infamously said in the memoirs, but
at a walk, and no pursuit of the enemy inspired the
Ewmperor with any such fears asthe Marshal’s malics
attributes to him. So far was the Emperor from ba-
ing troubled with any personal fears, alihough the
silualion was not very reassuring, that being knoock-
el up by the fatigue he had undergone during ihe
preceding daye, he several times fell asleep, and
would have fallen off his horse had I not held him
on. We arrived the next morning at Charleroi, where
he took post fur Laon. There the Emp.ror halted to
write the bulletin giving an account ot the fawal day,
and bhe then set out for Paris. This is the iruth,—
Let the public compare it with Marshal Maimont's
malicious and lying narrative, and then judge. But
bow can one express one's feeling of inJignation and
disgust at seeing a man whose place it was to hope
to be forgotten, as the best thing that could happen
to him, thus to attack onc who was his benefactor,

and defame his memory after having betrayed him
when living ?
