edy for itin the creation of more banks—a remedy |
that will only provcke the disease. The most short- |
sighted must be convinced that the effect of this will |
only be to expand a really deterioraling currency, |
and increase the nominal value of every substantial |

We think it highly probable that a morey ecrisis
will at no distant day oppress the ccuntry. The im |
portant question is whether it can be obviated. Itis |
certainly poeeible. Popular sentiment and individ- |
ual practice alone can do it. We must cullivate a
rational and intelligent sense of the realities of life |
and act upon it. And as a first principle we bave |
to learn that production must keep pace with con- |
sumption ; and that with a deficiency here no spec- |
ulation, no enterprise, no skill can keep prices down '[
at living rates. That is the case now. There are|
more consumers, peculators, easy livers and indolent
people than there are producers. As a consequence )
one class begins to prey upon the other; nne must)
go unfed or live under privatio, while another fares
well, but at high cost.

Hoc CroLERA or Hoe ConsumprioN-—In Johnson
county, Indiana, the fatal hog disease is very preva-
Jent, but the symptoms, it is stated, are more those |
of consumption than of cholera. Out of fiftesn |
hundred hogs put in one inclosure, fifty a day
were dying. The New Yotk Tribune say= :

Tho first symptoms noticeable is a slight cough,
which is soon followed by a drooping, stiff appear-
anee ; the nose and lips, and sometimes the jaws
and ears, turn blue and swell up, and finally purg-
ing, and sometimes vomiting, follows, and death en-
sues speedly. Hoge, in every stage of the disease,
bave been killed and examined for the purpose of
ascerlaining the nature of the disease, and the result
establishes the fact beyond scraple that the disease
here is inflimation of the lungs, those in the first
stages showing a congested condition in a portion of
the lungs, while those fur:her advanced had more
extensive engorgement, and in the last stages of the
disease the lungs were dark, dry and solid, with sone
ulceration of the lungs and throat. The stomach
and intestines show no signs of disease. The discase
prevails fatally in Massacnasetts and Rhode Island
among hogs brought there from the West.
