TuBrENTiNK. We have little change to notice in the mar-

ket for this article. There has been some enquiry from ship-

ping purposes during the past two or three days, which, to-

gether with the light receipts and the demxnd from distillers,
tended to keep prices the same until yesterday, when virgin
declined 25 cents ; old hard is subject to a deduction, and

Progres. of the Atlantic Submarine Telegraph-T-he

Niagara to b employed.

YeBterday afternoon the Lord Mayor, accompanied
of the corporation and cmcby a numerous pany

works of Messrs. Glaeeofficers, paid a visit to the
& Elliot, where the monster submarine cable is now
rapidly advancing towards its final completion. The
party were conducted over the works by Mr. Glasse,

and the vatious processes which the cable undergoes

in the course of its manufacture were fully pointed

out and explained. Two small iron cohorns were
also fired by a spaik sent through a short piece of

the cable.
Since our last notice of the progress of this great

undertaking, with the exception of a short interval
of forty hours last Monday and Tuesday, the work

has advanced incessantly day and night. The
" strand," " closing," and " eerving," machines which
revolve with such astounding rapidity and whose

noise can be heard even to the centre of the river,
have done their work well, and spun an additional
500 miles of cable. Nearly 900 miles are now com-

pleted, and at least 1,200 would have been ready
could the wire-drawe- rs have supplied wire as fast as

tho machines consume it But that, unfortunately,
has not bem the case, for the daily consumption of
fine wire has been greater than all the wiredrawers
of England could furnish, and the corcquence is
that less is readv for ehipment than was wished or
anticipated. The making of the two shore ends of
the cable is well advanced. Tbe3c portions name-

ly, for ten miles from the Newfoundland and fifteen
miles from the Irish shores, are being manufactured
of immense strength, In orJor to resist the action of
the waves over rocks, ond danger from vessels, an-

chors, &c. They are made of 12 No. 1 wires, form-

ing a cable one and a half inches in diameter, and
weigLing about six tons to the mile. The size of
the wire used in these ends gradually diminishes as
deep water is reached, so tha it tapers down where
it joins to the diameter of the main pinion of the
cable. These No. 1 wires are welded on to No. 2,
which, in turn, are jointed to No. 3, and so on, as
shallow water and liability to accident are decreas-
ed. At these ends the gutta percha and ' sewing" of
greased and tarred hemp are also made proportional-
ly thicker, to lessen the chanre of accident from
compression of the outside spiral iron ca?eing.

The manufacture of iLe centre portion of the cable
has also been begun. In order to avoid r.sk Jrom
the first strain at starting, about five or six mile ot
the centre will be made ot the strongest steel vnro.
In place of twisted st ands the cable will here be
bound wilh 18 No. 13 solid wires of ieel, so thai
this part of the telcgiaph will, it is asserted, bear a
a strain of 12 tons with safety, or nearly twice the
amount of dead strain that is likely to come upon it
at the first outset.

The preparations for shipping the cable are nearly
finished, and the operation of transferring the pon-
derous coils from the factory to the hold of the Aga-
memnon will commence on Tuesday or Wednesday
next. Workmen from the dockyards are now en-

gaged in laying down moorings for the Agamemnon,
which will arrive off Glasse and Elliot's
(Saturday) morning. No less than ten anchors have
been fixed to secure her from motion while this im-

portant work is going forward. From the factory to
the side A the ship ten barges will be moored stem
and stern, and along these cable will be slowly
wound by a twelve horse power engine. It will be
stowed away in the hold in one tremendous coil
lorty nve feet in diameter and nearly twelve feet
high. No vessel better suited than the Agamemnon
for this purpose c uld be found in t'e Navy.

There is not the least ground for the reports that
the United Staies frigate Niagara is not to take the
other half of the cable, manufactured by Newall at
Birkenhead. At first there was some doubts as 10

whether it was worth while to make c i.ain altera-
tions in the vessel, which were necessary in order to
avoid risk in paying out the coil. But this question
has been definitely settbd, and either lat night or
this morning the Niagara quitted the Thames for
Portsmouth dockyard, where some of her stanchions
will be taken out, and her fine ward room not a little
disfigured to accomodate her long passenger. Ibis
vessel in undoubtedly not so well suited for the work
as the Agamemnon, and on board of her the cable
will have to be piled in two or three coils, fore and
aft, an arrangement which would have been better
avoided, if it were possible. Eoth at Birkenhead and
at East Greenwich the manufacture of the cable at
one end will be continued, while the otucr end is being
shipped. In fact.both firms will work up to the last mo-
ment, in order that in paying out across the Atlantic a
liberal allowance may be made for slack without fear
of running short. The Susquehanna will acco rpany
the Niagara, and we believe the Leopard goes with
the Agamemnon. All the vessels will rendezvous at
Cork harbor, when the final arrangements will be
made as to starting. The Cyclops !3 now out in the
Atlantic taking soundings along the prcpot-e- deep
sea route.

From Kansas --Adjournment or' the Free State

St. Louis, June 19. The Quindaro correspondence
of the Demoorat sayo the Free State Legislature ad-

journed oa the 13th inst.
Acts providing for the taking of the census, appor-

tioning the Slate, for an election on the first Monda
in August next for State officers and regresentatives
in Congress, at.d for creating the seat of government
at Topeka, were passed ; also a joint resolution rr.e
morializing Congress for admission into the Union
under the Topeka constitution.

Tho census act provides for thp appointment of five
marshals, whose deputies shall take a census imme-
diately. The apportionment of the State gives the
Senate not more than twenty members and the House
sixty.

Some ot the territorial county judge3 pr3nounce
part of the census law as inoperative.

It is reported that Gov. Walker'has been informed
that the constitution will not be submitted to the

people.

yeai's transactions of $71,387,900. Estimating the
receipts from public lands at $8,313,000, the total
receipts from all sources may be set down at $80,-000,00- 0.
