terinination to sce the laws executed fairly and im- |
partially—of his guarantee to all, Free Soilers and
others that they shall have the fullest and fairest f
showing at the polls, and of his advice to them to |
leave off their foclish isolation and act cordially and
in good faith in the election of delegates to a conven-f
tion 1o form a Constitution, we cannot but cen&urel
guch portions of his address, as evidently go beyond |
the pale of his dutics and his rights as an officer, in :

submitting the constitution to a popular vote, or even
pioviding that it shall be so submitted. The conven-
tion is enly vested with power to frame a constitu-
tion, and with no power to take ulterior steps. The
constitution being framed, the powers and duties of
the convention cease. They have no authority to
submit it. Again—the Free Soilers choose 1o dis-
franchise themselves by taking no part in the election
of delegates to a convention, and yet might choose to
come into the ring afterwards, for the purpose of
nullifying an act from all connection with which
they had morally estopped themselves by their own
previous course.

Bat again it is said, and perbaps it may turn out to
be &0, that it the Legislature of Kansas or the Con-
vention called by that Legislature should fail to sub-
mit the constitution to the popular vote, Congress
will. Thus—Kansas applies for admission with the
constitulion so framed—Congrees passes a bill for her
admission embodying that constitution, and submits
the whole to the acceptance of tke voters of Kansas,

WEIGHT (F CorN.—We have frequently had oc
casion to notice the shameful deficiency in the mea
surement of corn bought at Wilmingion for this mar-
ket, two bushel bags, so called, containing, on an
average, 11 bushels. 1In contrast with this, onr at-
tention has just been called to the weight of a lot of
corn just received here from New York. The two
bushe! bags weigh 113 lbs.—being 56 lbe. to each
bushel of corn, and 1 1b. for the bag. This is honest;
and theye ought to be some authority in Wilmington
to compel sellers to do hikewise.— Observer, 25th inst.

This thi..g of the measurement of corn we know to
be a subject of complaint throughout the interior of
the State, and we know, also, that the complaint is
not without reason. The two bushel bags will not
weigh what the law calls for.

But the Wilmington merchants are nnt the parties
who are primarily chargeable with this. If the two
bushel bags are short of what they purport to be,
they are, in nine cases out of ten, just as they were
measured into from on board the schooner that brings
the corn lo this port, as any one may see on the
wharf. If there be a defizit, the Baltimore or North
country seller is the party that gains by it. Up in
the Western part of the State we have never heard
any such deficit spoken of as that alleged by the
Observer. Instead of one-eighth, the shortness in
weight has usually been stated to us at one-sixteenth
to one-twenti th. Still, it ¢s a complaint, and it op-
erates prejudicially. The right way is to buy and sell
corn by weight, al the standard fixed by law. Our
merchants gain notbing, directly, by the present sys-
tem. They lose very considerably in an indirect
way in the loss of trade.
