Tbe late elections have been of great importance
to the whole country, as they involved the political
characttr of the next House of Representatives and

The results will be hailed with high satisfaction
by the democracy all over the country. These re-

sults are all, and even more, than could be expected,
fnr thf r ahnai a irrand nilh lie onicion COming UO On

all sides to sustain the vital principles on which the
democracy planted themselves so unhesitatingly and
frankly the principles of civil and religious liberty,
in opposition to tbe degrading war on race ana sect ;

and of popular sovereignty, in opposition to the mea- -

sure of congressional restriction on tbe slavery ques- -

In all the States that have just voted know nothiog
ism had made large headway ; and tbe political sen- -

timent in some of them, in former years, has been
strongly against the democratic party. Take three
of them for illustration of the change of public opin- -

ion: lennessee, iNortn Carolina, anu iveDiuc.y.
rr . r II r- - T 1. J Arttlennessee went ior narnson, ior layiui, u'iui,
but the de nocrats have been steadily gainging ot

late years. In the last congressional delegation the
democrats had half the members, the know nothings
the remainder. Now has a democratic
governor by 10,000 majority, a democratic leg-

islature, and the democrats have gained in mem-

bers of Congress.- - This insures a control over
the senatorial election. This State is now per-

manently democratic. Similar results are seen
in the old whiz State of North Carolina. This State
was decidedly against the democracy in 1840, 1844,
1848, and cave its vote for Pierce by only a few
hundred majority Now such is the public opinion
in favor of the democracy that in but two congres-
sional districts were there serious contests, and this
State is solidly on the democratic side. Ken ucky is
the third old whig State a Slate which, tince 1832,
when she gave her vote for Clay, has- - been perse-veringl- y

against the democracy. This State fell
deeply into the slough ot know nothiDgism. It is
unnecessary to occupy space with sating the
figures as to its complexion : its majority for Harri-sonuw- as

26,000. But let it not be forgotten that
William Henry Harrison went in 1820 aga nst the
Missouri restrictionists ; and termed himself tbe
only, public man in Ohio who openly took ground
against them. Tbe Kentuckians see that the de-

mocracy on the slave question is where Harri-
son was in 1820. Hence the extraordinary spectacle
is now seen of tbe democracy being triumphant in all
branches of State government which the people can
get hold of. Think of the intelligence of seven dem-
ocratic members of Congress; a democratic House of
Representatives; a democratic United States Sena-
tor from the State of Kentucky ! But the crowning
utumph is the election of James B. Clay in the Ash
land district, where, two y ears ago, a know-nothin- g

was elected by a majority of 1,600 ; and at the last
election the know-nothing- s carried it by 600 against
Mr. Buchanan ! Far more than a local triumph is
thi election of Clay; and" it is significant of the
decaying state of know-riothingis- m all over the South !

So much for the cause of democracy in three ot tbe
States in which the people have recently voted.

We need not go into particulars as to the old demo-
cratic State? of Alabama and Texas, for the democra-
cy of those States have made almost a clean sweep
of know-nothingis- The only congressional disciple
of this faith from Alabama has lost his election ; and
even the powerful aid of the hero of San Jacinto
could not save Texas to Sam. In Missouri, too,
where there has been so long formidable local divis
ions in tbe demociatic ranks, their regular candidate
is elected governor by a handsome majority.

The great re ulf ol ihe late elections is to secure a
majority of democrats in the House of Representa-- 1

ti?es in Congress; and this will enable these mem-
bers to control legislation. Senators are to be elect-
ed in Tennessee, Kentucky and Texas ; and democrats
will be returned from these states. Thus the ascen-
dancy of the democracy is now complete in all
branches of the general government.

But this is not all. . 'lo-thes-
e triumphs are to be

added the indications of northern public opinion such
as were seen in the noble struggle and gains of the
Connecticut democracy, and such as are now seen in
the elections in Iowa. These, with other facts that
might be named, thow how the tide is setting at the
North. The band of true men here who have had
the moral courage to face and fight the current .fan-
aticism and heresy are daily receiving accessions;
and we hesitate not to predict that every future elec-
tion will show their importance. This northern
phalanx is fast becoming a power; and it wM stand
side by side with a southern phalanx in maintaining
common constitutional rights, thereby preserving the
common blessing of the American Union. More than
rights guaranued in the constitution neither the
South nor the N on h ought to ak; and the great
national party of both sections will never consent to
less than these rights. On such common ground
both wings of the party have fought the mo iern
heresies, and now the evidence is every day accumu-
lating that the intelligent people of this country, af-
ter the sober second thought, will not harbor a detes-
table no popery cry, derived from British toryism, or
a pestilential abohtiouism imported from Exeter Hall ;

1 preierence to sucb ioreign influence, will
stand permanently by the principles of civil and re-
ligious liberty proclaimed by Jefferson, and the Amcr-ca-n

Union, as established by the fathers of the re-
public.

These demonstrations show a controlline public
sentiment rallying to the support of the present na-tion- al

administration, and that the whe and firm
course of President Buchanan will be nobly sustained.
The misrepresentations of tho opposition as to the
designs of the democracy are fast passing away, for
time is demonstrating to an intelligent people that
the democracy are not aiming to force slavery on to
free territory, or on to any territory, but to guard the
sovereignty of the States, to administer with equal
justice the general government, and thus to strength-
en the constitution of our country. Such objects are
nation wide ; such objects t very friend to the country
can conscientiously support ; such objects ought es-
pecially to commaud the willing approval of the de-

mocracy. Let the great national party recollect that
their opponents are bent on making another sectiooal
contest ; that they have resolved that slavery agita-
tion shall go on ; and that this will necessitate severer
political work than ever ; and let each intelligent and
patriotic democrat, laying personal griefs on a com
nion altar, rally around the present administration,
and an impregnable bairier will be created against
tbe great Northern crusade on the South, which is
now in the process of formation for the presidential
struggle of 1860.

He was seen at
the spring, on the premises, on Saturday before ; and
it is believed he must have crawled into the stable on
that day, where from excessive drink and disease, he
died. His body was discovered by accident. Two
bottles were found setting by him. Thus perished
like a brute, another victim of the whiskey demon.
No one saw his agony, no one heard his moans no
one wiped his brow, or disposed his limbs in death
Like a brute, in an old deserted stable, insensible of
enobled nature, be perished ; and like a brute his
vice destroyeJ body, bec.me the prey of flies and
worms.

Knoxville Convention.
AVGU6TA, August 14. On the lLh inst., resolu-

tions were adopted by the Knoxvilie Convention uig-in- g

Government to withdraw our squadron from the
coast of Africa, and to fortify the harbors of Port
Royal and Mobile. Other resolutions were referred,
endorsing Mr. Mann's ferry project, advocating Gov-

ernment patronage of Southern steamers, and the
repeal of the fishery bounties.

On the 12lh the Business Committee reported
against free trade and direct taxation ; against tho
South receiving goods coming trom States for up-

holding the Fugitive Slave Law, and against the dis-

crimination on the part of the government in favor
of foreign mail lines ircm Northern ports. The Com-

mittee reported in favor of exemption of one slave to
each slaveholder from seizure for debt; in favir of
ereciii g Arizonia into a territory ; in favor of re-

covering certain land lost by recent treaty with Mex-
ico. The Committee also reported that ihe time had
not arrived tor the Convention to consider tho re-

opening of the African slave trade, and a resolution
in favor of Montgomery as the next place of meeting
for the Convention. The resolution for the with-daw- al

of the squadron from the African coast was
adopted.

The Atlantic Submarine Telegraph.
The proceedings in regard to the Atlantic telegraph

cable, in England, are exceedingly interesting. We
extract the following from an article on the subject
to the London Times of the 24th ult. :

The Agamemnon leaves Greenwich to-da- and
after the adjustment of her compasses proceeds at
once to Queenstown, where the other .vessels com
posing the squadron, the Ni igaia, Susquehanna and
Leopard, will also rendevous. During the trip from
Sheerness to Queenstovn experiments will be made
by laying down about twenty miles of cable, in or-

der to ascertain that everything is in good working
condition. By this means the stiffness of the paying
out gear, of which considerable distrust is entertained,
will be accurately tested, and the amount of risk
known which the scheme will have to encounter in
mid-ocea- n. These trials, however, are to be strictly
private, and none but those actually connected with
the operations about to be undertaken, will be allow-

ed on board. After taking in coals at Queenstown
the four vessels will start together for Vilentia Bay.
It has been thought advisable to alter tho arrange-
ment by which the cable was to have been joined in
mid-eea- s, and the Agamemnon and Niagara then
make the bestj of4their way to the shore the former
to America and the latter to Ireland. Now the plan is
to submerge the whole cable in acontinous line from
Vilentia Bay to Newfoundland. The Niagara will
lay the first half from Ireland to the middle of the
Ailantic; the end will then be joined to the other
half on board the Agamemnon, which takes it on to
the coast of Newfoundland. During the whole pro-
cess the four vessels will remain together and give
whatever assistance is required. While it is being
laid down messages will he sent back to the coast of
Ireland, reporting each day's progress, and if neces-
sary, ot course, each hour's. Scientific men look
forward to tho result of the undertaking with the
deepest interest, as some wonderful electrical pheno-
mena are certain to be obsetved duiing the process
of submt-rging- . Those most nearly in'erested in the
plan are sanguine as to all being successfully com-
pleted within a month, and the state of the markets
at New York known every morning throughout Eng-
land. Most earnestly do we hope that their fullest
expectations may be realized, though it ia useless
attempting to conceal the risks of failure to the pre-
sent plan are many and most serious.

Fatal Accidknt. A sad accident occurred at the
Pa,er Mills of the Neuse Manufacturing Company,
situated at ihe Falls of Neuse River, in this County,
on Monday evening, the 3d instant. A youth named
John Wesley Edwards, about 16 years of age, who
was employed in the mills, went up on the roof of
the builling at the close of the days' work to shut
down the 6ky-lig- ht windows. The roof was quite
slippery at the time, on account of the rain which
bad fallen, and it is supposed that the unfortunate
youth lost his footing and fell a distance of some forty
or fifty feet into the water below.- - When it was dis-

covered that the boyj was missing, his father, Mr. E.
Edwards, who is also employed in the mill, correct-
ly fearing that he was drowned, commenced search-
ing in the river below the mill for his body, but op
to a late hour it could not be loucd. The search
was renewed next morning, and the lifeless body was
soon discovered some distance below the mill. The
neck was found to be kroken, and there was a severe
contusion under the chin, caused doubtless by strik-
ing against something in the fall, from the roof of
the building.

before the Frederickton (N. Brunswick) Athenaeum,
on the 15th alt., by T. Vernon Smith, civil engineer,
has been published in a pamphlet torm. it embraces
many valuable facts in regard to the past history of
ocean steam navigation and its present condition, and
present views which should be received with much
attention at the present time, when so deep an in-

terest is felt in the subject of ocean steam naviga-
tion.

The first real, Atlantic voyage, Mr. Smith says,
was peiformed in 1833, by the steamer Coyal Wil-
liam, of 180 horse power and 1000 tons burthen,
from Pictou in Nova Scotia to Cowes in the Isle of
Wight. She was a thorough ocean steamer, and
was built at Three Rivers in Canada, by Canadian
mechanics, fitted with Canadian engines, commanded
by a Canadian captain, and propelled by Nova So
tia coals. She was employed four years between
England and Ireland, when she was again put upon
tbe Atlantic station, and crossed and recrcssed re
peatedly,

In 1837, four steamships were built in England by
different companies, for the American trade the
Great Western, tbe Victoria, afterwards the British
Quern, the Liverpool and the Columbus. There was
gnat rivalry for the honor of making the first trip
across tbe Atlantic. The Great Western was the
first ready. On tbe 7th of April she sailtd for the
Uiu'eJ Stales. The British and American Steam
Navigation Conpany, owners of the British Queen,
not being able to get their own vesstl ready in time,
chartered the Sinus a tine row boat, to run against
the Great Western, and she was dispatched from
Cork on the 4th of April, three days before the Great
Western. Exactly twenty years after the first deep
sea steamer, the James vv att, had start :d trom Green
ocky the first pair of Atlantic steamers left Great
Britain for America the first Atlantic race was being
run, and the era of ocean steaming bad commenced.
The deepest interest was feit in the result. Both
vessels performed well, the Sirius arriving only
twe ve hours before the Great Western, which made
the passage in li! teen days. A great impetus was
given to ocean steam navigation by tbe successfu
n sult of the vovaaes of these two vessels, and in less
than six months four independent companies had
commenced operations in steam navigation between
ports in England and New York. Another cyc e of
twtniy years has passed since ocean steam naviga-
tion was established, and the pecuniary result of the
experiment is thus summed up:

" As a commercial speculation, the Atlantic steam-
ers were dead failures. The British Queen was laid
up in the Thames, and afterwards sold to the Belgi-

an Government, to be converted into a man of war
the President had gone to the bottom the Liverpool
had been sold to the Peninsular Company the Roy-

al William to the Dublin Company, and when the
Great Britain was laid up inordinary in Dundrumbay
the heavily-bountie- d Mail lines, the Cunard and
West India Mails were alono on the Ahaniic waters.
The experience of twenty years had been a perpet
ual lepttmon ot tne same tning: tne American steam-ar- s

that have been introduced have shared precisely
the same fate as our own, and though our friends on
this side of the water seem unwilling to learn the
hard lesson, yet tbe .commercial result with them has
been notoriously unfortunate, and at the expiration
of the second twenty years, cy cle of steam naviga-
tion, the fact remains that the best paddle-whe- el

steamers float on the Atlantic, unassisted by postal
or government bounties, is unable to pay its expen-
ses, and is commercially not more successful than
tbe Great Western, which only three months ago final
ly passed into the ship broker's hands. During the
whole of this period the bounty received from Gov-
ernment has alone preserved our mail steameis Ircm
lum, and though there are undoubtedly many evils in
these enormous monopolies, yet the future will have
to thank the Mail companies and the bounty system
for keeping the public mind alive to the necesiity of
regular oceanic communication, and, in fact, for fos-

tering the science of steam navigation up to the pres-
ent period, when the first time it imy be considered
able to go alone and pay its own expenses."

Mr. Smith is a strenuous advocate of the superior-
ity of screw propellers over paddle wheel steamers ;

which he shows has been demonstrated by experi-
ence. The Cunard fleet now consists of forty steam-
ers, of which ihirty are screw boats ; the mail steam-
ers from Liverpool to Boston and New York being,
according to the terms of their agreement necessarily
paddle wheel steamers. There are now plying across
the Atlamic, between Eurcpc nod North Amerioan
ports, fifty-fou- r steamers, of different nationalities, oi
which thirty-si- x are screw boats and eighteen paddle
wheel boats, or exactly two to one in favor of the
screw steamers. All of the American steamers are
paddle wheel boats. Tho screw boats employ ed on
the Atlantic have answered exm mely well, and the
Scotch line from Glasgov to New Yoik is said last
year to have divided twenty per cent. In unpleasant
contrast with this result is the fact that, within a few
days, the Ocean Steam Navigation Company of New
York, the owners of the New York and Bremen line
of steamers, have decided to sell their boats and close
up their business, owing to the withdrawal of the
Government subsiJy in the shape of a mail ontract.
The boats being paddle wheel steameis cannot now
be made to pay. The great advantages of screw
propellers over paddle wheel steamers are thus set
torth and explained :

"It is no doubt principally from the assistance
derived from their s uls that the ocean screw steamers
are enabled so successfully to compete with the pa.ldle
boats In heavy weather the latter have no alterna-
tive but their engines, the least sail so materially in-

terfering with tne working ot their paddles, probably
throwing one wheel far ut der water, whilst the other
is out, as to risk breaking the shafts. When they
dare not use their sails, the screw boats take advant-
age of every wind, as if they depended alone upon
that, whil.--t their propeller is always at work, through
calm or rough weaiher equally efficient, quietly and
noiselessly forcing them on their way. For this
reason their average passages are not only performed
with greater regularity than the paddle boats, but
their absolute speed, with less than half tbe power
to their tonnage, is about the same. In confirmation
of ihis, the experience of the Collins, CunarJ and
Canadian lines for the last year is. remarkable; the
average western passage of the Cunard boats to Bos-
ton and New York being 12 days 14 hours, the
Collins line 12 days 16 hour?, a-.- the small-powere- d

screw steamers to Quebec being 12 days 20
hours. The Canadian line has been surpassed only
by the Cunard line to New York, taking both voy
ages out and home : has kept pace with the Collins
line within 3 hours on the western trip, and beaten
them more than a day on the eastern run, whilst the
Cunard line to Boston has been beaten both out and
home."

Iron, tco, is superseding the use of wood in the
construction of steamers, and after the present mail
contract of the Cunard line expires, it is very doubt-
ful if any British steamers built of wood and pro-
pelled by paddles, will ever cross the Atlantic in the
mail or passenger service again. On this subject
Mr. Smith has the following remarks, which are well
woithy of attention :

" Comparing the safety of wood and iron, we may
observe, that of stranded wooden vessels, no instance
has occurred of the vessel having been saved. Ot
stranded iron ships, the Great Britain, and just lately
the Tyne, are well known instances ; and a company
is now being organized to recover tht City of Phila-
delphia, the liu'l of which is still visible at low wa-
ter, near Cape Race. The important advantage of
strength ot the bull, which ran sustain a vessel like
the Philadelphia against the breakers and storms of
nearly three years, is a very important feature in the
safety of iron ships, and it shows also a very great
advantage in the employment of this material lor
steam vessels, wheie, fiom the nature of the motive
power employed, unusual strains must be at work,
tending to destroy the water-tig- ht joints and fasten-
ings at all events in the neighborhood of tbe machi-
nery. Hence we find wooden steam vessels not nearly
so durable as wooden sailing vessels, whilst iron ships
appear, where well riveted in the first instance, to be
as little liable to leaks or open joints when propelled
by steam as when sails only are employed.

" The comparative safety of wood and iron is fur-

ther illustrated by reference to the steamers Pacific
and Peisia the lorn er a wooden, the latter an iroo
vessel both ot which sailed ftom Liverpool in Jan-
uary, 1856, within three days of each other, and at a
time when a vast portion of the Atlantic ocean was
taken possession of by an icy continent. Tbe two
boats were on a race. Tbe Pacific was never beard
of after. She, in all probability struck on this field
of ice, was stove, and went down. Tbe Persia, when
five dy out, struck also. Tbe collision broke a large
hole through the plates of her iron bow, tore the
rivets asunder lor sixteen "feet on her starboard aide,
and beat and twisted the-rim- s of ber paddle wheels

bursts of speed, w hich, in the United States are look-

ed upon as the exclusive province of second or third
rate horses, and generally run by colts.
