Here-
after that form of divorce in England has been to all -
tents and purposes, as the New York Courier ohserves.
The House of Lords
alone has jurisdiction over the dissolution of marriace
contracts, and the expense of carrying an applieation of
the sort through that body was enormoug, anounting 10
an absolute bar to the man in moderate cireamstances.
No small amonnt of family influence too was required to
secure due attention to such an application. The record
of divorces will show that they have been confined main-
ly to cases wherein at least one of the parties figured in
the Peerage list.  The present law does away with this
opprobious and unjust inequality, It takes away the
Jurisdiction from the ITouse of Lords, and it confers ¢x-
clusively upon a court specially established, ecalled th
Court of « Divorce and Matrimonial causes,” consisting
of the Lord High Chaneellor, the Chiel Justices and the
C'hiel Baron of the three Superior Courts of Common
Law, and the Judge of the new Court of Probate. Other
facilitics of varions kinds are also granted for casy insti-
tution and just determination of such suits.  No incon-
siderab’e degree of the legislation of Great Britain of late
years has tended towards removing distinetions existing
under old usages in favor of the nobility in contrast witl:
the people of England. The further this reformatory
process goes, the more will England be entitled to the re-
spect of free governments.

Sugar from the Chinese Cane—Dr. D, Laoe, of the
Southern €ultivator, has shown us a sample of one or
two pounds of well-grammlated and well-tasted sugar,
made by him at the plantation ef Mr. W. J. Eve, of this
city, as the result t}fﬁliﬁ Jirst experiment with the juice
of the Chinese Sugar Cance.  This result is the more in-
teresting from the fact, that scientific gentlemen in Bos-
ton have expressed the opinion, that this plant contains
no cane sugar, but grape or fruit sugar only.  Dr. Lee's
knowledge of chemistry has enabled him to correct this
ervor, and demonstrate that the Chinese  (fane is nearly
as rich in crystallizable sngar as that of the best cane
grown in Louisiana.

We have received from the Ilon. Y. P. King, of
Greensboro’, a beautiful specimen of syrup made from
the Chinese Cane; and we have seen unexeeptionable
syrup made by Dr. Carlton, of Union Point, Dr. lLse
aned others.
