Money Market The money market is generally unchan-

ged. Railway securities have slightly declined. Consols
90ia90 for account, and 90Ja904 for money.

the market rules exceedingly dull. The advices from interi-
or markets continue to report a decline, in consequence of
which dealers here are in anticipation of lower rates, and
purchase only in quantities sufficient to supply their immedi-
ate wants. On Friday last a lot sold from store at $6 50 for
superfine, 60 days ; and since then another lot at $6 for su-

perfine. Parcels are now freely offered at this figure, with-
out finding a buyer. We quote nominally at $5 00 to $5 25

for cross, $5 25 to $5 50 for fine, $-- 50 to $6 for superfine,
and $6 to $6 50 for family ; no buyers above lowest figures.

Grain The market for Corn remains without material
alteration. The limited arrivals for several week have caus-
ed the stock in dealers hands to become somewiat reduced,
though the demand is lighter than for some time past. On
Wednesday a cargo of 1,800 bushels was received from Hyde
county, but not yet sold. We quote at 73 a 75 cents
y bushel, and market dull Oats Nothing of
consequence doing. No receipt and stock rather small,
though fully equal to the demand. Last sale was at 43 cents
y bushel. Peas None received and the market is al-

most if not entirely bare. Cow are in demand, and a good
article would find ready sale at about $1 05 bushel.
Rice No demand except from retailers, and the stock on
market is moderate ; selling at 5 to 5$ cents ft. for old ;

no new brought in yet. Quotations for rough are nominal.
Wheat Nothing has been done since our last ; few

or no buyers in market. We quote nominally at $1 00 for
for red, and II 10 for white.

Hay The market is well stocked with both Northern and

Eastern make, and rules unusually dull ; dealers do not
seem disposed to operate at all. About 150 bales Northern
received on Saturday, and changed hands at 57 cents 100

fts., 90 days. No arrivals of Eastern.
Lime There is a fair demand for this article, and we note
light stock on market. A lot of 500 casks was received on

Wednesday, and sold irom wharf at $1 25 $ cask, in lots to
suit purchasers.

Molasses Is in heavy stock, and the market rules decid-

edly dull. Cuba has materially declined, and is selling from
wharf at 35 a 37 cents gallon, in hhds. See table for quo-

tations of other descriptions.

men the revulsion of 1837 took place, it extended

from the people to the Federal Government. The mo-

ney of the people had been confided to certain State
banks, and when an attempt was made to remove it to
others, or to transfer it to the States themselves, under

the Distribution Act, the State banks could not comply
with the demands of the Government. The temptation
which the vast funds of the federal revenue offered to the

banks was too great to 1x3 resisted ; and when the reac-

tion came, and these funds were needed for the ordinary
operations of the Government, and for other purposes,
the banks could not comply, without curtailing their
discounts and calling in their debts ; and when they did
this, it greatly added to the general distress among the
merchants, mechanics, and manufacturers, and precipi-
tated the catastrophe which fell upon the whole linou.
Happily for the country, we were in a condition of pro-

found peace when these events transpired. J lad we

been in a state of war with a foreign power, inconceiva-

ble distress and dishonor must have resulted. lhejunds
kept as a sacred deposit for just such emergencies would

not have been forthcoming. They had been used by the

banks, to feed the fuel of private speculation to pamper
favorites to erect palaces and to carry forward pro-

jects of a doubtful character, or had passed into the
several State treasuries, to form the basis of other oper-

ations only less disastrous. Thus was the General Gov-

ernment involved in the calamity that attacked individ-

uals and States. The suffering was universal.
But now the prostrate mechanic or merchant can look

up from his gloom, and see at least one bright star in the
dark sky overhead. In this hour of his despondency he
need not despair. The Federal Government is not in-

volved in the catastrophe. The millions of the people's
money have not been thrown into the cauldron of spec-
ulation, to feed the fever of unhealthy and sudden gain,
and to add to the consuming revulsion in the money
market. Had this not been so, who can count the ca-

lamities that would have befallen us ? Who can tell
where the mad torrent of expanded and expanding credit
would have carried us ?

This is the great difference between the panic of 1837
and that of 1857. It constitutes one of the Hopes of
the hour. It speaks of a wholesome Treasury ; of the
proud and stainless reputation we bear before the nations;
of the security of those citizens whose means are inves-
ted in the stocks of the United States ; and it shows to
all men, and convinces all men who care to think on the
subject, that the policy of the Independent Treasury is
not only best for us in times of war, but is the try con-

servator and safeguard of the people in time of peace.

The Approaching Election In Ohio.
On the thirteenth instant an election for State officers

will take place in Ohio. It will not be without impor-
tant results, both within and without the State. It may
he observed that the results of the general elections of
Ohio arc attracting more attention than formerly. This
is undoubtedly, in some degree, attributable to her won-

derfully increasing numerical strength, if we may use
the phrase ; but it must be chiefly ascribed to her rela-
tive local position as an integral member of the Union.
This is peculiarly noticeable at the present juncture,
when concerted and wide-sprea- d efforts are making to
divide the people of the confederacy on questions which,
years ago, Washington' characterized as" geographical."

For though Ohio is a frontier State, yet it cannot but
strike reflecting men that she may lie well esteemed in
some respects the political focus of the Union. There,
as to a common centre, the various political and social
influences which make and mark American character
converge. And herein lies, perhaps, the solution other
varying elections. While, on one side, she feels the in-

fluences of the East, touching as she does the two great-
est States of the Atlantic confederation, on the other she
joins hands with the great "West, which has all the dis-

tinguishing features of the generous and genial spirit of
the South, from which she is only separated by her own
cherished river. And thus the present status of politics,
combined with her jicculiar position, gives to her coming
election something more than a normal interest and
ipmortance.

To the republic at large it may seem of no direct con-

cern whether or not the treasury of Ohio becomes " a
den of thieves ;" nor may it personally and at once ailect
remoter States should Ohio elect a governor and legisla-
ture whose avowed purpose is to incite and keep up an
intestine war in a distant Territory, while availing them-
selves of every opportunity to bring the State and fed-

eral authorities into angry collision at home ; nor is it
even probable that a single elector in Maine or Louisi-
ana would sleep less soundly upon hearing that the jico-pl- e

of Ohio had solemnly at the polls recognised equali
ty with the negro.

It seems, however, almost impossible but that the re-

flecting voters of Ohio, realizing' that they are part of a
common Union, are deeply impressed with the impor-
tance of the coming election, and the influences its re-

sults will exert not only within but without their imme-
diate State organization. Before the whole country they
must soon determine to either rebuke or honor peculation

to denounce or to commend the prostitution of State
power for the unhallowed purpose of disunion to sink
contentedly to the level of the negro, or to vindicate with
their votes the claims of a superior race and a higher
order of civilization.

So far as we may augur from the press there is no
particular excitement shown in that State, either by
the democracy or their opponents. In fact, the memory
of the canvass of last year is as yet too re-

cent to expect any great manifestations of enthusiasm
by either party. The elections of 1857 have been dis-

tinguished accordingly throughout the Union by the
comparative quietness in which great political results
have been attained, the opposition having in every poll
sustained heavy numerical losses. In neither point, most
probably, will Ohio be an exception to the rule. There
is, indeed, stillness, but it is the pause before the thunder--

storm, which shall purify the political atmosphere.
The events which have distinguished the advent and
continuance of black-republica- n rule have leen so re
markable as to attract attention in even another hemi
sphere. The bonds of the first State of the West have,
under Gov. Chase's administration, sunk from 113 to
92 cents on the dollar. The most alarmimr defalcation
yet known in American history has become part of her
history. Her State government has come in disgraceful
and unsuccessful collision with the central government,
and meanwhile her whole financial machinery has become
deranged, almost beyond the power of repair. Foil
and fraud have alike run riot in one of our noblest
States, and her credit trembles and falls in the scale

It was in 1814 that first the opponents of democracy
seized upon the negro question as an opening wedge to
divide the Union. Ihose opponents, convened at Hart
ford, became imperishably infamous, it is true, but their
policy and principles, like the plague in garments, liver
to contaminate the air ot the republic. Twenty years
afterwards the disease again showed itself in the first or
ganized strife between the dominant and the servile race.
The story of its gradual speed need not be repeated here.
1 1 was reserved, however, for the black-republica- ns of
Ohio, for the hrst time may it be the last ! to declare
by its presses and orators the absolute social and politi
cal equality of whites and blacks.

The voice of Iowa has already been heard on the mi-

nor issue of qualified suffrage, and the tremendous falling
off of republican ballots at the recent Maine and Ver-
mont elections on issues less broad, it is true, but still
kindred to this, can leave little room for doubt as to the
result in Ohio.

And we may congratulate the democracy of Ohio on
being the first division the advanced guard of the grand
army to meet this question, satisfied, as we are, that
victory, partial or complete, awaits them. It is true
that we lost the State last year from causes so obvious
