The consequence is fatal to the
nights of religious persons. Only a few days ago a
minister of this city expressed to us the apprehension
that he should have to close his night meetings on ac-
count of the influence had upon his membership by cer-
tain gatherings in the neighborhood. So unwilling were
they to be out at night that lie could scarcely summon
enough men to hold an official meeting.

Under the authority of the act passed by the last
legislature, the Hermitage was purchased by the State.
The same act made it the duty of the Governor to ten-
der the place to the general government.
