We will give a few recipes for making such specifics, so |
that those of our readers who wish to use them can maks !
the preparations themselves:-

No. 1.—Take eaun de cologne two ounecs, tincture of !
cantharades half an ounce, and add twenty drops of the !
oil of lavender. !

No. 2.—Take vinegar of cantharides hall an ounce, |
cau de cologne and rose water each half an ounce. '

No. 3.—Take an ounce of castor oil, mix it thorough-
ly with a pint of aleohol, and add half an ounce of the |
tinctare of eartharides.

No. 4.—Sulphuric ether one ounce, tincture of can-!
tharides one ounce, olive oil one ounce, alcohol one pint. '

These four recipes are sufficient. The first two are,
from the work of Errsmus Wilson, F. R. S., the author |
of an able treatise on cutaneons diseases. The last two |
recipes are followed by persons who manufacture the ar- |
ticle for sale, and are better than the first two ; they are
capable of making excellent Tricopherous, both for keep-
ing the head clean, preventing the hair falling out, and,
in some cases curing partial baldness. In wsing them,
the head should be brushed smartly with a hair brash,
the lotion then applied with a picee of sponge, the lead |
brushed again, and a silk night-cap put on. The best
period to apply it is just before gomg (o bed, but it may
also be used at any time of the day.

The philusthy of guch hair spefics consists in consider- |
ing decay in the growth of hair to be due at an absence
of vigorous action in the nerves of the scalp. The tine-
ture of cantharides excites action in these nerves, and its
office is 1o restore vigor 1o the hair, preventing it fallin

: z The oil keeps the skin
soft, and the alcohol tends to dissolve the scurf and keep

the scalp clean.  The alcohol ru‘iniws to bebe 95 per |
cent. proof, or it will not desolve theoil. The tineture of |

cantharides can be purchased at the druggists; but it
can be made one-fourth cheaper by steeping one ounce of |
Spauish flies in six ounees of aleohol for twenty-four |
hours.  Any perfume may be used, but the oil of|
lavender is about the cheapest.

"The Tricopherous can be colored a beantifal crimson !
by steeping a few chips of alkanet root in it, or colored |
yellow by a little bitchromate of potash, hut the color |
adds nothing to the quality of the lotion. An ulka.liue[
solution of honcy is recommended by some for restoring
the hair in cases of baldness, and a vinegar extract of
horse-radish as a substitute for cantharides is deseribed
in one of Erasmus Wilson's specifies ; but those we have
given are as good as any, and can be made al an com-
paratively small cost.— Scientific American.

From the Worcester Bay »tate.
White Givls Knocked O In Charch.
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Documents Rela@ive to Nicavaguan Affairs.

The documents transmitted to the House of Repre-
sentatives on Tuesday by the President, in response to
the resolution calling for information iv relation to the
recent events in Central America, include a letter from
Secretary Luss, who says that mo treaty between the
United States avd Nicaragua has as yet been ratified,
and there is ne information on that subject in the
session of the department which it would be consistent
with the public interest at this fime to communicate.

Several letters from Mr. Yrissari are included in the
documents transmitted. Under date of October last he
complains of the filibustering movements, and says. that
the United States can prevent a new invasion. but not
by means of the neatrality laws, for these are too weak.
It bas ouly to receive a Nicaragwan minister in his offi-
cial charueter ad enter into a treaty of friendship and
commerce 1o protect the preperty of its own citizens, by
securing to them the transit acvoss the Isthmus without
interference, and by thix means filibusterism would be
dgstroyed.  This simple act, so just, politie and proper,
would, he says, restore hope and confidence to his eoun-
try, and contentment and happiness to his people, and
at the same time sccure most valuable benefits and ad-
vantages to citizens of the United States.

In a letter dated in November last, he writes to Sec-
retary Cass that General Walker never could have heen
President of Nicaragua, hecause the constitution of the
republie exce'ndes any one not a native of Central Amer-
ica from the exercise of the executive power, either in
Nicaraguu or any other of the republics of Central Amer-
ica. Isany colony desired to be formed by Gen. Walker or
any other person, who, like him, has dreamed of a mas-
tery over its lands, to divide them among his foreign al-
lies? Yrissarri, therefore, protests against the conten-
plated colonization by Gen. Walker and his associates
of Guatemala, Salvador and Nicaragua.

In a letter dated December 13th, Yrisarri calls the
attention of Secretary Cass to Gen. Walker's movements,
and trusts that proecedings will be instituted against
these viclutors of the laws of nentrality with that vigor
which is required for the maintenance of peace, and of a
fair understanding between friendly neutral nations.—
Aund on December 30th, he, as minister of Guatemala,

g | Nicaragua and Salvador, returns thanks to the govern-

ment of the United States for having taken away the
adventurer, Walker, and his im'mling band, from the
point of which they had taken possession, on the coast
of Nicaragua—thus relieving these friendly countries
from the evils with which they would have been visited
had these disturbers of the peace of nations been allowed
the {)o&;il_:ilit y of increasing their forces by new recruits.

The point from which Com. Paulding forced away
these bandits—as such justly assimilated, by the laws of
nations, to pirates and foes of mavkind—is an almost
deserted one, on which exists no Niearaguan authorities
that could have manased these felons in Nicaragua.—
Therefore he considers the proceedings of Com. Paulding
against Walker and his horde as entirely justifiable, for
a man-of-war of any nation may take up pirates from a
desert island or « point so thinly populated.
