General Quitman.

A Washington correspondent of the Cincinnati En-
quirer gives the following interesting sketch of this dis-
tinguished man : )

“ Gen. John A. Quitman is one of the most remarka-
ble men in Congress. The sou of a Lutheran clergyman,
born in the State of New York, he, at an early age,
wandered to the South, which has ever since been his
home. Possessed of great bodily vizor, an active mind
and a daring spirit, he was early in the field asa soldier of
fortune, and raised a regiment for the Texas revolution-
ary struggle. He is now an old man. His hair, beard
and mustaches are almost entirely white, but his eye is
yet lustrous and clear, his arm muscular, and his spirit
as high-strung as in the days of his prime. His has been
an eventful career. In Mexico he was greatly distin-
guished for his kill as a general, his dauntless bravery
No general was more belov-
ed by his soldiers. To Gen. Quitman more than any
other man belongs the credit of the capture of the City
of Mexico and the salvation of the American army.

At the battle of Chepultepee Gen. Scott invested him
with disci®tionary power to move upon the city or not,
as he saw fit, after the hill of Chepuitepec was won.—
N o sooner was the American flag hoisted over the ram-
parts, than the command, “ Quitman’s Division 1o the
City " was passed along the line, and, after receiving
new supplies of ammunition, the tired, blood-stained and
shattered troops moved cheerfully upon the Garatico
It was this prompt movement which decided
[.et the honor rest where it is due.

There was the gallant
Shiclds wounded ; there Major Loring, of the Rifles,
fell. It was a desperate honr. No drums nor bugles

cheered on that band of heroes as they swept to the |

storming charge. No banners waved, but the Saxon
cheer rose above the roar of battle, the proud slogan of
vietory. There in the front rank, was-the gallant, gray
haired old chief, on foot, in a greatly exposed sitnation,
eoolly smoking his segar, and waving a rifle to which his
white handkerchief was attached. Like the white plume
of Prince Henry at the battle of Navarre, it was seen
in the thickest of the fight. Gen. Quitman was one of
the first men who leaped the ditch, and turning to Gen-
eral Smith asked him the time of day.

It was twenty minutes past cne o'clock. “ Let who-

|ever survives this day remember that,” said the General,

and at the same instant he announced that they were
the first Americans who had passed the ramparts. [
have not the space to dwell longer upon the incidents of
that memoml:ﬁc occasion—how Gen. Quitman led his
column into the Grand Plaza, and formed it in front of
the Palace ; and there was the American flag saluted
by the little band of bloody and powder-begrimmed
soldiers who thus formed the advance corps of the army.

Gen. Quitman has seen much civil and political ser-
vice. An able lawyer, he has a fine reputation at the
bar throughout Mississippi and Louisiana. He has
served in Legislatures, in State Senates, in Constitution-
al Conventions, and for four years was Gevernor of Mis-
sissippi. He is a man of large fortune, liberal, and res-
pccl.eg by all who have business relations with him. He
1s a good speaker, but lacks the power of voice neces-
gsary to a popular orator.

Carrying the War into Africa.

One of the most surprising episodes that we remem-
ber in the igsues pertaining to s?a.ve , has lately been
exhibited in the lower House of the Massachusetts Legis-
lature. In that seething cauldron of Black Republican-
ism, nigger philanthropy, Abolition howlers, and all
other elements tending towards national disorder, Mr.
Caleb Cushing, who, by some happy accident, was elect-
ed to a seat in that unwholesome body, pitched a live
shell into the camp, upon a motion giving the petitioners
for the removal of Judge Loring leave to withdraw.—
Mr. Cushing, in fact, has absolutely begun the same plan
of attack in Massachusetts that the men of that State
have so sedulously carried out in the capital of the coun-
try for the past five and twenty years. No one may
salely predict what this renewal of agitation within the
enemy's lines—upon their most cherished though fragile
principles—may yet achieve ; but we believe it by no
means improbable that before another quarter of a centu-
y by, there may be an overwhelming majority in
the State of Massachusetts in support of slavery, as an
institution and a much larger capital than they have at
present invested, in the importation of the colored labor-
ers themselves.

To return, however, to the opening of Mr. Cushing’s
campaign. e indulged a crowded Legislature, on
Tuesday last. with a elear, sharp, stinging piece of logic,
which must have been in the highest degree distasteful
to his hearers. He told them, that they shrank, like
whipped spaniels, under the lash of Lloyd Garrison, who
drove over them in the care of the Anti-Slavery Society;
that the Legislature had been intimidated and bullied in-
to voting the Hall for negro agitation, though the Society
had merely played the game of compulsion, and refused
to accept the Hall when it was voted. In a word, Mr.
Cushing told his hearers that it was a question whether
the members of that body were freeman. acting without
restraint, or whether they were cowering under the me-
naces of a Society which openly advocated disanion
in its worst and most reprehensable aspeet.

We may imagine what must have been the effect pro-
{ duced by these home thrusts of our late able Attorney
General.  'There he stood, alone in that arena of nigger-
dom, goring his enraged audience from tail to brisket ;
and not a man of them all could find words to reply to
him. * The behavior of the IHouse,”” however, as we
learn by the Daily Advertiser, “ was admirable. When
he closed, althongh at least a dozen members, doubtless,
burned to reply to him, with a rare but a most commen-
dable forbearance, no member of the majority accepted
his invitation to wander away from the legitimate busi-
ness of the day.”

This we can readily understand ; but we go further,
and believe that the majority will yet burn in a much
hotter place before any one of them can shake the position
taken by the new member from Newburyport.

Of course Mr. Cushing’s proposition was voted down.
He need not despair, however, of eventually bringing
the Massachusetts islature to its senses. In the
meanwhile, should time bang heavy on his hands, we
would suggest to him to bring forward another resolu-
tion to inquire how much money Gov. Banks borrowed
of Messrs. Lawrence, Stone & Co., to build the « litte
back building at Waltham.”"— Wash. States.

| beautiful Bosphorus, but sold it to the Sultan for the
| immense sum of twenty-two millions of piasters. The
Sultan subsequently presented it, as a marriage gift, to
Redschid’s son, Ali Ghalib, who was wedded to the Sul-
tan’s daunghter.

“ While Embassador to England und France, he kept
up the most superb establishments, while the splendor
of his palaces at home were unegualled.
