We have met
to-day to express our deep and sincere sympathy for a
holy and praiseworthy work, and we meet without am{
nervousness to mar our rejoicing. Yes, gentlemen,
repeat it, 8 new spirit animates us, a new era has com-
menced. One of our social conditions is on the eve of a
change. If we consider it in a past light, we may per-
hapagmlmit that it was necmryp:}fat ighould have been
allowed to be as it was from the want of'a better admin-
istrative organization, and of the concentration in the
hands of the government of the means which have since
given so great a development to the power of Russja.—
But what was momentarily gained to the State 1was lost
to mankind. The advantage cost an enormous price.—
Order without—anarchy within—and the condition of
the individual cast its shadow over society at large.

The “mperor has struck at the roots of this evil. The

glory and prosperity of Russia cannot rest upon inslitu-
tions based on mjustice and falsehood. No! these bles-
sings are henceforth 1o be found in the path thrown open
by him whose name Russia pronounces with respect and
ride. The Emperor has ceded this great reform, which
e might have accomplished by his own powerful will,
by asking the nobles to take the iniative. Let us, then,
hail this noble idea, inspired by the sole wish for the
welfare of his people, with that enlightened heartiness
which may now be expected from Russia. Let us not,
however, supposc that the path traced by* history is an
avenue of roses withont thorns. This would be sheer
ignorance. When a new, a more moral Christian state
of things is about to be established, the obstacles that
will have to be encountered must not be taken into cou-
sideration, except with the hope that the torrent of the
sew life will sweep them away. The change in the econ-
omical condition of our national existence will arouse our
imdividual energies, the want of which is one of our great- |
est evils. Let us wish, then, gentlemen from our inner-
most heart a long life to him who has marshaled his
Russia to the conquest of truth and justice. Let us hope
that this great idea will comprise the generous sentiments
of the man and the Christian.

Sir :—It is with inexpressible grief that I have to
announce to you the death of the great and good General
Washington. He died last evening between ten and
eleven o’clock, after a short illness of abowt twenty hours.
His disorder was an inflammitory sore throat, which pro-
geeded from a cold, of which he made but little com-
plaint on Friday. On Saturday morning, about three,
he became ill. Doctor Craik attended him thizs morn-
ing, and Dr. Dick, of Alexandria, and Dr. Brown of
Port Tobacco, were soon after called in. Every medi-
cal assistance was offered, but without the desired effect.
His last scene corresponded with the whole tenor of his
life ; not a groan, nor a complaint escaped him in ex-
treme distress. 'With perfect resignation, and in full
possession of his reason, he closed his well spent life. 1
have the honor to be, sir, your most obedient and very
humble servant, Top1as LEAR.
