Whereas the people of the Territory of Kansas did, by a
convention of delegates called and assembled at Lecompton
on the 4th day of December, 1857, for that purpose, form to
themselves a constitution and State government, which said
constitution is republican, and the said convention having
ssked the admission of said Territory into the Union as a
State on an equal footing with the original States—

Be it enacted by the Senate and Howse of Representalives
of the Uniled Stales of Ameriea in Oongress assembled, That
the State of Kansas shall be, and is hereby, declared fo be
one of the United States of America, and admitted into the
Union on an equal footing with the original States, in all re-
spects whatever. And the said State shall consist of all the
territory inclunded within the following boundaries. to wit :
Beginning at a point on the western boundary of the State
of Missouri, where the thirty-seventh parallel of latitude
crosses the same : thence west on said parallel to the east-
ern boundary of New Mexico: thence north on said boun-
dary to latitude thirty-cight ; thence following said boundary
westward to the eastern boundary of the Territory of Utah,
on the summit of the Rocky Mountaing; thenee northward on
said summit to the fortieth parallel of latitude ; thence cast

Mr. Stephens, of (.corgia, announced it was not his
purpose to discuss the bill.  He understood that its op-
penents had agreed upon a proposition as a substitute.
He was willing to let that proposition be offered, and
for that purpose yielded the fioor to the gentleman from
Pennsylvania, [ Mr. Montgomery.]

Mr. Montgomery, then moved to strike out all
after the enacting cluuse from the Senate bill, and insert
the following :

That the State of Kansas be, and is hereby. admitted into
the Union on an equal footing with the original States in all
respects whatever ; but inasmnch asitis greatly disputed
whether the constitution framed at Lecompton, on the 7th
day of November last, and now pending before Congress,
was fairly made, or expressed the will of the people of Kan--
sas, this admission of her into the Union as a State is here
declared to be nupon this fundamental condition precedent,
namely : that the said constitutional instrument shall be first
submitted to a vote of the people of Kansas, and assented to
by them, or a majority of the voters, atan election to be
held for the purpose : and as soon as such assent shall be
given, and duly made known by a majority of _lhf: commis-
sioners herein appointed to the President of the United States,
he shall announce the same by proclamation : and thereaf-
ter. and without any further proceedings on the part of Con-

rress, the admission of the said State of Kansas into the
Jnion upon an equal footing with the orizinal States, in all
respects whatever, shall be com‘alctc and absolute. At the
said election the voting shall be by ballot, and by endorsing
on his ballot, as each voter may please, ** for the constitu-
tion,” or ** against the constitution.”” Should the said con-
stitution be rejected at the said election by a majority of
votes being cast against it, then, and in that event, the in-
habitants of said Territory are hereby authorized and em-
powered to form for themselves a constitution and State gov-
ernment by the name of the State of Kansas, according to
the federal constitution, and to that end may elezt delegates
to a convention as hereinafter provided.

SEc. 2. And be it further enacled, That the said State of
Kansas shall have concurrent jurisdiction on the Missouri
and all other rivers and waters bordering on the said State
of Kansas, so far as the same shall form a common boundary
to said State, and any other State or States now or hiereafter
to be formed or bounded by the same ; and said rivers and
waters, and all the navigable waters of =aid State, shall be
common highways and forever free, as well 10 the inhabi-
tants of said State as to all other citizens of the United States,
without any tax, duty, impost, or toll therefor.

And be il further enacled, That, for the purpose
of insuring, as far as possible, that the elections authorized

The said board shall have full power to prescribe the
time, manner, amd places of each of said elections, and to
dizeet the time and manner of the returns thereof, which re-
tarns shall be made to the said board, whose duty it shall be
to announce the result by proclamation, and to appoint there-
in as early a day as practicable for the delegates elected
(where the election has been for delegates) to assemble in
convention at the seat of government of said Territory.—
When so assembled, the convention shall first determine, by

twenty days after the resnlt is known, notify the President
of the United States of the same. And thereupon the Pres-
ident <hall announce the same by proclamation, and there-
after, and without any further proceedings whatever on the
part of Congress, the admission of the said State of Kansas
mto the Untlion upon an equal footing with the original States
in all respects whatever shall be complete and absolute.

Seerion 4. i be al further enacted, That in the elections
hereby authorized, all white male inhabitants of said Terri-
tory, over the age of twenty-one years, who are legal voters
under the laws of the Territory of Kansas, and none others,
shall be allowed to vote ; and this shall be the only qualifi-
cation reguired to entitle the voter to the right of sufirage
in said election. And if any person not so qualified shall
vote, or offer to vote, or if any person shall vote more than
once at either of said elections, or shall make or cause to be
made any false, fictitious or frandulent returns, or shall alter
or change any returns of either of said elections, such per-
son shall, upon conviction thereof before any court of com
petent jurisdiction, be kept at hard labor not less than six
months, and not more than three years.

as the legislature shall direct : Provided, The foregoing pro-
positions hereinbefore offered are on the condition that the
people of Kansas shall provide. by an ordinance, irrevoea-
ble without the consent of the United States, that said Stute
shall never interfere with the primary disposal of the soil
within the same by the United States, or with any regula-
tions Congress may find necessary for securing the title in
said soil or bona fille purchasers thereof: and that no tax
shall be imposed on lands belonging to the United States.
and that in no case shall non-resident proprietors be taxed
higher than residents.  Sixth, And that the said State shall
never tax the lands or the property of the United States in
that State : Proveded, howecer, That nothing in this act of
admission shall be so construed as to ratify or accept the
ordinance attached 1o said constitution: but =aid ordinance
is hereby rvejeeted bp the goverdment of the United States,

Mr. Montgomery had but few remarks to make on the
subject ; the sublstitute was ifs own interpreter. 1le
had already furnished a number of copies of it to gen-
tlemen who desired to read it, and he still bad a few
copies remaining with which he would supply those who
had not seen it.

Mr. Stephens stated that he wonld also yield the floor
to the gentleman from Mississippi [Mr. Quitman] to
offer his amendment.

Mr. Quitman then submitted as a substitute for the
substitute of Mr. Montgomery the Senate bill, excluding
therefrom the 10llowing language :

¢ And that nothing in this act shall be construed to abridge
or infringe any right of the people asserted in the constitu-
tion of Kansas at all times to alter, reform, or abolish their
form of government in snch manner as they may think prop-
er, Congress hereby disclaiming any authority to intervene
or declare the construction of the constitution of any State,

except to say that it be republican in form, and not in con-
flict with the constitution of the United States.”

Mr. Marshall, of Kentucky, appealed to the gentle-
man from Georgia to permit him to amend the original
bill, as it came from the Senate, by striking out the same
clause inserted by the gentleman from Mississippi.

Mr. Stephens, said he could not yield the floor for that
amendment.

Mr. Pendleton, of Ohio, remarking that it was the

intention of the gentleman from Georgia to demand the
previons question, inqguired of the Chair whether, in case
the previous question should be sustained, it would be
in order to move an amendment to the substitute offered
by Mr. Montgomery.
The Speaker replied that if the previous «uestion was
sustained the motion to amend would not be in order,
and as that would be an amendment to the amendment
in the third degree, it would not be in order if the pre-
vious question should be withdrawn or voted down.

Mr. Stephens said the original bill before them was
the best that could be passed. No other amendments
being in order, he demanded the previous guestion.

Mr. Marshall (amid loud cries of “ order ) said he
wanted the House to bear in mind that the gentleman
from Georgia refused to permit him to offer his amend-
ment.

Mr. Pendleton, of Ohio, appealed to the gentleman
from Georgia to give him the floor a moment in order
that he might state his amendment.

Mr. Stephens yielded.

Mr. Pendleton stated that his amendment was to
strike out of the fourth section of the bill these words,
“who are the legal voters under the laws of the Territory
of Kansas.” The substitute might prescribe qualifica-
tions for voters at the elections held under it that wounld
not be as fair as those preseribed under the Lecompton
constitution. He asked the gentleman from Pennsylva-
nia if he would be willing to accept the modification.

Mr. Montgomery refused.

Mr. Stephens again demanded the previous question,
which be had temporarily withdrawn, and it was second-
ad; and the main guestion ordered.

The question being on the substitate of Mr. Quitman,
Mr. Campbell, of Ohio, demanded the yeas and nays.

Ax AxericAN VEsseEnL Overnavien.—It was staf-
ed yesterday, in the telegraphic column, that the schoon-
cr N. B. Bordea, of Savannah, was fired upon last week
by the British sloop-of-war Styx, when about four hours
out from Mantanzas. The Savannah Republican says :

“ The British sloop-of-war Styx, bore down upon her
and first fired a blank cartridge, at which she ran up her
ensign and continued her course.  The sloop then fired
a shot, which fell a short distance in the rear of the Bor-
den. The Captain of the B., thinking the matter more
serious than he had first supposed, tacked ship, and made
for the sloop, to know what was the matter ; the latter
lowered her boat and sent an officer in it, who told Capt.
Brightman that they had suspected he was a slaver, and
were coming on board to satisfy themselves. Capt, B.
suggested to the officers from the Styx that slavers did
not usually load as deep as he then was, nor were they
in the habit of carrying deck loads of molasses. A short
examination satisfied her Majesty’s officer that he had
woke up the wrong passenger, and he s00a left for his
sloop, carrying with him the malediction of Capt. B.
and crew, who felt that it was a senseless and useless in-
terference.  To use Capt. B.'s own expression, < I could
have eat up the whole boat’s crew, if I'd had salt
enough.””
