At night they will pull off a pair of Yankee boots.
with a Yankee bootjack ; and throwing a 1ot of Yankee
toggery on a Yankce chair, lie down to dream of South-
ern independence, in a Yankee bed, with not cven a
thread of cotton around them that has not gone through
a Yankee loom, or out of a Yankee shop.

In the morning they will get up to fix themselves by
a 12x14 Yankee looking ¢lass, with a Yankee brush
and comb, after perhaps washing off a little of the soil
of the South from their faces, with water drawn in a
Yankee bucket, and put in a Yankee pitcher, ona Yan-
kee wash stand, the partner in honorable exile with a
lot of Yankee wares that make up the sum of furnitore.

Extranordinary Energy.

¢ In nineteen days after signing the government con-
tract for all the horses that Mr. Buchanan wanted du-
ring the year 1858, Messrs. L. P. Sanger, John Frink,
Thos. Dyer, and J. W. Singleton,—all Illinoisans—
bought and paid for seventeen hundred horses, without
one cent of government funds, and had them all collected
and deliv at Fort Leavenworth. When we take in-
to consideration the constant rains, the swollen rivers,
the necessity of transporting all these animals by rail-
road and steamboat, and the terrible scarcity of money,
with the doubt of the passage of the deficiency bill hanging
over them, I say there are few men in the nation who
could have done the same thing, in the same length of
time, without a dollar from the government.”

Discovery AND RescvE.—A week or two ago, the
door-keeper of the House of Representatives reported to
Speaker Orr the finding by some of the subordinates, in
the vaults under the centre (rotunda) of the Capitol
building, of a large number of books belonging to the
Government, some of them of much value, not a few of
which were buried in boxes, we hear, under heaps of
coal ashes. The Speaker ordered their prompt rescue;
and for some time past they have been gradually usbered
into the light of the upper stories of the building. Thus
25,000 volnmes Lave been dug out of the cafacomb in
which they have been entomed for years past—at least
long enough, the door-keeper tells us, to result in a total
oblivion on the part of those entrusted with their custo-
dy as to who is responsible for their location there and
the shamefal condition of not a few of them. Among
those books are 300 full sets of the works of Jobn Ad-
ams, the records of the debatesin Parliament as far back
a8 1600, various valuable French books and newspa-
per filesin French and English, various manuseript
books connected with the details of the custom house
business of the country about twenty years ago. 'The
mass of rescued volumes were published by order of
Congress. In all, they will number perhaps 30,000 vol-
umes, many of which have been irretrievably injured by
neglect, the rats and coal ashes together.— Wash. Star.

The following dispatch from Mr. Mason, our Minister
at Paris, has been published among the documents re-
cently transmitted to the Senate relative to the African
siaw-trr?d(t*l. the Cooli&;mtﬁg, &c. Mr. Masons views
are perfectly correct. that the opinion is gaini ound
in both England and France thgt a grave poli??cf.lr error
had been commitied by the emancipation of the slaves
in their tropical colonies :

MR. MASON TO MR. CASS.
F Paris, February 19, 1858.

In an interview which I had the honor to have with
Count Walewski, Minister of Foreign affairs, in the
last week of January, I asked him if there were any
objections to my being informed of the precise character
of the measures adopted by his Majesty the Emperor’s
Government, in regard to the importation into the
French colonies of negroes from Africa. He replied
that there was not ; and proceeded to state very franlly
that the French colonies, particularly in the West In-
dies, were languishing for want of labor ; that negro la-
bor alone was adapted to tropical productions ; that. the
French Government had devised a system for the intro-
duction from Africa of laborers under guards, which
were interided to protect them as free emigrants; that
to 3upgly these laborers they looked mainly tc prisoners
taken by the tribes in their intestine wars, who would,
if not so disposed of, according to the barbarous customs
of the country, be put to death ; that the arrangements
in Africa, prior to the embarkation, and for the disposi-
tion of the emigrants during the voyage and after their
arrival in the colonies, were entirely under the manage-
ment of the commissioners of the French Government ;
that obligations were taken by them from the planters
who received the emigrants into service to bind them to
provide for the negroes during their term of service, and
secure to them the means of returning to Africa if they
shall choose to do so after its expiration.

I asked if there was any truth in some statements
which I had seen in the English newspapers that French
vessels freighted with African emigrants would be re-
garded by British cruisers as engaged in the African
slave trade. His Excellency said no; that there had
been some communication between the two Governments
and the British Government would not object to the
French scheme, while the wants of the British colonics
were being supplied by the coolie trade. The Minister
urged that the plan adopted secured African labor, which
was indispensable to their colonies. Thus the emigrants
were free, and were resened generally from impending
immolation ; that, relieved from ignorance and heathen-

manized and christianized by being placed in contaet
with French colonists. '

The conversation .ended by the Minister’s assurance
| that he would send me a written memorandum in reply
to my inguiry. 1is promise he redeemed by sending to
me the papers which I herewith transmit. There are
some poiits on which nelther the conversation nor the
written memorandum give information which 1 desired.
It does not appear whether a consideration is paid to

It is quite evident that a conviction is
gaining strength both in England and France that in
the compulsory emancipation of the slaves in their trop-
ical colonies by authority of government a grave politi-
cal error has been committed—an error unjust to the
colonists, whase rights of property were destroyed, and
to dioeowaies by the annihilation of the labor which
made them productive—without securing any compen-
gating benefit. It was attributed to an abstract idea ;
and now, to repair the error in its politico-economical
sense, measures are resorted to which amonnt, essentially
and necessarily, to the restoration of slavery, whether of
the coolies or the free emigrants or the rebellious Sepoys
of British India, far more objectionable than the regula-
ted system of slave labor which the present generation
found established and destroyed. It is a subjeet of so
much interest to the United States, that I have thonght
| it not amiss to make this communication. It appears
' to me that when the condition of the native-born slave
of the United States, intelligent, well cared for, chris-
tianized and happy, is contrasted with that of the coolie,
or the African emigrant, or the transported Indian Se-
| poy, the most fastidious philanthropy will not hesitate
to declare the advantage to be on our side; and when
enlightened governments, at the head of European civil-
ization, are seen, in a moment of fanaticism, to interfere
with the rights of property, and to destroy the labor of
whole communities on an abstract notion, and so soon
compelled by political necessities to resort to such meas-
ures to repair the wrong which they have done, all right-
minded men with us will conclude that * it is better to
bear the ills we have than fly to others that we know
nct of.”

Oceax Steamers.—The bill introduced by Senator
Kemnedy, in Congress, Monday, and referred to the com-
mittee on postoffices, proposes to establish a line of steam-
ers between the ports, of New York, Philadelphia and
Baltimore, and Liverpool, England, touching at Norfolk
and Savannah. The Postmaster General is authorized
to contract with Ambrose M. Thompson to establish a
line to consist of six iron steamers of not less than three
thousand tons each—the Secretary of the Treasury to
advance bonds of the United States, (bearirg 5 per cent,)
coupens ; payable semi-annually, and the principal in
seventy years to the amount of two-thirds the cost of
building the said ships, to be paid from time to time as
the work progresses. ‘This amount to be paid to the
treasury in annual payments of 10 per cent., commen-
cing at the end of the second year, and continning till
the whole amount is paid. The compensation to be $25,
000 each to complete the voyage out and back, and the
amount advanced to be secured by a mortgage lien on
the steamers. The contract to be made for ten years'
regular serviee, which is to commence one year from the
date of the contract.

Goop News rrox THE IND1aANS.—By the arrival of
the steamer from Key West, Tampa, &e., on Thursday,
we are placed in possession of the gratifying intelligence,
through Gen. Carter, who came on as a passenger, that
117 Indians were in at Fort Myers, ready to emigrate !
This number is composed of 33 warriors and 84 women
and children, and constitutes the bands of Bowlegs and
Assinwah. Both of these chiefs are present, #ﬂ: all
their « plunder,” ready to move at any time. The rest
of the hostiles consist of Sam Jones’ band, numbering
23 warriors, 13 of the “ Markoe” tribe and 7 Tallahas-
sees. A part of the Arkansas delegation had gone in
quest of these, with a prospect of securing the emigra-
tion of the most, if not all of them. Sam Jones is hel
less and nearly blind, and averse to moving, but tEt;
most of his warriors are willing to go, and asked a few
days in which to operate upon the balance. On the
whole, the proaﬁct of getting the Indians off is most
flattering—thanks to the efforts of our noble volunteers.
The Indians are represented as being almost without
clothing and ammunition. Major Rector, the govern-
ment agent having charge of emigration, will pay
them nothing unti thg{y are aboard of the steamer and
t{_‘wperl_v,r registered. This precaution seems to be satis-
wetory.

The number of warriors returned is only 76—consid-
erably less than has been generally supposed to be in the
nation, though, with the addition of those killed, the
number will be found to correspond pretty accurately
with the estimate made by Capt. Casey.
