There are people who will, perhaps say “what is the
necessity for organization now, since the supremacy of
the Democratic party is so absolute that the opposition
inNorth Caroiina do not even pretend to run a candi-
date of their own ?” Not of their own, we grant you,
but do they not run a candidate? Do they not support
Mr. McRae? Take up an opposition organ and you
sce rallying articles for Mr. McRae—you find opposition
corrcspondents  singing peans to Mr. McRae, and pro-
claiming Mr. McRae's trinmphs over Mr. Ellis. What
Democrat of prominence or political information sup-
ports Mr. McRae, if we except those whose previous
course has placed thew in the same category? What
Democratic paper supports him? The thing then is
simply Democrat and opposition—that is what it comes
to, and so it should be understood, and so the issue should
bemet? 1Indeed, of all the forms of opposition, that
which aims to accomplish its ends by promoting distrac-
tion in the ranks of the Democratic party is the most
insidious, the most dangerous, and the most watchfully
to be guarded against and combatted. Such is the

gorm of opposition we have now to encounter.

¢ is to prevent interpolations on the democratic creed,
10 guard against distract ions in the democratic ranks,
that organization is mainly valuable. Open focs the
party can meet openly, and as openly defeat—the very

pressure of declared opposition canses democrats to
serry their ranks, close up their breaches and act as
one man. It is when this declared opposition ap-
pears to be withdrawe, when the attack is not inade
openly upon the party, but covertly and insidiously upon
its principles, that the neecssity of organization becomes
more fully apparent, and it¢ advantages hecome more
fully manifest. Thus, while the old Whig and Demo-
cratic parties stood face to lace, the latter opposing In-
ternal Improvements by the General Government, or the
assumption of State debts, or the right of Congress to
impose aud collect taxes for any other purposes than
those expressly specified in the Constitution of the Uni-
ted States, and the former favoring these things, the
drawing of party lines was comparatively cagy, and the
very pressure of open opposition caused democrats to
rally around their flag. Now, however, the old Whig
party has passed away—the Kunow Nothing party is
congcious of its inability to make a stand, yet not un-
willing to sce some biow struck against Democrucy.—
That blow must be aimed by some ene laying a claim to
{he Democratic name—-it must be struck in such a man-
ner as to divide and disconcert the Democratic party.—
"That blow Mr. McRacis now attempting tostrike. With
bis motives, hisseeret impulses,we have have nothing todo,
but his public conrse as a candidate is a legitimate subject
for criticism.  Professing to be o Democrat, he is the
mouth-picce of opposition. Professing adbesion to
Democratic principles, he attacks a cardinal principle of
the party—one that ramifies through the whole gystem
of Democratic principles—he urges that the debt of
North Carolina ought to be paid and her internal im-
provements made by the funds of the General Govern-
ment—for the public lands are as much property of
the General Government as is the money in the custom-
house, derived from imposts upon goods. Thus, then,
Mr. McRae really goes for the assumption of State
debts, and the construction of works of internal improve-
ment by the General Government—not, indeed, directly,
but certainly. And further, he goes for the raising of
revenue by the Geueral Government for purposes not
contemplated by the Conpstitution. Let us illustrate
this. The average expenses of the Federal Government,
during each of the lust three years, have been $70,544,-
944 ; of this there have been annually derived from land,
$8,178,744. Now, suppose Mr. McRae's “ plan” is
adopted—the General Government divides the lands or
their proceeds among the States, she must raise the $8,-
178,744, necessary to replace the sum divided, and thig
must be done by dutics upon imports—by charges upon
the sugar and molasses used in the family, upon iron to
build railrcads, or to make the farmer's plough—upon
the coat you buy at store, or the dress worn by the wife
or daughter of the tax-payer. Now, it was never con-
templated by the framers of the constitution that the
General Government should impose taxes or collect
revenne for the purpose of distribution, nor does that in-
strument confer any such powers, and yet such must be
the real effect of Mr. McRae's “ Plan.”

Baut a great fuss isto be made over taxes. Let us
look a little at this. The people of North Carolina pay
the State Government half a million of dollars in round
numbers. This is in the formof direct taxation, and we
all can tell the exact amount of our tax pill. Let us
100k a little at indirect taxation—that by the General
Government. Say the General Government collects
seventy millions, and North Carolina pays the average
amount, then she paysindirectly over two millions. Which
i8 the sum likely to create the most rational uncasiness?
No, let all who dread inordinate taxation keep the con-
trol in their own hands. Let North Carolina raise her
own revenue directly in the way that all her people can

But turning from this matter, to other parts of the
 Herald's” remarks, let us say, that whether Mr. Ellis
or Mr. McRae was badly used vp at Charlotte, is beyond
our power to state.  We were not there, and have no
information. We know both the gentlemen, and have
heard them speak, though not together, and neither of
them, in vur opinion, runs any risk of being badly used
up on the stump. 'Tbat is our potion of the thing.—
Which is the finer orator is a question that has little to
do with the Governorship of the State. 1t is the busi-
ness—the profession of both to talk, and no doubt either
of them can do all the talking that is likely to devolve
upon the Governor of North Carolina in the discharge
of his official duty. The talent of silence is @ much more
rare and valuable one.

The “ Herald"” misunderstands Judge Ellis’ position in
regard to the Danville connection. He said that he had
no right to introduce it into the canvass as a party
measure, and did not intend to do so. But as an indi-
vidual he was against it, stating why :—that it was op-
posed to the interests of the State, and destructive to
our gystem of Internal Improvements—that he, Mr.
Ellis, was a purly to a compact, whereby he had bound
himself to oppose that measure. That he had aceepted
the North Carolina Rail Road in place of the Danville
charter, which he abandoned by so doing. That he fuit
hound to act in good faith to the East—to the already
existing works of improvement in the State, and he
would do so.

But let us commend to the attention of the Herald a
line or two of its own remarks. After commenting
upon Mr. Ellis’ and Mr. McRae's position, in reference
to the Danville Connection, it trics to get over the diffi-
calty by saying that even if Mr. McRae should recom-
mend a Danville Connection to the Legislature, he
would have no power to pass the charter, and no power
to veto it, il it should be passed. * The Governor has
no power tn the premises at all.”’  Now, the Herald and
its coadjutors are sapporting Mr. McRae for Governor
on the distribution issue, when they must know that
“the overnor has no power in the premises at all.”"—
Is it not then all a humbug, this thing of their getting
out Mr. McRac on an issue ever which the Governor has
no power at all, and the Legislature of North Carolina
has no power at all. ‘'alk about abstraction Demo-
crats!  Who ever heard of such abstraction on earth ?
Why so far as the mere election to the office of Gover-
nor iz concerned, it could confer no sort of power on
Mr. McRae to carry out his magnificent promises. If
« the Governor has no power in the premises at all
when the premises concern a local improvement in our
own State, whal power can he bave in the premises when
they concern matters uway beyond the scope of State
politics ?

Well,
the little birds told their mother all that they had heard

On Friday, » communication was received by the
Senate from the Secretary of War, relative to the re-
port of a military commission sent over to Europe in
1855. 'The Secretary thinks that the reports made by
the commission referred to are of great importance, and
contain facts, a knowledge of which ought to be dissemi-
nated through the army and militia, and he therefore re-
commends the priuting of u certain number of copies.—
A communicafion was also reccived from the Secretary
of the Navy, giving information in relation to the pro-
posed naval depot at Brunswick, Ga. The Secretary
says that there is no money in the Treasury which can
he applied to that work, without diverting it from other
indispensable objects ; and that falling within that class
of works authorized by Congress, which bave not been
commenced, it is not deemed expedient or proper to
commence it during the present state of the treasury.

C. We
might as well state here that the vacaney in the Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations of the House, occasioned
by the removal of Mr. Clingman to the Senate, was filled
by the appointment of Hon. L. O'B. Branch.

The Speaker Inid before the House of Representatives
a communication from the State Department in answer
to a resolution of the House calling for papers relating
to the claims of Mr. Wheeler, late Minister to Nicara-
gua. Referred to the Committee on Foreign Affairs,
and ordered to be printed.

The Speaker also laid before the House a communi-
cation from the Commissioner of Patents. transmitting
the agricultural portion of the report.

A bill making appropriation for a wagon and emi-
grant road in New Mexico was rejected on its third

reading. Also a bill for thesame purpose in the terri-
tory of Washington. A number of private bills were
disposed of.

On Tuesday next (to-morrow) the House will finally
decide the Ohio contested election case. L. D. Camp-
bell, Know-Nothing, is the sitting member, and Mr. Val-
landigham, Democrat, the contestant. Considerable in-
terest is felt in this case, and there will no doubt b a full
House.

The Wushington correspondent of the Baltimore Sun
thinks it doubtful whether Congress can adjourn on the
7th day of June, without rendering it necessary for the
President to call them back at an early day. There
are many contingencies upon which an extra ses-
sion may be necessary. Considerable feeling is enter-
tained and expessed with reference to the recent
visitation of American vessels in the Gulf of Mexico
by British crnisers. The British offer by way of excuse,
the plea that they only overhaul vessels hoisting the
American flag, in order to ascertain their right to that
flag. They say that any slaver or pirate of eny country
might be, and no doubt would be, provided with an
American flag, which they would hoist when pursned.

A Philadelphia Tragedy.

Last 'Thurzday morping about 10 o'clock, Franklin
Square, Philadelphia, one of the most public places of
resort in the city. was the scene of a double tragedy, re-
sulting in the death, by his own hands, of a man named
G. L. F. Godwin, and the dangerous wounding of a wo-
man calling herself « Lizzie Marshall,”” who had, until
recently, been living with Godwin as his wife—her real
name is Anna Garland. Both ecame from Massachu-
setts, he from Boston, and she from Lynn. Nothing
more is knowp ahout them than that they were not
married. How or when theiy illicit relations commenced
is not known. It wonld appear, howeyer, that they be-
came nutually jealous—he certainly with canse, as ap
intimacy had sprung up between the supposed Mis.
Godwin and one Samuel W. Randall, an agent for a
New York manufacturing jewelry establishment, and the
woman left Godwin onee or twice, and finally refused to
stay with him any longer. The day before, Godwin
wrote Randall, saying he was going to leave Philadel-
phia and begged an interview with Lizzie and him,
which he obtained, in  Franklin Square at the time stu-
ted.
and the woman, he shot her, and then himself, with dif-
ferent barrels of one revolving pistol, which he had pro-
vided. The woman's corsets broke the force and altered
the dircction ol the ball, and she may live. Gedwin
himeell died in about an hour. He was a barber or
heair-dresser, about twenty-four years of age—the wo-
man was sboat the sameage.  The Philadelphia papess
publish a muss of correspondencee, some of it incoherent,
and all foolish and evidently the production of persons
without education. Some accounts say Godwin had a
wife in Boston.  Some again, say that Randall is mar-
ricd.

Cumberland and Harnett Demoeratic Convention.

The Demoeratic Convention for Cumberland and
Harnett Counties assembled at the Town Hall in Fay-
etteville, on Tuesday afternoon, May 11th. Seventeen
out of the nincteen districts in the two counties were
represented by full delegations. A series of resolutions
was reported endorsing the Charlotte nomination for
Governor, denouncing distribution as unpractical issue,
brought forward at this time by Know Nothings and
disappointed office-hunters, for the purpose of distracting
the Democratic party ; and expressing the belief that
distribution is unconstitutional. The resolutions also
endorse the course of the present administration of the
General Government, and of our Representative from
this district—Hon. Warren Winslow.

Submission of the Mormons to the Unlted States Aun=
thoritles—The Utah War Probably Ended.

St. Lous, May 17th.—An express agent from camp
Scott, with advices to the 10th of April, arrived at Fort
Leavenworth on Thursday, and brings the important
intelligence that the Mormons had laid down their arms,
and that Gov. Cummings had entered Salt Lake city
on the inyitation of Brigham Young, without the pro-
tection of the military, As farther proof of the -
ful intentions of the people, large numbers had my
taken their departure for the Sierra Nevada, and others
were preparing to follow.

Col. Kane, a peace commissioner on the part of the
government, had arrived at Salt Lake city via Califor-
nia on the 25th of February, and it is presumed was in-
strumental in bringing about the result as announced.

Sr. Louis, May 17.—The following nd!(,litional par-
ticulars from Utah have been derived by the Republi-
can from Mr. Garish, who left Camp Scott April 12th.
While his information does not fully corroberate the
news already given, it leaves no room to question the
fact that Governor Cumming had entered Salt Lake
eity:

Colonel Kane, who was sent out as peace commission-
er via California, arrived at Salt Lakd on the 25th of
February, and remained there eight days. He then
proceeded to Camp Scott, and wﬁile there frequently
from the camp to a place of conference with the

eading Mormons outside. In pursnance of the negotia-
tions there entered into, Governor Cumming left Camp
Scott on the 5th of April, and was met by a gentleman
on the 9th, when two days travel from the city. He

on the 14th, and bandsome apartments had been pro-
vided for his reception.
