The Murder, of a Plug Ugly In New Orleans.
The New Orleans correspondent of the Boston Post,

under date of 25th ult, writes :
44 Hung be the bar-roo- in black let all rttffiandom

procure a suit of sables for Abe Phillips, the leader of
the Thugs the grand Coryphaeus of the desperadoes,
and the terror of New Orleans, is no more. Hjs career
of aselessness and crime was suddenly, prematurely, and
pennanentlv checked last Tuesday evening, in Canal
street , and he cumbers the earth no longer. If he who
lives by the sword shall perish by the sword, the same is
equally true of the bowie-kni- fe and revolver. Phillips
was but twenty-eigh- t years of age, of great personal
strength, of a murderous disposition, and was acknowl-
edged captain of all the desperate characters in the city.
He had committed more assassinations and brutal as-

saults, with pistol, knife and slung shot, than many a
ruffian of twice his age, yet gone 44 unwhipped of justice."
Vengeance, however, over took him at last. ' lie had
given his bowie-knif- e an airing the night before his
death, by plunging it into a lieutenant of police at a
political meeting, and whether he was attacked the
following evening by some friends of khis last victim,
or by some persons who wished to pay off an old
score, is not known, but it h supposed that he
was killed by men he considered to be his friends, be-
cause he waa wy wary and cautious as to who ap-
proached him, and therefore could not' easily be taken
by surprise. He was walking along Canal street on
Tuesday evening, and a man was seen to overtake
him and to put his hand on his shoulder and walk
along with him ; then two others were seen to walk up
behind Phillips and the first man, and as soon as they
came near the three instantly and simultaneously shot
and stabbed Phillips, before he had time to draw
either his bowie-knif- e or revolver, which were found
in his belt. His assassins were no novices in the use
of their weapons, and they meant to make sure of
him, for they gave him sixteen stabs, either one of
which would have caused death, and three bullet
wounds. Most of these were given when he was on
the ground, for he fell at the first onslaught His mur-
derers then fled, and the first person who reached the
scene of the unfortunate occurrence found the cham-
pion of the Thugs dead and literally cut to pieces.
His followers buried him with all the honors the fol-

lowing day, and the procession that followed the hearse
was composed ol the very flower of murdcrdom, and
seemed to have 44 gallows " and 44 penitentiary " stamp
ed upon their countenances.

The Mormons to Stop at Provo.
A correspondent of the New York Tribune gives the

following news as to the destination of the Mormons :
A scouting party came into camp yesterday from the

vicinity of Echo Canon, one of the approaches to Salt
Lake Valley. They bring the information that that
pass and the points between it and the Valley arc occu-
pied by a force of two thousand Saints. The party nar-
rowly escaped being surrounded and captured by a band
of three hundred mounted men, sent from the Canon for
their apprehension. They were warned of their danger
by a Snake Indian of Little Soldier's band, now acting
under the direction of Ben Simmonds, a Delaware of
much intelligence, strongly attached to the interests of
the whites, and possessing .great influence among the
mountain tribes. This party also brings the informa-
tion (and it has been confirmed from other authentic
sources) that the Governor, since his advent in the city,
has been kept under strict guard, and that he is denied
communication with all except those in the confidence
of Brigham Young. Moreover, persons who have been
here from the Valley say that it is the declared purpose
of Bro. Brigham to keep Gov. Camming in ward until
the Disciples have had ample time to leave the Valley
and reach Provo, where tney intend to make a final
stand.

Our Relations with Nicaragua. The Washing
ton correspondent of the N. Y. Times, writes to that
paper under date of the 13th inst.:

The rejection of the Treaty for securing the Nicara-
gua Transit in American hands, through the exceeding-
ly active operations of Mr. Belly, has produced a very
vivid impression upon Mr. Buchanan and the State Dc
partment. Instructions were sent by the last steamer
to Mr. Lamar, to represent that this Government did
not regard the action of President Martinez as conclu-
sive, but expected the ratification and speedy return of
the Treaty to the United States. He was further di-

rected to inform the Executive of Nicaragua that the
rights and advantages guaranteed to citizens of the Uni-
ted States, by the Government of Nicaragua, had neith-
er lapsed nor been abrogated by the invasion and conse-
quent wars of William Walker, but that they must and
would be asserted and enforced. The Minister was di-

rected to inform the Executive of Nicaragua that the
United States could not regard, with indifference, the
operations of the agents of any foreign Government di-

rected to the end of getting possession of the Isthmus
routes, but should protect the well-found- ed claims of
Americans to an exclusive possession of those routes,
according to the solemn engagements of Nicaragua.

This important paper is stated to have been sent by
the steamer of the 5th inst, and it cannot fail to produce
an effect favorable to American interests.

It will at once be seen, however, that this Govern-
ment is placed in a difficult position by the
recognition of President Rivas and his general-
issimo, William Walker, in May, 1856, which
A dministration decreed the abrogation of the contract
held by the accessory Traseit Company and robbed it
of its property. If those acts were approved by the
Administration of Gen. Pierce, as undoubtedly they
were, how can the next succeeding administration in the
United States their validity ? That is a question, how-
ever, for the diplomatic astaunteness of Gen. Cass, who
will doubtless prove himself equal to the occasion.

I am told that the President signified that unless the
treaty, which is now considered suspended, be confirmed,
he will proceed to occupy the two extremities of the
Transit for the purpose of protecting the communication
in such manner as is indicated in its provisions.

We saw a sight on Sunday last, says the Mobile Tri-
bune, that would afford a good study for a painter, as an
emblematic illustration of the Spirit of the Age. It was
in a certain Church, during divine service. A young
gentleman, of 80mc six or eight years of age, and per-
haps from three to four feet in height sat in a pew, with
his head scarcely visible above the back thereof and his
patent leather boots (with pedal enclosures) perched
upon the back of the seat in front of him. In this ele-

gant and truly American attitude he reclined with the
easy grace of an accomplished exquisite, and received
our gaze of admiration with the noncltalance of a prac-
ticed belle. The little fellow seemed to be laboring un-

der the influence of ennui : he was evidently indifferent
to the world ; he had probably seen life in all its aspects
and it had nothing new to offer him. There was an air
about him that seemed half Byron, half Brummell. He
might have passed for an abridged American edition of
44 Pelham." He had probably strolled into church to
pass off part of the tedium of a dull Sunday, but as for
the religious service or the sermon of the preacher, he
was evidently supremely indifferent to them the calm
serenity of his soul was unruffled by such things.

The thought occurred, as we contemplated this speci-
men of juvenile impassiveness with feet in the place
where the head ousrht to be, that it was an apt emblem
of the modern idea of society the old order of things
inverted, and the child in the position wmcn tnc latner
used to occupy. Great is Young America I

Crops Destroyed. The amount of sugar destroyed
by the inundation in Louisiana is estimatea at 50,000
hogsheads, worth $3,000,000. The cotton destroyed by
the overflow on the banks of the Mississippi it is said
will be 100,000 bales, whose value would probably be
$4,000,000. In the Wabash Valley, as represented by
the Evansville Journal, the losses by the farmers and
property-owner- s will certainly be equally as heavy.
That paper says :

44 A friend who has been voyaging over the Wabash
bottoms in boats and steamers represents the whole val-

ley to be a lake in width reaching ten and fifteen miles
from shore to shore, and almost requiring a compass to
navigate it. He was ferried from Vincennes to Law-

rence, in Illinois, a distance of ten miles over water,
passing over a settled and cultivated section of country
now submerged from six to ten feet deep. These wide
rich bottoms, which yield such stores of food, and con-tribu- te

so largely to our exports, will be barren and
desolate wastes this summer. Those who ordinarily
surplied so many mouths by their labor wm themselves

seek food this year from others. The amount of the loss

is incalculable.

Adjournment of the Senate Denunciation of Search
and Visitation.

It will be seen from the published proceedings, in an
other place, that the Senate of the United States, after
an extra session of two days, held in pursuance of the
President s proclamation of Monday last, adjourned yes
terday without day ; the session having been devoted,
among other executive business, to the consideration,
as is nnderstood, of important treaties with foreign
powers.

1 he benate did not adjourn, we are glad to announce,
without previously adopting the resolutions introduced
by its chairman of Foreign Relations, Mr. Mason, which
are understood to have had the cordial endorsement of
the President, declaring the unalterable position of this
government in regard to the British pretension to the
right of search or visitation. The resolutions denounce
the recent outrages perpetrated upon our flag in the
Gulf; demand an " equivocal and final disposition" by
the two governments of that vexnta qttcstio of their in-

ternational diplomacy, and record the " full approval"
by the Senate of the Executive in promptly despatching
its whole disposable naval force to the Gulf for the resis-
tance of the insolent proceedings in question. The re-
solutions were unanimously adopted.

lne benate has thus devolved upon the President the
task of bringing about a final and unequivocal settle
ment, between the two governments, of a question which
once produced a protracted war between the two nations,
and which, left unsettled by the war, has remained an
adjourned difference in abeyance from that day to the
present. We feel satisfied that the recent insults to our
flag in the waters of Cuba will be properly apologized
for by the British authorities. Such amende honorable,
however, can ouly extend to the immediate injuries
which have been received, and would not touch the ques-
tion of principle lying behind and at the bottom of these
mere incidents of the obnoxious claim of England.

Bizarre. Bizarre, formerly the Cumberland estate
of Richard Randolph, and which was, until 1810, the
residence of John Randolph of Roanoke, after the death
of Judith Randolph, and St. George and Tudor the
sons of Richard and Judith passed into the possession
of the Tucker family, whose founder in Virginia was the
step-fath- er of Richard and John. But on the death of
Richard, who manumitted his slaves, a portion of the
estate was divided between them, in certain proportions,
and not transferable from their respective families. This
portion is now known as " Israel Hill " and is situated
about two miles from Farmville. The number of free
uegroes now living, there is between two and three hun-
dred, and a more miserable, destitute and prostitute com-
munity is not to be found, though they have, aud always
had the best of opportunities for improvement. Good as
might have been the intention of the noble gift of free-
dom, which their master gave them, they have buried the
talent entrusted to them, and are more miserable, depen-
dent, and destitute than the worst of slaves, whether
white or black, bond or free. We must, however, make
an exception. A few of the best of this community have
settled in Farmville, and earn a resectable living by
their industry, and may be considered " good citizens."
Part of the estate, on which stood the mansion house of
Bizarre, which, with the books and papers of the Ran-
dolph bounty, was destroyed by fire in 1813, now be-
longs to P. H. Jackson Esq., of Farmville. The estate
has been otherwise variously devided. Farmville stands
on that portion of it which was in Prince Edward.

Interview Between Coin. Rodgrrs and the Captain
General of Cuba.

The Havana correspondent of the New York Herald
gives the following account of the interview between
Com. anil the Captain General of Cuba :

Commodore Rodgers called on His Excellency, Gen-
eral Concha, and after the usual complimentary greet-
ing, the conversation naturally turned upon the recent
outrages committed on the American and Spanish flags
by the British cruisers that were sent out exclusively to
capture slavers.

In the course of his remarks, Concha observed that
the proceedings of the British officers have been such
direct violation of their treaty stipulations with Spain,
that necessity had compelled him to call Mr. Crawford's
attention to the subject, and that both he and the Cap-
tain of the Styx had offered every apology for their re-

missness in advising him of the nature and object of their
cruising in these waters, and they assured him that the
lieutenant who searched the American and Spanish ships
in Sagua la Grande would be sent home to England for
trial.

Concha also informed Commander Rodgers that he
had issued orders to the Spanish squadron, now cruising
in the Gull", to prevent further interference with the
American ships in Cuban waters, by force if necessary.
He had also assured him that in his correspondence with
the Governors of the different out-por- ts of the Island he
had forwarded the same orders, and he did not hesitate
to affirm that an immediate stop would be put to the
flagrant abuse of power.

Commander llodgers then applied for a Government
pilot to accompany him in his cruise along our North-
ern coast, and the rccmcst was immediately complied
with. Official visits were also exchanged with the Brit-
ish Consul and the commander of the British war steam-
er Devastation, when Commander Rodgers manifested
in plain terms the object of his cruise in these waters,
and the firm determination on the part of our Govern-
ment to put a stop to the further detention of American
merchantmen. The captain of the Devastation concur-
red in the belief that many useless detentions have origi-
nated, both from the of orders by the
English captains, and also from the neglect of some of
our captains to hoist their colors, until a shot or two
has been fired to enforce obedience. He also acknowl-
edged that the commander of the Styx had overstepped
his instructions in many cases, and that he would doubt-
less be court-martiale- d for the same.

"When asked by what orders they acted in overhauling
our ships in these waters, he replied that his Govern-
ment had construed the Ashburton treaty to be sufficient
authority to allow them to examine all vessels on this
coast, who might make themselves suspicious as parti
cipants in the slave trade. Commander Rodgers, refer
ring to the treaty, showed him that this concession by
the American Government referred only to the African
coast, and even in cases where it was allowable, the
treaty clearly established a way in which a vessel was to
be hailed, but that her course could not be stopped by
an English cruiser, under any circumstances whatever,
without positive proof ot her being a piratical vessel

The Fulton has gone to Bahia Honda, to watch the
movements of the Styx and her companions. The Wa
ier w lien saiieu oui or port, ana alter an aosence oi
hours has returned, 1 suppose, to receive further instruc-
tions expected by the Isabel, which vessel, by the way,
has failed for the first time this season, in reaching here
on the 7th.

The English steamers Jasper and Devastation, after
coaling, have left here for rsova Scotia.

The Spanish squadron continues cruising in the Gulf,
and the smaller vessels have all been stationed along the
keys most frequented by the Britishers, to preserve the
neutrality.

The excitement among the sea captains continues un-

abated, and a large number have volunteered to ship on
the Fulton, provided Captain Almy will only promise
to capture the Styx and take her to New York.

Official news was-receiv- here yesterday, that the
barque Marmion, bound from Havana to Sagua la
Grande, was stopped by the Buzzard, in the night time,
and obliged to heave to until she satisfied the English
man that all was right with her.

The Tehuantepec Route.
Two or three days previous to the adjournment of the

late session of Congress, the President transmitted to the
Senate a mass of documents relating to this route to the
Pacific ocean, containing the instructions of Secretary
Cass to oer minister to Mexico, dated the 17th of July,
1857, in which he says the value and importance of a
railroad across the Isthmus ot lehuantejicc can scarcely
be overlooked. The prospect of the construction of the
road has now become brighter, because Mr. Falconnet,
the Tchu an tepee Company, and the owners of the Garay
grant have united their interests, and now seek to obtain
from the Mexican government such modifications in the
Sloo grant as will secure the construction of the road.
Such mollifications can be obtained, and itisc nfidently
believed that sufficient capital, energy, and enterprise
will be enlisted to accomplish the object. Messrs. Ben-
jamin and Ix; Sere will proceed to Mexico for that pur-
pose. The chief drawback is the controversy between
Mr. Sloo and the present company, who, however, have
possession of the Isthmus, and have been prosecuting the
work at considerable expense.

It is hoped that the controversy will be amicably ad-

justed between the parties. Mr. Forsyth is instructed
on thi account of Messrs. Benjamin and Le Sere, to
make known to the Mexican government their mission,
and to give them such aid in its accomplishment as he may
deem advisable and cflectual. They may reuder themselves
useful to him (Mr. Forsyth) in obtaining the cession of
territory from Mexico embraced by his instructions, and
if deemed necessary, Mr. Forsyth is authorised to em-

ploy their services. Without intending toj'decide pos-
itively what are the rights of Mr. Falconnet, which have
been recognised by the Mexican government, he is in-

structed to insist that the government shall extend a sim-
ilar recognition to an American citizen or company who
has purchased, or may purchase, the same from or under
Falconnet. " We cannot," Secretary Cass adds, " ec

that any distinction shall be made in favor of Brit-
ish subjects over American citizens. Whatever may be
the conflict of claims, the people of the United States
demand that a permanent right of way across the isth-

mus shall be placed on the same treaty foundation."
Mr. Forsyth, in writing to Secretary Cass on the 15th

of September, 1857, says that in respect to privileges,
not much difficulty would have existed had he been au-

thorized to purchase them. He had previou.ily soun-
ded the government, and ascertained that he could, for a
consideration, obtain concessions even more ample than
those contemplated in his instruction, which would have
given the virtual protectorate and military occupation
of the transit to the United State. Mr. Forsyth says
that it will be perceived from a copy of the contract
which Messrs. Benjamin and Le Sere concluded in the
form of a grant to the Louisiana company, that it is
neither in the shape nor in conformity with the terms
and conditions set forth in this letter of instructions.
He repeats that the public negotiation has not had so
happy an issue as the private one with Messrs. Benja-
min and Le Sere. While they go on a basis with a
privilege, more or less the government of the United
States gets nothing, and he fears loses something at all
events, time.

Mr. Forsyth, addressing a letter to the Mexican Min-

ister for Foreign Affairs, says that the Mexican govern-
ment has declined to enter into a treaty on a basis of
certain concessions to the United States. He has, there-

fore, nothing to do but to report to his government
He could, he says, demonstrate that Mexico can treat
with the United States in the spirit of the Tehuantepec
articles, without depreciating her rights of sovereignty.
