The use of rice, ns the chief article of human food, is
almost vniversal in the countries of the East. The nu- |
merous populations depend upon it as the wain stay, |
cand it is produced in a proportionate abundance. It s
supplied, at a rate measured in money value, incredibly |
cheap—more s0 in some localities hetter favored by Na- |
| ture than in others, and becomes an article of alternate |
import and export, according to the variation of the seu- |
sons. Not unfrequently the most frightful fumines fol-
low u continued drough, which is futal to the rice crop.
' The experience of Ireland in relation to the failure of
the potato crop in 1847, is [frequently that of the Asiat-
ie countries in relution to rice, but the extent of country
where it is cultivate |, and the variety of climate, gives
as a whole a sufficiency ol food. The evidence of all the
anthoritics in velation to the habits of the Asiatics is
unanimous upon the great dependency of the people up-
on rice. The late Alexander Everett, Esq., Mimster of

or several such levers are worked by arms projecting
| from the axis of a water wheel. A preferable mode is
' to employ a mill in which the stones are sufficiently re-
| moved to detach the shell and not erush the eruin. A
| sifting and winnowing apparatus is attached to each pair |
|of stones. When the ymsk is removed, the grain is
passed through a whitening machine for the purpose of |
removing the inner euticle or red skin.”
' The Chinese miode of cleaning is to work the rude
| pestle by hand or water. The water power is a wood

| horizontally over head, the whole suggestive of a sailor’s
hornpipe.  In Java, the cleaning is performed by equal-
ly dexterous movements of the feet, but to some extent
wooden pestles and mortars are used by the women. Tu
Japan, the mode of cleaning is eqaal to that of any oth- |
er country, not excepting that of the United States.— |
' An undershot water-wheel turns the shaft, to which are |
affixed short arms ; these as they move work a row of
wooden pounders dropping into mortars, the same as
may be seen, less artistically made, working for the same
purposein New York to-day. The Patent Office Re-
port for 1854, page 157, deseribes vice eleaning in the
United States as follows : :

* The rice is first run throngh a pair of heavy mill-
stones, which grind off the husk : thenee into large
wooden mortars, in which it is pounded by lurge iron-
shod pestles. for the space of some two hours. The
pounded rice is then elevated to the attic, whence it de-
seends through a rolling sereen to separate whole grains
from the broken, and flour from hoth, and also through
wind fans to a vertical brushing sereen, revolving rapid-
Iy, which polishes the flinty grain and delivers it fully
prepared into the harrel or tierce, which is to convey it
to market.” ’

This iz nearly the present process in the United
States, where, as a whole, it i3 done _better than in any
other part of the world. After heing separated from
the kusk by stones, it is pounded from two to three hours
in mortars : from these it passes through a screen, thence
through a brush. From the brush it passes finally |

Decline of European Emigration.

The arrival of emigrants at New York, during the
week ending Friday, shows a total of four thousand two
hundred apd three, making the total from 1st of January

one hundred and one thousand—showing a fallnig off in
1858 of fifty-six thousand five hundred and twenty-nine.

| The Atlantic Cable=Letter from Mr. Cyvas W. Field.

Cyrus W. Field, Esq., who was on board the Niagara,
has written to the Atlantic Telegraph Company an ac-
count of the expedition. After giving an account of
the =ailing of the expedition, the commencament of the

laying of the cable, and the break just previous to the

speaking of the Fllisl Alice Monroe, all of which is known
to the public, the letter proceeds to stute that on the

28th ult. the cable was again spliced, and at 7.25 P. M.

The machinery
on hoard this ship for paying out the cable has worked
in the most perfect manner.  The cable has all the time
run off the coils beantifully, and the system adopted for
sending aud receiving clectrical cignals between the
Niagara and Agamenon proved highly satisfactory.

Captain Dayman, of the Gorgon, bas carelully exam
ined the logs of the Cunard stenmers for eleven voyages
made in Junpe acros: the Norih Atlantic, and the result
shows that there is one day of 2ales in cvery seven days
tn thes month, He also examined the logs for twenty-
three voyages made by the same steamers in the menth
of July, and they show ons day of goles inevery twealy
Sfive days. Heafterwards examined the logs for eighteen
voyages by the smme steamers made in Augnst, and they
show ang day of gales i every nine days. _

These examinations show tbat July is by fr the most
favorable month for laying the cable between Ireland
and Newfoundland. Capt. Hadson and his officers,
.Mr. Everett and Mr. Woodhouse, the electricians, and
every one, I believe, on hoard the ship, have done all in
their power to realize the success of this undertaking,
and tlic reason why we have not been successful in this
attempt can by no means be attributed to their fault.
