V. S. Agricultural Bureau.
Our agricultural readers are deeply interested in the

controversy that is waged concerning the Agricultural
proceedings or the i'atent Umce, which are also mter- -

esung to all who watch the proceedings oi government,
witn reference to a limitation of duties and powers.
The New York Tribune says :

The carelessness or quackery of this government seed-buyi- ng

business had already been repeatedly hinted at
in numerous agricultural journals, some of which huve
even gone so far as tc charge that the purchase and dis-

tribution had degenerated into a mean job lor lining the
pockets of the functionaries concerned in it. It is the
written or published quackery of Commissioner Holt
that has proved so intolerable to Mr. Landreth. His
superior knowledge of the business has enabled him to
detect it, and his pen has laid it bare, with an applica-
tion of caustic so scorching as to be quite out of place
as a fertilizer, yet capital as a dressing.

The Pennsylvania Horticultural Society has specifi-
cally charged that the majority of seed3 distributed by
the Patent Office were such as previous experience had
proved to be of little or no value in this country, and so
common as to be had at every village store. The pres-
ent Commissioner himself has distributed roots and
bulbs such as can be had at any auction, and grafts that
exist in every nursery. His attention has been directed
to these abuses ; but his " vindication," now grappled
with by Mr. Landreth, gives little promise of their being
corrected. Speaking of seeds of the Brassica tribe, such
as cabbage, turnips, &c, the Commissioner says they are
more valuable when raised in Europe. Mr. Landreth
emphatically contradicts this, and his lifelong experience
and undoubted integrity will go very far with the pub-
lic.

Mr. Landreth follows up his denial with a well-time- d

reproach :
" Are you not greatly in error in permitting your

office to decry the produce of your country ? Is it not
enough that all who are similarly engaged with myself
should contend unprotected against foreign competition
and the competition of the Patent Office, with tne pub-
lic purse and the public mail at its command, but that
you should proclaim in an official paper that which is
absolutely unsupported by facts?"

The fact is that foreign cabbage seed is never import-
ed except when the crop fails here. Even then, Mr.
Landreth says that not in one solitary instance which
has come under his notice has this foreign seed produced
a head of any value, except of early cabbage. It is
quite as bad with turnip seed.

" Even the rata baga, from English seed, though usually
pure, sometimes grows with an elongated crown
" necky " besides, it must always, of necessity, be one
year old when planted, while the American ripens in sea-
son for sowing the same year a matter of importance
at the South. An advertisement of a well-know- n New
York seed house, now before me, quotes all varieties of
American turnip and ruta baga seed at fifty per cent,
higher than the imported certainly not because the
foreign is better, as you so confidently declare."

At a meeting of the Philadelphia Agricultural Socie-
ty, Mr. Landreth exhibited fifty-tw- o specimens of tur-
nips, all raised by him from European seed, including
three varieties from the Patent Office. The greater por-
tion proved to be decidedly inferior to the old kinds rais-
ed in this country, and two only were considered worth
propagating. He says " the fact admits of no dispute
that English seed is of but little value when sown under
an American sun." He charges the Commissioner
broadly, saying,

" Not only are you flooding the country with old and
discarded varieties ot seed, but are actually importing
from England turnip seed of a variety which originated
on my own grounds, which I specifically named (adop-
ted abroad,) and of which I distributed upwards of six
thousand pound raised by myself last season."

This is fairly running the seed into the ground, and
putting the Commissioner, instead of the seed, through
a regular course of sprouts.

Why, the people ask, is this extraordinary abuse of
money and power continued in the doings of the Patent
Office ? Why are thousands annually squandered on the
purchase and distribution ot toreign seeds, some of which
turn out to be the vilest weeds? Mr. Landreth lilts the
veil, and closes his excoriating letter by revealing the
secret. When Judge Mason came in as Commissioner,
Mr. Landreth waited on him, and .epresented to him
the folly and evil of this proceeding. The Commissioner
admitted that Government was wrong in giving away
seeds that might be bought anywhere in the country.
He thought the funds should be exclusively devoted to
obtaining from remote countries such plants, &c,
as might not reach us through commercial chan-
nels. But he soon discovered that garden seeds,
no matter how common, were demanded in unmeasured
quantity by member? of Congress. They nude capital
at home. Did not the onion-see-d draw tears from Mr.
Bigler ? Must not the women at home be complimented
with something for their gardens 1 for, though having
no votes themselves, they plead powerfully with those
who have. Such was the pressure that Judge Mason
yielded, sent a clerk to London and Paris in pursuit of
seeds under difficulties, and he spent $30,000 at a single
seed store, when varieties of infinitely greater value might
have been had at home. The practice has since become
chronic, and should be abolished, root and branch. Mr.
Landreth's brief exposition shows conclusively that an
elaborate and searching examination would reveal a mul-
titude of improper acta connected with this business.
He has made a good beginning, from which some patri-
ot in Congreas ought to take the hint of pushing it on
to an ultimatum.

Health of New Orleans Yellow Fever.
New Orleans, July 27. The mortality in this city

for the past week shows an increase over the previous
week. The number of deaths was 187, including 25 from
yellow fever and 19 from consumption. Notwithstand-
ing the number of yellow fever victims, the health of the
eity is considered good, as it is believed that the season
is too far advanced for the disease to become epidemic.

The Temple. I have already mentined the Temple
block. It is situated near the centre of the city, a little
to the north of it. Noticing that the entire block was
surrounded by a wall more imposing and grand than that
which protects Brigham's block, I returned from in-

specting the houses of the Prophet to see what all that
work meant. It will be remembered that Temple block
is directly west of Brigham's. It is a perfect square and
contains ten acres. The wall that surrounds it is so vast
no one can see anything within it. I walked along to
the centre of the block, where a wide gap has been left
in the wall, donbtless for an entrance, by large gates.
Rough cut stones are temporarily piled up in this place
six or seven feet high. I climbed up on them and looked
within. My disappointment was great, when, instead of
beholding a magmheent temple, I beheld nothing. True,
there was the tabernacle on the southwest corner of the
block, but it had no architectural pretensions. There
was also a demoralized saw mill, with piles of lumber
and stone in the enclosure : but there was no Temple
nor any sign of one, save that, in the centre of the block,
the earth seemed to have been recently stirred and level-
led.

The Mormons have as much veneration for their Tem
ple (which is yet to be) as the Jews do or rather did
tor Solomon s Temple. They have made great exertions
and great sacrifices already for the construction of this
one. Nevertheless, 1 was much surprised to learn that
over $1 ,000,000 had been expended upon the works there

hid in the ground and upon the surrounding wall.
The foundation of the Temple is nearly completed ; the
wall is sixteen feet wide at the bottom. I am able to
present the following account of the Temple upon good
Mormon authority :

It is in shape a parallelogram, 193 feet long from east
to west, and 105 feet wide, having an octagonal tour, 40
feet in diameter on each corner. The main building is
to be nearly 100 feet high to the ridge of the roof. It
is intended to build it of cut stone, and the Mormons,
for the last four years, have been unsuccessfully digging
at a canal along the " benches," to boat instead of cart
ing the stone. Its architecture is symbolical ana origi-
nal. On some buttresses will be representations of globes
in all positions ; on others the sun in its various phases ;

on others Saturn, with its rings and satellites : and in
pompous Mormon style every stone has its moral lesson,
and all points to the celestial world. Its entrance will
be on the east side, and will consist of another tower.
Surmounted by pinnacles it will " point upward contin
ually. It was intended to build it of adobe from the
first story upwards ; but they have since determined on
erecting it entirely of cut stone. It is going to be the
chef d,uvre of all human architecture, and is expected
to survive the conflagration that will some day enwrap
the world. Its designer, Mr. Wm. Ward, who was also
the sculptor of the lion on Brigham's house, has seceded
rom the Mormon faith and left Utah. I his will doubt-es- s

delay the Saints in erecting the temple, if neither
removal nor war should do so.

The tabernacle which now stands in one corner of
Temple block is an adobe building, 126 feet by 64 feet,
It is capable of seating 2,000 people and is the chief
preaching house of Brigham and his apostles.

From Washington.
Washington, July 28. The President, before leav

ing for Bedford Springs, appointed John Nugent, Esq.,

er sources, that a liberal policy will be pursued towards
them by the lintish authorities.

me course to De pursued towards Paraguay is now
determined, having occupied much of the attention of the
administration. It is reliably ascertained that, from the
isolated position of Paraguay, and the difficulty of access
to it, it is capable of making vigorous resistance to an
outside force. Independently of a few small vessels,

What
with blight and other less apparent causes, the yield of
last year was much smaller than usual both of coffee and
oranges, and, following an almost invariable rule of alter-
nation, the present year will probably be remarkable for
abundance. We hear nothing of the blight.

ZgfA cargo of North Carolina wheat, consisting of
three thousand bushels, raised by Col. James C. John
ston, was sold in Baltimore yesterday morning by Mes-
srs. Williams & Son, to Messrs. T. W. Levering & Son,
for seed wheat, at the high price of $1 76 per bushel.
The same description of wheat, this time last year, bro't

The State of Georgia vs. the Banks.
Augusta, July 28. The Milledgeville papers contain

a proclamation from the governor of Georgia ordering
the State treasurer not to receive bills of nearly all the
banks in the State, in consequence of a technical infor-

mality in the semi-annu- al returns, which were made in
conformity with the old but not the new law. '

Interesting Description of Salt Lake City.
Intelligence has been received from Salt Lake city to

the 19th of June. An advance party from the army had
reached Salt Lake city, among them a correspondent of
the newspapers, who describes the march, aud the ap-
pearance of the city, with the fortification in Echo
Canon. The New York Herald has a letter, giving the
following account of places, often mentioned heretofore
in the Saints' sermons, but never with so full a descrip-
tion :

Salt Lake City Its Appearance. Imagine a
perfectly level plain, apparently twenty miles wide and
one hundred long, almost surrounded by mountains.
Near to the mountains on the east of the plain, conceive
a section of land six miles square, laid out as a city, the
streets all of which are much wider, than Broadway, re-
gularly laid out and running exactly at right angles to
each other, either due North and South or due East and
"West ; they are 130 feet wide ; the sidewalks are 20
feet wide ; the blocks are very large, often containing
ten acres of land. The city has fifteen streets in one di-

rection and eighteen in the other ; they are unpaved,
and if much trampled during wet weather must be very
inuddy. The site of the city gradually slopes from the
North to Ihe South ; at the present time there is" a fresh
stream of water running down the sides of every street
lying North and South ; water from these streams is
conveyed into almost every garden in the city, for irri-
gating purposes. Cotton wood and other trees have
been set out along every street ; their bright green ver-
dure and shade give a peculiar charm to the smooth and
regular thoroughfares. Small foot bridges have been
built over the streams where they intersect the sidewalks.
The town is very sparsely covered with honses ; in the
major part of it there are only two or three little habita-
tions on a square block, and it will be remembered that
the blocks are very large. The houses are built close to
the sides of. the blocks, the rest of the ten acres being
tilled as gardens and fields, thus the city at present con-

tains numerous small fields of wheat and some very fine
gardens.

The houses are all built of adobe sun-drie- d brick ; they
are about 5 inches wide, 10 inches long and 4 inches
thick ; they are made of a superior quality of clay for
building purposes, and setrn to form very substantial
structures. The color of the buildings is a sort of slate
white, and though with an individual house it is not
very agreeable, yet it gives to the tout ensemble of the
city a very lively and pleasant appearance. The build
ings look neat and comfortable ; they are generally small,
modest structures, laying no claim to architectural beau-
ty ; their style is variegated, but not remarkably so.
Probably no other city in the world of this size pre-
sents to the eye of the approaching voyageur so magnifi-
cent a prospect : the exact space it occupies, the streets
set, as it were, in a jewel of rippling brooks, which glis-
ten bright as silver in the sunlight, their breadth and
regularity, the rows of young verdant trees that border
upon them, the lively color of the houses, the beautiful
gardens and orchards, with the small fields thick covered
with flowering wheat, give to it an aspect singularly
attractive, especially when it is contrasted with the bor-
dering bfcak and barren mountains. This city, so beau-
tiful, so isolated from the rest of the world, at present so
full of interest to the world, with its pleasant orchards
and gardens, is the work of but ten years, and that too
in a barren valley, without spontaneous vegetation high-

er than a willow bush. There were about 10,000 in-

habitants in the city before it was depopulated by order
of Brigham.

In coming into the city yesterdsy morning, we were
particularly struck by its quietness. There was none of
the hum and stir of business that characterize Gentile
towns. The streets were deserted, the houses were de-

serted, the city was deserted. Though surrounded by
houses, we were nevertheless in a place of desert loneli-

ness. The quietness of the grave prevailed where it
seemed that thronging thousands and rushing commerce
ought to pour their tides along. The windows had been
taken out of the major part of the houses ; the doors
were locked ; everything had been made ready for burn-
ing, as the Mormons tell us, if peace had not been achiev-

ed before the arrival of the troops. So much for the
city in general ; now for the great and marvellous build-
ings. First they are :

Brigiiam's Lion House and his Mansion. They
are the first prominent specific objects that attract the
traveler's eye on descending from the mountains ; they
are near the centre of the city, on the square adjoining
the city, and with it occupy the best sites in town.
Brigham's home, is in the most densely populated part
of the citv, occupies a square containing ten acres of
land. The entire square is surrounded by a stone wall
ten feet high, two feet wide at the top and four or five
feet broad at the bottom. At either side of all the gates,
and at short distances along the wall, columns are built
up. They are rounded and extend one foot beyond th
wall. They are also built two feet higher than the wall.

The wall is very substantial. It is built of cut and
cobble stones, with mortar and sand. It must have
been constructed at an immense expenditure of time and
labor. One, in looking at it, could not help asking for
what on earth was such a great wall erected ? An an-

swer suggests itself : Brigham did not know but that
at some time there might be a movement of the people
against him ; so he determined to strongly fortify him-

self against such an emergency. He might also consid-

er the wall a good safeguard against the escape of an
outraged, indignant or revolting wife. It keeps secret
the dark or secret things that transpire within. None
can see through or over it ; none can enter and none can
escape, but whom, when and how the Prophet wills. I
asked one of the faithful why the wall was built ? He
replied jestingly, " there are many women in there ; it is
to prevent such Gentiles as you from getting at them."
He may have told me more truth than he intended to,
for his remark, fairly translated, means, is to keep Brig--

ham's women from escaping, lor Gentiles would not
dream of entering the lion's den to seduce them.

Passing east from Temple block we came, by cross-

ing the street, to the southwest corner of Brigham's
block. A tithing-hous- e stands there, in which every
man pay the tenth part of his possessions and income to
the church, and is in that and other ways annually rob-

bed of one-filt- h of what pertains to him. Continuing
east to the centre of the same block, we come to Brig
ham's Lion House. It is two stones high, about twen
ty-fiv- e feet in front ond one hundred feet deep ; it is built
in the Gothic style, with peaked gable, and narrow
pointed windows projecting from the steep roof. The
high stone wall in front ot it, completely obstructed my
view of the lower part of the house. The first story is
built, I believe, of stone, on the ridge of which, in front
is a well-sculptur- lion, '' resting, but watchful." This
is understood to indicate the character of Brigham, for
he is known among the Saints as ' the Lion of the
Lord." The house is said to have cost over $30,000,
and would have cost much more, but for Brigham's pe
culiar method of completing it, which is thus described
byfan apostate.

" It (the house) wa3 completed and ready for shing- -
line in 18-1- : the shingles were ready and waiting. At
a Sunday meeting of the TabernacleBrigham announ
ced that ho had a mission for all the carpenters, and de-

manded if they would accept of it. They raised their
hands, and were then coolly commanded to ' shingle the
Lion House, in the name of the Lord, and by the au-

thority of the holy priesthood.' So Brigham's Lion
House was shingled, lor although tne carpenters grum
bled, still they obeyed."

Close by the east side of the Lion House there is
small structure which contains Brigham's office and his
clerk's rooms. The building resembles a gentleman's
summer house, only it is smaller. It makes pretensions
to considerable architectural beauty, and justifiably too.
Close to the east side of the office stands Brigham's
mansion. The three buildings Brigham's Lion House,
office and mansion probably are connected at the side
or rear, though they seem independent from the front.
Brigham's mansion is said to be the finest building in

the territory. It is a large, handsome, adobe building,
three stories high, and balconied from ground to roof.

It was erected at a cost of $65,000. It has been plas-

tered on the outside, and the work done remarkably well,

for the sides of the house are smooth as ice and daizliug-l- y

white. On the top of the house is an observatory
surmounted by a bee hive, which is the Mormon emblem
on the Territorial Seal, and which Gentiles would say is
perfectly inappropriate, because there are no bees in the
Territory ; but the Saints are ready to overcome incon-

gruities which would master other people. Thus their
Prophet Brigham has received a revelation direct from
God, instructing him where there is a mountain in the
Territory full of honey, where millions of bees have been
for millions of years (in eternal snow) depositing the
sweet fruit of their sweaty labor in the exhumed belly
of the mountain. Before leaving Brigham's, I should
