The Sufferings of a Man of Genius.
Hon. Joseph Holt, Commissioner of Patents, in re-

porting in favor of extending Good year's India Rubber
patent, gives the following interesting particulars of the
poverty endured by Goodyear and his family while pros-
ecuting his experiments :

" From the first moment that the conception entered
his mind, until his complete success embracing a jicriod
of from sixteen to eighteen years he applied himself
unceasingly and enthusiastically to its perfection, and to
its introduction into use, in every form that his faithful
genius could devise. So intensely were his faculties
concentrated upon it that he seems to have been inca-
pable of thought or action upon any other subject. He
had no other occupation, was inspired by no other hope
cherished no other ambition. He carried continually
about his person a piece of India rubber, and into the
ears of all who would listen he poured incesantly the
story of his experiments and the glowiug language of his
propnecies. lie was, according to the witnesses, com-
pletely absorbed by it, both by day and nigh, pursuing
it with untiring energy anil with almost superhuman
perseverance.

Js ot only were the powers ot bis mind and body thus
ardently devoted to the invention and its introduction
into use, but every dollar he had or could command
through the resources of his credit or the influences of
friendship, was uncalculatingly cast into that soothing
caldron of experiment, which was allowed to know no
repose. The very bed on which his wife slept, and the
linen that covered his table, were seized and sold to pay, j j i - , . ., . ,
uis ooara, ano we see mm witn ins sincuen Household
following in the funeral of his child on loot, because he
had no means with which to hire a curriugo. 1 1 is
family had to endure privations almost surpassing belief,
being frequently without an article of food in their house,
or fuel in the coldest weather and, indeed, it is said
that they could not have lived through the winter of
1839 but for the kind offices of a lew charitable friends.
They are represented as gathering sticks in the wood
and on the edges of the highways, with which to cook
the meals, and digging the potatos of their little garden
before they were half grown, while one of his humrry
children, in a spirit worthy of his father, is heard express-
ing his thanks that this much had been spared to tlu m.

" We often find him arrested and incarcerated in the
debtors' prison, but even amid its gloom his vision of
the future never grew dim, his faith in his ultimate tri-
umph never faltered. Undismayed by discomfitures and
sorrows which might well have broken the stoutest spirit,
his language everywhere and under all circumstances
was that of encouragement and of a profound conviction
of final success. Not only in the United States did he
thus exert himself to establish and apply to every possi-
ble use his invention, but in England, France, and other
countries of Europe, he zealously pursued the same ca-
reer. In 1855 he appeared at the World's Fair in
Paris, and the Golden Medal and the Grand Cross of
the Legion of Honor were awarded to him as the repre-
sentative of his country's inventive genius. Fortune,
however, while thus caressing him with one hand, was
at the same moment smiting him with the other; for we
earn irom the testimony that these brilliant memorials

passed from the Emperor and reached their honored re-

cipient, then the occupant of a debtor's prison, among
strangers and in a foreign land thus adding yet anot
er to that long sad catalogue of public benefactors who
have stood neglected and impoverished in the midst of
the waving harvest of blessings they have bestowed upon
their race."

From the Wyandotte (Kansas) Argus, Aug. 5.
The Cause of the Rejection of the KnuUxIi I'roixisi- -

tlon.
In accordance with universal expectation, the election

on Monday last resulted in the rejection of the ordinance
presented by Congress for the acceptance or rejection of
the people of Kansas. Just what the vote may have
been will not be known until the board of commissioners
have performed their work, which will probably not be
in several week3.

The causes which have conspired to produce this re
sult are mainly as follows :

1st. lhe othcer3 elected under the Lecompton consti-
tution were chiefly extremists, in whom the people had
no confidence, and to whom they were unwilling to con-
fide the destinies of a new State.

2d. The Legislature which was to come into power
had the ordinance been accept-- d was chosen when the
notorious Lane was at the zenith of his power, and a
majority of the members were understood to be pledged
to his election to the United States Senate.

To these two considerations may be attributed in the
main the defeat of this measure. Other considerations
of course had their influence. Many of the people we re
of the opinion that we ought to remain a Territory un-

til we were better able pecuniarily to assume the expen-
ses of a State government. Others, again, desire the
guardianship and protection of the federal government,
believing property and life insecure should the govern-
ment officers and troops be withdrawn. Pro-slaver- y

men very generally voted against it, because they pre-
ferred to remain a slave Territory rather than become a
free State, while many Democrats voted against it for
the sake of retaining Gov. Denver, and the other federal
appointees in office, as their places would on the adop-

tion of the ordinance have passed into the hands of the
ultra republicans.

Delay In Telegraphing Acrou the Ocean.

Much curiosity exists to know the time required to
transmit messages over the Atlantic Telegraph. Mr.
De Sautry, the electrician in chief at Trinity Bay, says
that the reception of the Queen's Message was commen-
ced early on Monday morning and not finished until
Tuesday morning ; but it was stopped for several hours

allow of repairs to the cable. The time necessary for
the transmission of the President's Message would de-
pend on its length and the condition of the line and in-

struments at the time ; perhaps, under favorable circum-
stances, an hour and a half, lie adds that he is unable

give any information for publication as to the work-
ing of the cable.

Just previously to the reception of the Queen's Mes-
sage the Boston Daily Advertiser received from a pri-
vate source at Trinity Bay a precise explanation of tie
cause of the delay in the working of the Telegraph.
The difficulty does not appear to be of a character to
create any fear that it will not be eventually overcome,
though it may require material alterations of the instru-
ment? now in use. We quote from the Advertiser :

" It appears that in the passage of one electrical sig-
nal across the ocean, not only is an appreciable time
consumed, but the signal itself changes m a degree its
original character. It is, so to speak, stretched out. A
signal which on a short line would seem perfectly sharp
and prompt takes the form of a long wave, and requires
from six to ten seconds to declare itself between the be-
ginning of its effect and its end. Between what such a
sig nal would be at the end of a short wire and what it

at the end of the Atlantic wires there is somewhat the
same difference as between the shortest (staccato) blast
of a whistle and a note drawn out with tne swell of an
organ to the length of six or even ten seconds. A dis-

tinct feature to be observed is the swell of the prolonged
signal ; it has most force in the middle of its period, and
gains and loses that force gradually.

" Of the length of time which this modified signal re-
quires for passing the ocean we are not informed, nor
do we'know that it has been ascertained. It is evident,
however, that it must be at least six seconds, the short-
est period in which one signal completes itself. Now, it

well known byJb araday t, and VY heatsone s observations
on long wires that, for at least half the period required
for the transmission of any signal, the current must be
continued unbroken : no new signal must be begun.
Otherwise the signal returns to the operator, that being
its shortest opportunity to discharge itself. At the
shortest, therefore, one signal on the cable will require
more than three seconds at the point of starting and six
second to record nse.

" Readers who have the slightest knowleds-- of tele
graphic machinery will understand how materially such i

mouincaiion oi me promptness or the signal must af--
lect any torm ot the apparatus in use. The Quickest
tap of Morse's telegraph, for instance, is exchanged,
with such a signal, for a long crescendo and diminuendo
wave. In Morse's alphabet spaces, short taps or dots,
and long ones or dashes, are variously modified to make
the several letters. A word of ten letters may consist of
thirty or forty of such signs. It will readily be seen
how impossible it would be for an operator to transmit
such a word until experiment enables him precisely to
adapt his spaces to his dots and dashes, to tell when a
dot ends and when a space begins ; so great is the im-

mediate change when an instant dot is changed into a
signal six seconds long.

" We give this illustration merely because it is so
simple. Similar changes in computation and combina
tion will be required for the needle telegraphs or the
printing telegraphs. There is no reason why Hughes's...1 i i i i i itteiegrapn, wnicn is highly and deservedly praised, should
escape them more than any other. We must be content
to wait till these expennents and new computations
have been made. The essential victory has been gained
in the transmission of rapid, ed signals
from side to side. Out of those signals an alphabet can
be formed, or recording machinery can be driven, by
them, beyond a doubt. It was not to be expected that
the varied apparatus of the short lines should answer the
same purpose without modification upon one so long."

Mr. Hughes's telegraphing apparatus., which is above
mentioned, is supposed by some of our contemporaries to
be peculiarly adapted to the uses of the Ocean Telegraph.
It is thus described :

" By Mr. Hughes's arrangement every wave makes a
distinct letter, while by W hitehouse's it requires seven
current waves to produce two letters. Hughes s Tele-
graph prints, as does that of House, but it works upon
the plan of using but one electrical impulse per letter,
while House's requires seven, and Morse's three and a
half. One impulse is the one for a long submarine line.
The revolutions of the type wheels are kept at a similar
speed, not by any clock or pendulum work, but by vi-

brating springs, which, by the law of accoustics, give
invariably fixed tones for certain numbers of vibrations,
one aud all alike according to those vibrations. These
springs unlock the escapements at the same time at each
end of the line, and the type wheels, set free, ordinarily
make one hundred revolutions per minute, equivalent to
forty words. This, of course, is through land lines.
His magnet is a combination of a natural and an elec
tro-magn- et, and the current of electricity is used to de-
tach an armature from the poles of the electro-magne- t,

which is replaced again by a lever, and the current for
the transmitting station influences the magnet at the re-

ceiving station, and not his own. Thus the effect is
direct, the conducting force is undisturbed, and but a
tenth of the usual battery power is required. This cu-
rious property, as it is believed from experience and ob-
servation, enables a communication to be made both
ways over the line at once, and we understand that the
ingenious inventor has offered to transmit ten words
westward and ten words eastward, or twenty words per
minute through the Atlantic cable regularly and con-
tinuously. The type wheel is governed by tour clock
wheels, and these by the vibrating spring, and as the
current for the distant station arrives it detaches the
armature spoken of, opens a detent, the press work goes
on, and tne letter is printed.

We consider the fever as prevailing epidemically, and
would advise the public, especially the unacclimated, to
be as prudent as possible, and under no circumstances to
get frightened.

Be careful, we say to all our readers : avoid ex
posure to the sun and night air ; be temperate in eating
and drinking and exercise ; touch nothing of a sumula
ting character, unless in very moderate quantities ; be
as equable and cheerful in temperament as may bef; and
then, it attacked, go to Ded at once, send for a physician
and nurse, and tne cnances are litty to one that you wu
recover.

The Last Item In it Bill of Costa. a

There has long been buttoned up in the memory of

In a speech at Winchester, Illinois, delivered on the
7th instant, Mr. Douglas said : Twenty-fiv- e years ago I
entered this town on foot, with my coat upon my arm,
without an acquaintance in a thousand miles, and with-

out knowing where I would get money enough to pay a
week's board. Here I made the first six dollars I ever
earned in my life, and obtained the first regular occupa-
tion that I ever pursued. For the first time in my life
I then felt that the responsibilities of manhood were up-
on me, although I was under age, for I had none to ad
vise with and knew no one upon whom 1 had a right to
call for assistance or for friendship. Here I found the
then settlers of the country my friends my first start
in life was taken here, not only as a private citizen, but
my first election to public office by the people was confer-

red upon me by those whom I am now addressing and by
their fathers. A quarter of a century has passed, and
that penniless boy stands before you now with his heart
full and gushing with the sentiments which such associa-
tions and recollections necessarily inspire.
