The Slave Trade of the Red Sea.

We have been surprised, as doubtless most of our fea-
ders will be, to learn that while England has been com-
passing sea and Jand to suppress the traffic in slaves on
the west coast of Africa, she is open to the suspicion of
conniving at the traflic in its most barbarous and revol-
ting forms on the other s'de of that continent. We
learn feom entirely authentie sources, that for the last
twenty-five years the Kuglish mail steamers bave shared
the navigation of the Red Sea with a smaller craft, pro-
pelled by huge latteen sails, which ply between Bab el-
Mandeb and Ras Mabamed, loaded with the kidnapped
orphans of murdered parents.

Some five thousand ehildren, we are advised, are an-
nually brought to the Red Sea coasts and sold, by the
Christian and Mohammedan Abyssinians, in exchange
for foreign commodities. The great majority of these
slaves are girls of the interesting and well-favored tribe
of the Gallas, who inhabit the country to the southwest
of Abyssinia.

As the Damakils and the Somauli form a considera-
ble colony in the por. of Aden, and as English cruisers,
for the protection of commeree, are constantly met with
between Tajurra Bay and Mette, the slave trade from
Tajurra, and Zeylah and Berbera, in the Somaali terri-
tory, has been rendered almost impossible, and the tra-
ders are compelled to take a circuitous route to Masso-
nah, where the Turkish government, in spite of the
Transimat—a decree against the slave trade, adopted
some thirty months since—sanctions the inhuman traffic
by levying a per capita duty, after payment of which,
and a small sum to the governor, or kaimakum, the slave
can be transported to Arabia without let or hindrance.
One half the import duties in Massonah and Souakin are
paid by slave dealers.

It is also susceptible of proof that some three thou
sand negro children are annually introduced into Arabia
from the Suabeli coast. The duty upon negro and Gal-
la slaves brought into the Arabian ports is not uni-
form : for instance, in Loheia 87 cents per head is char-
ged for the former, and $2 80 for the latter, while in
Jeddal twelve per cent. ad valorem is exacted.

The Egyptian authorities have always been indulgent
in enforcing laws against the slave traffic, and bave suf-
fered vessels from Jeddal to land their human cargoes
at Djeb-Tor, whence they could be transported without
difficulty overland te Cairo. At any season, almost,
the traveler in Upper Egypt may meet cargoces of slaves
coming down the Nile from Chartoum. The distarb-
ances occasioned by the continued transit of slaves
through Thor, however, finally compelled the Egyptian
authoritics to interfere, and the consequent return of sev-
eral cargoes to Jeddah caused a sudden decline of one-
third in the price of slaves.

** Neither in Egypt nor on the coast of Abyssinia,”
writes an intelligent correspondent of the Augsburg All-
gemeine Zeitung, * did 1 ever see a young man in the
hands of the slave dealers; the Mohammedans on the
Red Sea not requiring slaves for labor, but simply to
gratity their lusts, and to wait upon them with their
chibouks and coflee.  Girls who bave not attained the
age of puberty bring one hall more than after they have

| reached that period, when they are termed balia ; and

youths of eighteen or twenty are positively unsaleable.
A fuir skin and straight hair enhance the value of the
girls. Galla girls of light-brown complexions and smooth
bair, although they have the reputation of being proud
and unyielding, are held at the highest prices.”

I'be slave trade on the Red Sea is exclusively in the
hands of the Hadrami merchants, who are enterprising
and adventurous.  One finds them in the principal mar-
kets of the English and Dutch Indies, as well as in the
Tuarkish emporiums of the Mediterrancan. Like the
Savoyards and the Auvergnats, the love of heme is no
less strong with the Hadrami than the desire to acquire
wealth, and they are parsimonious to a degree. T'o them
the fanaticism and dislike ol foreiguers so conspicuous
among the Arabs of the Red Sea, are justly chargeable,
their object being to prevent Greeks and Fravks from
entering into eompetition with them in their own mar-
kets.

Hadramaut was, according to traditicn, the home of
the antediluvian fathers, and the inbabitants still show
ii:e stranger the grave of one of these patriarchs, whom
they call Huth. The Hadrami allow neither Franks
nor Turks to enter their country, and will reside only
temporarily in any country or city under the govern-
ment of these hated foreigners. ‘The Hadrami, like all
Arabs, marry carly, and never go abroad without leav-
ing behind a domestic hearth to welcome them on his
Ot course, it will not do for the Hadrami grass-
widower to bring childrer: or wives with him from a-
broad ; benee, in order to gratify his passions without
endangering his domestic peace, embarrassing his finan-
ces, or violating his religious notions, he has recourse to
the slave trade.

The Hadrami, as well as the Abyssinian slavedealers,
treat their victims as women when they have attained
their cighth year. ‘They do not keep possession of them
long, however, for fear of depreciating their value ; and
thus these unbappy ereatures are passed from one owner
to another, from one se port to another, until at length,
at the age of womanbood, their ruin is complete, and
they fall into the hands of the Turks of the seaports,
where their wanderings cease, and death prematurely
ends their degraded career.

The vegro children brought from the Suabeli coast
are chiefly bought for their labor : they do not fare as
the (zallas, are fed on the remains of the frugal Arab
meals, and are subjected to frequent and severe corporeal

unishments.

The journey from Zaupzibar to Jeddah, in wiich the
trade wind in the Indian ocean is encountered, nsnally
occupies a month and a hall. The wretched diet, and
the cool nights which prevail towards the end of the
journey, produce diarrhcea and cutaneous diseases, with
which smull-pox is very often allied. The slave dealers
gstimate the loss on the journey at one-third of the car-
go. The average cost of a negro child on the Suvaheli
cogst is $7, which is increased by mortality at sea to
810 50; the expense during the voyage, including food,
which consists of coarse durrba bread and dried fish, is
about 81 350 ; the duty in Jeddah amounts to twelve
per cent., or $3 50 ; commissions 70 cents, and other
expenscs 70 cents—making the total cost of the dealer,
in Jeddah, $16 90. The average price of a aound' ne-
gro child in Jeddah is $28, although about one-third of
the cargo usually brings less, in consequence of having
been “ on the voyage.” Thusit will be per-
ceived that under fortunate circumstances this inhuman

girls usually command one-half more than boys
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ago negro children could be purchased on the Suaheli
coast for $3 50 ; then, however, the price in Jeddah
was likewise lower. Negro gi nng i ly
well formed, bring a trifle more than boys ; whilst(rhlhl:
of t
game tribe. It is not easy to estimate the ave price
of Galla girls, as some of them bring as high as $420 to
§560. Their average price in Jeddah, however, is about
$52 50, of boys $35; in Massonah $42 and $28; and
in Adowa, the capital of Tigret, $21 and $14.

The Turkish authorities in Arabia assign as a reason
for the non-sn ion of the slave traffic, that an at.
tempt to enforce the laws would be attended by a popu-
lar outbreak in Souakin and Massonah. This, however,
is & pretext—the slave trade is in as great favor among
the T'urks as among the Arabs. Massonah and Soua-
kin both lie on small naked islands of abount three thou-
sand inhabitants each. In January of the present year
two companies of Nizams and two hundred and fifty
Bashi-Bozuks, with two field pieces, were stationed at
Massonah—but of course they were not to teach the in-
habitants to obey the laws.

A half dozen cutters, distributed at the ports of Pe-
rim, Sovakin and Massonah, would suffice to intercept
all slaves going from the African to the Asiatic coast;
and were as severe measures against the piratical traffic
adopted here, as on the west coast of Africa, not a shi
owner would be found within six months who would
risk his vessel with such hazardous freight ; for an Ara-
bian slaver would not possibly escape from an English

utter.

The Arabs, like the Orientals in general, learn nothing
and forget nothing ; humanity can be instilled into them
only by force ; and if but onetenth of the energy and
determinatlon which the English apply to the extermin-
ation of the horrid traffic on the African west coast were
directed towards its extinction in the Red Sea, the re-
generation of Christian Abyssinia would be hastened,
the slaughter and kidnapping of the Gallas would cease,
the fanaticisn of the Turll.’;s would receive a check, and
the abolition of this “ domestic institution,” sanctified in-
their eyes by time and inspired revelation, would afford
them a proof that their Book cf Books, and its commen-
taries, must, in the coursc of time, yield to the pressure of
the Frank civilization.

“ All tke English subjects and proteges in the Red
Sca, without exception,” observes the correspondent
from whom we have quoted, *“ own male and female slaves.
This is said to be the case even with the English Consul,
Plowden, who, as 1 am informed by eye-witnesses at
Massouah, had slaves of both sexes among his numerous
servauts. ‘I'he Banians (British subjects) in the sca-
ports of Yemen possess numerous coasting vessels, which
are manned principally by slaves ; these vessels, too, are
frequently used for transporting slaves. Of these facts
the late Consul, Page, at Jeddah, was well aware; but
his time was too well and profitably cinployed in com-
mercial transactions to be wasted in ruining the specu-
lations of his best customers.”

Adem and Perim, over which floats the banner of
St. George, are the keys of the narrow sea which is the
scene of these disgraceful proceedings, and the English
Government must prove its sincerity in the suppression
of the slave trade by dealing in the East as it does in
the West. Its task in the Red Sca would be an easy
one.

How the Major « Blew " on Himselfr,

There is a class of men who, by some peculiarity of
digposition, acquire so fixed a habit of paying no atten-
tion to what is passing around them, that they become
prejudiced against knowing what is going on in the
world, as well as against seeing anything that can be
avoided. Toa member of this class of the community
the streets are all the same, the buildings are all alike,
and in walking about town half a day, not a single spot
is sufficiently noted to be recognized again. I one of
these good old-fashioned gentlemen wants to ride in an
omnibus, the chances are twenty .0 one that he gets in
the wrong one, for they are preciseiy alike to him ; and
if he proposes to himself to go up town on the cars,
there is a strong probability that he would get on board
a steam train for Carrollton.

We give the above as a sort of rough-hewn introduc-
tion to an estimable character, whom we shall call the
Major, who has for many years resided in the most flour-
ishing of our vis a vis villages, and who has ever been
distinguished for taciturnity, except he met an old chum
in the evening when the day's work was ended.  The
Major was an excellent mechanic, and much esteemed by
his friends ; his most serious difliculty with the latter
who reside near him being a habit ot occasionally be-
coming absorbed, walking into some neighbor’s house,
pulling off his coat, and asking if diuner 1s most readv.
Some few years since, a couple of acquaintances dropped
into the Major's shop aund astonished him with the an-
nouncement that their mutual friend Jack ——, the
skiff-builder, had suddenly slipped his painter and put
out into the unknown sea of eternity. The funeral had
been fixed for the afternoon of the same day, and as
Jack —— had been one of his chums, the Major swore
roundly that he would follow him to his last stopping
place and see him stowed away.

In the afternoon the Major, baving probably been
urged on by grief for the loss of his friend, paid some at-
tention to getting himself up so us to be presentable, and
sallied out to attend the funeral. He bad not proceeded
far before he met a mournful pageant wending its way
to the ferry, and he at once joined in. 1t is related of
the Major that when the procession marched into the
St. Louis Cemetery, he at one instant was strack with
the fact that it wasn’t Girod street Cemetery, but this
impression failed to fix itself upon his mind, and, absorb-
ed in grief and meditation, he gazed abstractly at the
ceremonies which were conducted by a Catholic priest.
He thought this was all wrong, as he knew his friend
Jack was not a Catholie ; but these thoughts were in-
capable ol making an impression, and although he had
expected with as much certainty as that he would go to
the funeral, that the Rev. Mr. L. would officiate, he
made no attempt to solve the problem of why it was not
80.

When all was over, and the Major was again in the
street on his way home, he saddenly remembered that he
had not seen any of his acqnaintances. Cogitating up-
on the various matters connected with the death and
burial of poor Jack, he arrived on the other side of the
river, and met some of bis friends who had just returned
from another funeral. The Major at once pitched into
the delinguents, as he regarded them, and for an unin-
terrupted term of five minutes he gave specimens of the
tallest kind of swearing, as he charged them with ne-
glecting to attend Jack’s funeral, and allowing him to
be buried by a Catholic priest instead of Mr. L———.
At this juncture a perfect roar of laughter caused the
Major’s throat to fill with indiguation, and he was choked
off. The case was plain at once. He had followed the
wrong funeral, and had devoutly assisted at the last
obsequies of an entire stranger, while his friend Jack
was being quietly entombed at the food of Girod street.
The Major i:as been more taciturn than ever since that
occasion, and it is pot particularly safe to attempt a
conversation with him about funerals.

My carnaqueous brethren : Water is a si ¢ ele-
ment. Like the air, it is in reality both invisible and
intangijle, and yet of most marvellous powers.
Like the air, ‘you think you see it, but you do not ; you
imagine you feel it, but you don’t, only by its force or
pressure. It is perfectly transparent, and therefore, you
can see through its mystery just as well as I can.

This neat little earth which we have the honor and
bagpinem of peopling, is terraqueous—compased of land
and water—and we, two-legged mortals, are the biped
terrapins that crawl upon its surface. About three-
fourths of it is nothing but water ; as you may perceive
when you happen to get too much of it mixed with your
punch. Where there is so much water and so little land
you would naturally suppose that a very poshy mess
would be the result; but such wouldn’t be the case —

The philosophy of the thing is this : that when the earth
was made, it contained all the water in itself—the heav-
ens were as dry as a baker's oven. Well, of course
cvaporation naturally took place ; but it required some
hundreds of years, by this slow process, to fill the celes-
tial ocean to overflowing. Now, something happened
to give way during the filling up of the cloud ocean
above ; and, consequently, when it did rain, it came
down kerswash '—and mightily astonishing to everybody
who happened to be a little too late for the Ark—now
mind, 1 tell you!

But let us stop philosophizing, and think upon our
latter ends ; so that when the final catalysis takes place
and three-quarters of our mortal bodies shall bave evap-
orated to heavens, we may hope that the immortal spirit
has kept it company. So mote it be!

Ouvr Corrox Crop.—Cotten is the most importaut
natural product in the world having a bearing on man-
ufacturing operations, and the magnitude and influence
of an American cotton crop commaads the attention of
all civilized nations ; a deficient or abundant crop caus-
ing a rise or fall in its price, and aflects the interests of
millions of capitalists and artizans in every quarter of
the globe. To our cotton fields they look with anxious
attention, as upon their prosperity they are dependent
for business, and the means of subsistence. Irom a ta-
ble just prepared with great carc at the office of the
Shapping and Commercial Last, this city, we learn that
our total cotton crop for the year ending last month
(August) amounts o 3,247,000 bales, an increase over
that of the previous year by more than 100,000 bales;
but it does not come up to the crop of 1856. During
the past year prices have been very flustnating, owing
to financial difficulties and the embarrassments of man-
ufacturers ; but the wheels of maoufacturing industry
are moving rapidly again, and a very good business 18
doing at fair prices. Cotton is our great national staple
for export, and upon it foreign manufacturers are abso-
lutely dependent. Of the total crop of last year, 2,590,
455 bales were exported, Great Britain taking no less
than 1,809,966 The rise and progress of Ameri-
can cotton as an article of culture, merchandize, and
manufacture, is marvelous, Only a few hundred bales
were raised for home domestic manufactures when the
United States became an independent nation; now A-
merican “ cotton is King,” and rules in the marts and
cabinets of pations.—N. Y. Saentific American.
