No pupil will be admitted under 13 or over 18 years of
age, or who cannot read and write with lacihty.

But in this case
they will be provided with arms and accoutrements only,
and no responsibility will rest upon tliR Academy except
durius: the hours at which such pupils are actually engaged
on drill or at recitation.

dimculty resulted from an attempt to arrest John Hill
a member of the last Legislature, and formerly of the
State Convention, who, as it is alleged, is the notorious
robber, Nixon Curry, that committed such atrocities
fifteen years ago in the mountains of Carolina. Little
Roi l Gazette of May, 1840.

We have given the previous extracts from the oldest
and most respectable journal of Arkansas, in order to
satisfy every reader that the following narrative, extra-
ordinary as some of its incidents may appear, is uo tis-

sue of fiction. Indeed, while relating genuine events,
and painting true scenes, we have been especially cart-
ful to avoid all vivid colors. Should tLi3 short sketch,
by chance, reach the forests of Arkansas, the people
there will deem its descriptions tame in comparison with
the deeds of the man. The writer who has resided long
on the frontier, has no use for fancy in portraying its
exciting life. Simple memory will serve him very well.

About fifty years ago there lived in Iredell county,
JNorth Carolina, a Presbyterian minister by the name
of Curry. He was a man of easy circumstances, of ir-

reproachable character, and had a large family of prom-
ising sons and daughters. Among these the favorite
was Nixon, distinguished when a boy for his fearless
courage and the tenderness of his heart alike. He seems,
from several anecdotes of his early days, to have been a
child of impulse and intense earnestness and passion.
When only six vears of age, he had a combat at school
with a bally of the play ground, nearly twice his own j

weight, and after suffering dreadfully, at last achieved
victory, due almost entirely to the sheer power of his
endurance.

From the time he was six years old, that is to say,
from the first session he attended in the country school- -

nouse, nau rsixon i.urry oeen in love, ms idol was a
little girl of the same age, and under the tuition of the i

same master. Ihe attachment appears to have been
mutual from the commencement. They stood up in one
class, and always managed to stand together. During
the hours of recess, when the other juveniles were amu-
sing themselves with boisterous spirits, the precocious
lovers would wonder amidst leafy groves, or by the mos-
sy margins of silver rills. Forever, to eternity, and when-
ever the soft spell of first love comes, it brings with it
the bright spirit of poetry, scattering thick starred dreams
and divine visions of beauty over all things. Even then
they exchanged pledges, and discoursed in sweet, sinless
whispers of their future bridal.

And thus they grew up into one delicious identity of
fancy and of feeling. Their bias for the society of each
other while children, caused no particular remark. Such
attachments are common among tiie youth of opposite
sexes in the country, and, as usual, terminate abruptly
on arrival at mature years. Far different, however, was
the case with Nixon Curry and Lucy Gordon. Their
passion became so evident at fifteen, that all further in-

tercourse was forbidden by her parents among the
wealthiest aristocracy of Carolina. Then followed stolen
meetings by star light, firmer vows and wilder love,
which always increased in proportion to its crosses, and
like the trees of Lebanon, sends down its deepest roots
into the heart the more it is shaken by storms.

Finally, at seventeen, when Lucy's relatives were en-

deavoring to force her into the arms of another, she fled
with the lover of her childhood. They were persued,
overtaken, and Nixon Curry shot his rival and one of
the proud Gordons dead on the spot, and then escaped
with his bride, although hotly chased by more men, and
found an asylum in the Alleghany Mountains, near the
sources of the Catawba. Here, under the plea of neces-
sity, lie embraced the profession of a robber, and render-
ed his name famous by the number and astonishing bold-
ness of his exploits. We may record it not as a matter
of merit, perhaps, but for the sake of historical truth
that the youthful bandit was never known to perpetrate
any deed of murder for the sake of plunder, though he
die! several to avoid arrest. At length the rumor of his
daring felonies ceased suddenly, and notwithstanding a
reward ol five thousand dollars was offered for his ap-
prehension by the Governor of the State, he was heard
of no more in North Carolina.

At the first settlement of the fertile delta, bordering
on the St. Francis, there came an emigrant who called
himself John Hill, and who soon succeeded in acquiring
universal popularity. Although of moderate means, he
was sober, industrious, generous and hospitable ; and such
continued to be his character, in the new country of his
adoption, for twelve successive years. During all that
long period he never had a serious difficulty or quarrel
with any human being ; and yet everybody was satisf-
ied that such a peaceful life singular for that latitude

was not owing to a want of courage, or deficiency in
power to perform good service in any sort of battle-
field ; for of all bear-hunte- rs that ever pierced the jun-
gles or came in the ' great swamp,' or descended by
torch-lig- ht into the dark caves of the Ozark Mountains,
he was celebrated as the most fearless.

He was repeatedly elected to the territorial Legisla-
ture, where he distinguished himself by a strong impas-
sioned eloquence as a chief leader in the Democratic
ranks. He was next, as we have already seen, a mem-
ber of the Convention that formed the State Constitu-
tion ; and was elected again the ensuing year to repre-
sent his county in the Senate of Arkansas.

At this jjeriod commenced his second series of misfor-
tunes. Hill's nearest neighbors were the Strongs four
brothers of considerable wealth, more ambition, and, if
we may borrow the phrase of the country, ' famous
fighters."

Notwithstanding their character was so dissimilar
from that of the pacific " bear-hunter- ," a close and cor-

dial intimacy grew up between them; and Hill, in an
unguarded moment, made the eldest brother, George, a
confidant as to the secrets of his previous history. It
happened that this same George conceived a violent de
sire for political distinction, and requested Hill to resign
his seat in the Senate in the illiberal friend's favor. Hill
refused, and the Strongs conspired for a terrible revenge.
Writing back to Carolina they procured a copy of
a reward offered fur the arrest of Nixon Curry, the far-fam-

robber ; and then collecting a party of a dozen
desperate men, they attempted to capture J I ill in his
own house. The latter had always gone armed with his
enormous double barrelled shot-gu- n, two long rifle pis-

tols, and a knife so heavy that few other hands besides
his own could wield it. The assault of the Strongs
proved horrible to them. Hill killed two of the brothers
and dangerously wounded five ot their friends, escaping
himself unhurt, although more than twenty rounds of
ball and buckshot were aimed at his breast.

The excitement resulting from the affair was bound-
less. A requisition came on from the Executive of Caro-
lina, demanding the surrender of Nixon Curry. The
Governor ol Arkansas published an additional reward
for the arrest of John Hill ; and thus, betwixt the two
fires, the victim's chance seemed perfectly hopeless.

II ill's conduct in the crisis was prompt and fearless as
ever. Packing up hastily, he set out with his wife and
childien, in a common moving wagon, for Upper Ar-
kansas, where he knew of a band of desperadoes that he
believed would protect him. He was overhauled at
Conway Court House by two hundred men in pursuit,
all thoroughly armed, and some of them renowned 'fight-
ers.' Hill saw their approach on the distant prairie,
and with his dreadful double barrel that sure death-deale- r

to either man or beast within the range of two
hundred yards instantly marched to meet his foes.
This incredible bravery, joined to the fear before inspir-
ed by his desperation, affected the advancing troops
with such an unaccountable panic that the whole two
hundred sought safety in a disgracefully rapid flight.

Several other attempts were made to capture the
dangerots outlaw, all alike ending either in ludicrous or
bloody failures. In the meantime, Hill's character and
conduct underwent a complete change. Forced to be
always on the look-ou- t, and therefore unable to support
his family, he resorted to the gaming-tabl- e. He learned
also to indulge in the fiery stimulus of ardent drink, and
his disposition necessarily soured by recent events, be--

Perhaps there never was a man, excepting only that

Napoleon of duellists, James Bowie, who was as hearti-

ly dreaded. I have myself seen persons of undoubted

in my deep, and he kissed me with his pale lips, that
burned like fire, and smellcd of sulphur. I am sure I
shall die before sunset."

" Then do not go to court to-day- ," said the wife in
accents of earnest entreaty.

4 But I will,' replied the husband firmly. ' When a
man's time is come he cannot hide from death ; besides,
it will be the act of a coward to do so, if one possesses
the power.' Then addressing his son, a fine, intelligent
boy of thirteen, he continued, " Bill, you see my gun!
pointing his finger as he spoke to the great double bar-
rel hanging on buck horns over the door ; "practice
with that every morning, and the day you arc sixteen
shoot the loads of both barreis into the man who will
this day kill your father.

Jvr8 jUI7 and spectators, made a general rush for the
door. One old drunken man did not run as fast as II ill
wished, and he sprung on the imbecile wretch and com-
menced beating him unmercifully.

Howard then caught hold of his future father-in-la-

(alas ! who was never to be,) and attempted to pull him
away.

With eyes red and glaring like a mad dog, Hill in-

stantly turned upon his friend, and with a single blow
of his fist felled him to the floor. Then, following up
the act, he leaped on the youth, and began a most fero-
cious battery. In vain did Howard endeavor to escape,
crying out in tones of beseeching horror

" For God's sake cease ! Hill, dou't you know me
your friend Mose ?

Hill's anger only increased, till finally he threw his
hand to his belt and clutched a pistol.

Had we been inditing a tale of romance, we would
have paused with the preceding page, but literal truth
compels us-t- record another fact equally characteristic,
both as to the chief actors and the backwoods theatre of
the main tragedy.

It will be remembered that the fallen desperado had
enjoined it on his son to slay the slayer of his father on
the day he should arrive at sixteen. Without any such
charge, vengeance would have been considered by that
boy as a sacred duly ; for, on the frontiers, the widows
of the slain teach vengeance to their children, and occa-
sionally execute it themselves.

Accordingly, Bill Hill practiced with his father's .run
every day for two successive years, and this before he
had any rumor as to the place of Howard s reluge. lie
then learned that his foe was in Texas, and two months
before he was sixteen set out to hunt him up.

At the end of four mouths, Bill Hill came back, and
hanging up the double barrels in their old buck horn
ruclv, answered ins mothers inquiring loon :

" Mother, Mose is dead I let him have both loads.
Though I cried before 1 done it, and al'let wards, too
he looked so miserable, pule and bony as a skeleton."

"Poor Mose!" said the mother, weeping, " but it
could not be hc!ied. The son of such a brave man as
Nixon Curry must never be culled a coward, and besides
it was your father's order."

Our Relations wlMi China.
The San Francisco Herald of the 21st September

says :

California will probably be the first country to feel
the effect of the increased commerce which is to be car-
ried on by virtue of the treaty just concluded. Our ge-
ographical position puts us in comparatively close prox-
imity to the additional ports opened to the trade of the
world. The new order of things is of the highest im-

portance to this SUitc, and as far as material interests
are concerned, not much inferior to the establishment of
overland mail routes across the continent. We may
reasonably expect that considerable of the trade in the
valuable articles in which the Chinese markets abound,
will be Sually sent to the Atlantic via San Francisco.
Steamship hues, in course of time, will be required by
the interests of commerce, and the traffic iu freight and
passengers would make them highly remunerative. A
project to establish a line ot steamships between San
Francisco and Shaughae has eugaged the attention of
Congress for several years. The improved condition of
our relations with China the protection guarantied to
christians in every part of the Empire, and presence
hereafter of our countrymen and Europeans at the vari-
ous ports, will be motives at the next session to provide
for the inauguration of steam communication between
the two countries.

There is another question involved iu the treaty that
concerns California and it3 legislation affecting Chinese.
We have only seen a brief outline of the treaty made by
our Commissioner, Mr. Reed, and we are, therefore, un-
able to say whether it contains any provisions granting
to the natives of China the right of visiting and protec-
tion in the United States. It is usual when one coun-
try confers privileges on the citizens of another, that the
favor is reciprocrated, and the Chinese statesmen arc
not ignorant of the customs of civilized nations in that
respect. It is reasonable to assume that some such
clause is contained in the treaty. If this should prove
true, it is doubtful if our statute, which goes into opera-
tion on the first of next month, restricting the immigra-
tion of Chinese, will be operative. It has been decided
by the Supreme Court of the United States, and by our
highest tribunal, that individual States have no power
to impose taxes upon alien passengers. The authority
is with Congress, in whom is vested, by the Constitution,
the right to regulate commerce.

The States can enforce no law in violation of any
treaty with China, but it is a question if treaties arc
not negotiated subject to existing laws in civilized coun-
tries. However, it is a condition of international law
that all foreigners are admitted into countries on con-
dition of obeying their laws. Except to guard against
disease and paupers, the municipal power of the State
cannot prohibit the introduction of foreigners, and we
suppose like ground will be taken in contesting the va-

lidity of the act passed by the last Legislature. But
this may not be necessary if the treaty guarantees to
the natives ol China protection in our country. It was
approved by the Emperor immediately, and though a
year is allowed the United States for its final ratifica-
tion, there is every reason to believe it will be promptly
sanctioned by our Government. When the treaty is
finally ratified and published, we think the law to pre-
vent their further immigration into California must give
way, if such a stipulation as we have referred to is in--

ciuueu in us provisions.

A AVcatcrii Dt'Mpcrnrfo.
One of those lawless men to be frouud frequently in

the far West, who set at defiance God, humanity and
law, was shot down in Louisiana last month. The des
perado's name was Leblcu. A Louisiana paper gives
an account of his assassination :

A great criminal offender, Paulin C. Lebleu the
cold-blood- ed murderer of Ewing and Parsons the cold-heart- ed

wife seducer and kidnapper the lawless des-

perado of the parish of Calcasieur, who once dared and
did force his own negro slave to sit on the bench of the
District Court of that parish during Court time, and in
derision of the presiding Judge has at last met with
that fate he so richly deserved. As to the particulars
of his death, we are indebted to the politeness of S. Bel-de- n,

Esq., who has just returned from the Court of that
parish ; and we here give them as communicated to us
by that gentleman.

On Monday, the 13th instant, the District Court
commenced its regular session at Lake Charles, the scat
of Justice in the parish of Calcasieu. Everything about
town indicated that a deep under current was at work
for some purpose unknown to strangers ; for the West-
ern wing of the hotel displayed in fine order and good
keeping many doubled-barrele- d guns, pistols, and bowie
knives. Like implements of warfare were also conspic-
uously visible in the Court-roo- Things remained in
that state until Wednesday morning, at which time
Paulin C. Iieblcu, coming in from the country, rode up
to the track of the hotel, descended from his mule, and
started towards the house with a pair of heavy dragoon
pistols across his lelt arm, besides a repeater and bowie
knife in his belt. lie had almost reached the steps of
the west wing of the hotel, when he was shot from the
front of the very same steps, four different times, by a
man named Eugene Foux and several others, who all
bad been the victims of the lust and other depravities of
Lebleu. Each discharge was deadly. His right arm

nil il i I j i i t a iwas uwiuiiy mangled ; nur duck snot, peneiraieu mrougn
his neck, one through his right breast, one through the
ower part ol his abdomen, and the balance as he turn

ed at the fire took effect in his shouldrrs and back. It
appears that he received from thirty-liv- e to forty buck-

shot through the most vital portions of his person.
ijcbleu expired almost instantly. And thus closed

the life of one whose early career has been stained with
Ijlood and ruin, all of which could have been prevented,
if those intrusted with the administration of justice iu
that parish had only jierJormcd their duty fearlessly and
regardless of consequences. Wo are told that from his
manhood Lebleu prided himself in the violation of the
aws of his country in the most outrageous manner, and
that none ever dared to arrest him lor dour so.
