What the duty of the honest, truthful, independent

press may be, in view of the civil and political profliga-

cy which now insults and dishonors the professed civili-

zation of this community, is a question for serious con-

sideration. It is conceded that the press may be great-

ly instrumental for good or for evil ; but it is equal y

true that it can be only consistently and permanently

instrumental for good. When it becomes the agent of

evil the shield of the ruffian and tbe apologist for crime,
its inconsistency is betrayed to the most casual observer,

and its degraded fate may be predicted with a certainty
commensurate with the virtue, morality and civil and
political conservatism of the people. Hence the press
can be really influential only consistently and perma-nen- tl

for good. With these sentiments, it becomes, as

we have said, a question of very serious consideration
what course should be pursued by the honest, truthful,
independent press at such a time as this, that whatsoev-

er influence it may exert shell be good, and not even by
mistake, or by an erring judgment, evil.

our report buyers show no disposition to operate at the pri-
ces which sellers are asking, and are holding off for further
advices. The arrivals per railroad during the week have been
quite heavy, and there is a good stock how on market. The
following comprises all the sales we can hear of : Friday,
121 biles low to good middling at 12 cents ; and Monday,
105 do. at 11J to 11 cents for low to good middling, and 11
cents for middling fair; and Wednesday, 12 do. at 114
centa for middling. In the present state of the market
we cannot give a correct figure, and quotations in table must
be looked upon as merely nominal.

Cosn Meal Remains as last reported. The market is
poorly supplied, and moderate demand from retailers. We
quote small sales at 90 cents ? bushel.

Fish. Mullets are in moderate enquiry, and stock light ;
no receipts or sales. We quote at $6 50 for pine, and $7 50
for oak bbls.

Flock. -- There has been a better feeling in the market
for State brands since the close of our last review, and we
note rather more enquiry for retailing purposes. Owing to
the meagre receipts, however, and the light stock in mar-
ket, the sales during the week have been confined to a few
small parcels at $6 for superfine, and $5 25 y bbl. for fami-
ly. We continue former rates, but would remark that pri-
ces have a decided upward tendency. See table.

Grain No Corn has been received during the past week,
consequently we have no sales to report. The limited re-

ceipts for some time past has caused the supply on mar-
ket to become very much reduced, and a few cargoes of
good quality would find ready purchasers. In the absence
of sales we quote nominally at 75 cents y bushel. Oats

Remain the same as reported for several weeks past ;

none received, and the supply in dealers' hands has been
pretty much worked off. Nominal at 45 centa y bushel.

Peas The market is fairly supplied with Cow, and
rules exceedingly dull. We continue to quote at G5 a 70
cents y bushel.- - Rice None of the new crop lias yet
been brought in, but we notice a fair stock of old crop in
dealers' hands, and demand light. Sells in the small way
at 34 cent3 y ft Wheat There appears to be but lit-

tle demand for this article, and we note several parcels on
market. On Tuesday last 2,000 bushels prime white sold at
$1 30 y bushel.

Hay The arrivals for the past week or two have been
meagre, and consequently few sales have taken place ; there
is a full stock of former receipts in dealers' hand's, however,
and we notice only a limited demand. One lot of 109 bales
new crop Eastern was received a few days since, which
is retailing from wharf at 90 cents y 100 fts.

Lime There has been merely a retail demand for this ar-
ticle for some time, and the stock on market is very heavy.
We quote from store at 90 cents a $1 y cask, in quantities to
suit. The cargo of 1400 casks left on market at the close of
our last report, changed hands on terms not made public.

Molasses For this article there is scarcely any demand,

that it may be relied upon in all cases. GO

The facts belore us as developed on v eduesuay nisi
in reference to the municipal election, so called, furnish
a record of outrage, lawlessness, villainy and ruffianism,
full blown, audacious, fearless of consequences, and prac-

ticed with the most culpable impunity. The effect of
this thing has txn that thousands of our citizens have
been despoiled of their rights, hundreds maltreated at
the polls, and the lives and limbs of all, with very few

exceptions, who ventured to offer a vote in opposition to
Mr. Swann, menaced with peril.. Now, if such an atro-

city had been perpetrated against tbe American people,
under circumstances which precluded all hope of redress
but through an appeal to arms, the duty of the true
man and the true press could not be mistaken. The
time lor revolution would have come, and there would be
an instant rallying of the people " to do or die." For
instance : suppose we had continued in colonial depend-

ence upon Great Bntain to this day, with a nominal,
and to some extent, practical liberty, including suffrage
and the vote by ballot ; and British power, jealous of
popular sentiment, and apprehending the purpose of the
people to throw off the yoke by the ballot-bo- x, used its
lired myrmidoms and resorted to kindred measures with

those of Wednesday last, to perpetuate its reign, while
its civil officials stood tamely by, either to ignore or
countenance the outrage, or not daring to interfere, can
any one question the result ? None. Nor would there
be a hesitating pause with the press in the premises.
The cry would be " to arras ;" a revolution would be at
once inaugurated, and the insolent tyranny, with all its
armed, its proudest, its meanest instruments scourged
from the land.

Under the shadow of our glorious republic, while the
evil is as great in its consequences, and the insult not
Jess offensive, the crime i3 aggravated and the infamy of
its perpetration infinitely magnified. Do you ask why ?

Because it is committed in defiance of the great princi-
ples of our republican nationality, and under the nomi-
nal ascendancy of popular liberty, and the (literal)
absolute supremacy of equal rights and equal laws.

Then the inference would seem to be that it is the
duty of the press so much the more to counsel an appeal
to arms, and so much the more the duty of true men to
take them and so redress their wrong. But it is not
so. We are in a common brotherhood of citizenship,
hovc.ver violently men may be estranged for the time ;

and while the redress of the evil does not seem immedi-
ate, on the contrary, remote, and contingent upon events
which cannot be now foreseen, yet it is as certain and
reliable as truth itself. will come, and legitimately,
effectively, overwhelmingly, against all the monstrous
evil of the day, and all who are officially affiliated with
it. All good citizens deluded by it will in process of

of it. The low, lawless and degraded instruments who
work its flagitious purposes will shrivel into shuddering
obscurity ; while upon those whose names are identifk d
with its public and ostentatious display will inevitably
devolve the infamy of the time.

We say, then, with the utmost confidence, to all our
fellow-citizen- s, that this great wr.oug by which they are
now agonized will be ultimately redressed. The evil
will be thoroughly eradicated. And we have almost
equal confidence in the declaration that it will not be
long before the law and the outraged dignity of the peo-
ple will be peacefully, bloodlessly and effectually vindi-- ,
cated. But it will be asked, what may we not be ex-
posed to, what succession of outrages may we not be re-

quired to submit to before the day of retribution comes ?

To this we can answer only inferentially. Crime, law-
lessness, ruffian violence, like every other thing, have
their culminating period. Our " elections " arc now the
incidents lor the full, organized, political development of
their uses. But good men will not long be identified
with such things, their vile uses, or their nominal, un-

lawful results. While no man who has an interest, a
personal, living interest in the community, can sanction
by vote, influence or palliation, the rule of ruffianism
but at the sacrifice of that interest whatsoever it may
be. The absolute necessity is bearing heavily and

upon us to redeem the reputation of our city.
Our mercantile, manufacturing, mechanical enterprises,
are at the pause of action, under the reviving energies
of the time ; and they have just been exposed to a shock
which will be felt keenly and sensibly in the necessity
for the most strenuous exertion to counteract.

The game began at 1 o'clock, each of Morphy's ad-

versaries playing in turn. When he played he, after an
instant's reflection, and very oftei without it, mentioned
the piece or the pawn to be moved and where it should
be placed.

Notwithstanding the talent of his adversaries, who
had abundant time to calculate, having in this respect
eight chances to his one, and notwithstanding the im-
mense advantage of seeing their boards, Morphy did not
manifest the least embarrassment among the most com-
plicated phases of the whole eight games.

The peculiarity of Mr. Morphy's tactics is that, in
his early moves, he makes it impossible for his adversa-
ry to castle. It will readily be understood that thi3 ma-
noeuvre must have a serious effect on the play of his ad-

versary.
