He then walked to the homse of a
friend on Saratoga street, and was rL.-luruing_ past an r.l_ley
when he was seized by some €ix or cight ruflianly looking
men. choked. thrown down and dragged into the alley.
e was then robbed of his wallet, containing a draft for
2325, payable to Clark & Felt, Wilmington, N. C., $25 in
wold. his wateh and chain, worth $150, and other articles.
While accomplishing their work, the ruffians kneltTupon
b, frequently threatening his life if be called for help or
resisted, and when everything was secured, one of them
struck Lim a blow with some weapon on the right temple,
and all fled.  Mr. Clark made his way as fast as possible
to his hotel, and the police were notified of the robbery,
bt he having no knowledge of the city the exact locali-
ty could not be learned, though he thinks, it took place
hetween Park and Charles streete,  His person bore un-
mistukable marks of the summary way in which he had
heen handled by his assailants,  Iis coat was torn and
soiled, his face bruised and blackened, and the pockets of
his pantaloons almost ripped out. in the eagerness of the
firllows to sccure the valuables.  The robbery was indeed
a bold one. 1o be perpetrated without detection so near
the heart of the city, and before daylight was yet fairly
gone.— Baltimore Sun, 16tk inst.

The were Expedition lo Niearagua— T he Isthimus and Amer-
it Compranes—Qlueshon t:f Clearance Jor Walker's
s Emagrands” — Erpected Britsh Interforence—T he In-
dian War and Erpenditures.

The White expedition for Nicaragua from New York,
and the Walker expedition for the same place from Mo-
bile, are to try their fortuncs again in that field. Itis
said that there is no longer any governmest in Nicara-
gua, and that there is no provisions for calling a Con-
gress to organize a government.  However this may be,
it is quite certain that the Isthmus must soon pass out
of the control of its present proprietors.

An American transit company, if ever well establish-
ed on the Isthmus, might become masters of it.

The Mobile Emigration Company no doubt contem-
plates the same result for themselves ; meanwhile it is al-
leged that the Ouseley-Yrizarri treaty places Nicaragua
under British protection, and that no American coloni-
zation thereof will develop the erisis of this new com-
plication.

The White-New York and the Walker-Mobile com-
panies have, it is said, so arranged matters that their in-
terests will not clash.  Walker was expected to arrive
in Mobile to-night, and the collector of that port will at
onee decide upon the application for the clearance of his
vessel, Walker explained here that he would persist in
being a passenger, if that should be the objection to a
clearance. The collector, puzzled by the proclamation,
has reported all the faets, and asked for special instrue-
tions. It he ean find no arms, nor munitions of war,
nor even a printing press and a bundle of inflammatory
proclamatious on board the vessel, he cannot consider it
as a military or illegal expedition, within the laws, and
will, no doubt, grant a clearance, unless specially instruc-
ted to the contrary.

It is quite certain that the British naval force will
prevent the landing of the “emigrants;” or, if they
<hould land, will immediately take measures to dislodge
them.

The attempt of White’s party to reopen the transit
will be watched with interest, and he will, no duubt.
meet with some obstacles from his rivals, both there and
at home. Sowe two months hence Congress will be
agitated by stormy intelligence from the Nicaraguan
Isthmus.

The isthmus of Panama is also about to pass under
British protection, in conformity with a treaty now un-
der consideration.  The inefliciency of the United States
government for the purpose of promoting Ameriean in-
terests abroad is very palpable in relation to the isth-
musian (uestions. But the President will, it is believ-
ed, relieve himself in his forthcoming message from the
blame of inaction, by throwing it upon Congress, and
the neglect of that body to comply with his recommen-
dation on the subject.

The Indian war in Oregon and Washington Territo-
ries has been bronght to un end before the arrival of Gen.
Harpey. Thisis probably the final contest with the In-
dians in that quarter, and hereafter the country will be
secure for emigrant travel and settlement.

A very great reduction in the annual expenditures
upon the military establishment may be expected from
& cessation of Indian hostilities, Iow.
