In addition to this sum, the Postmaster General will re-

Under the
2d section of this act, the President is 44 authorized to make
such regulations and arrangements as he rray deem expe-
dient, for the eafe-keepin- support, and removal beyond
the limits of the United States, of all snch negroes, mulat-toe- s,

or persons of color " captured by vessels of the United
States, as may be delivered to the marshal of the district in-
to which they are brought ; 44 and to appoint a proper per-
son or persons residing upon the coast of Africa, as agent
or agents for receiving the negroes, mulattoes, or persons of
color, delivered from on board vessels seized in the prose-
cution of the slave trade by commanders of the United
States armed vessels."

A doubt immediately arose as to the true construction of thisact. It is quite clear from its terms that the President was au-
thorized to provide " for the safe keeping, support, and remov-
al of these negroes up till tbe time of their delivery to theagent on the coast of Africa ; but no express provision was madetor their protection and support after they bad reached th?place of their destination. Still, an aeent was to le appointed to
receive them in Africa; and it cnld not have teen supposedthat Congress intended he should desert them at the moment
they were received, and turn them Ioobc on th at inhospitablecoast to perish for want of food, or to become again the victimsof the slave trade. Had this been the intention of CwiTtt-n- , the
employment of an agent to receive them, who is required to
reside on tbe coatt, was unnecessary, and the; might have been
landed by onr vessels anywhere In Africa, and left exposed to
the sufferings and the fate which would certainly await them.

Mr. Monroe, in his message of 17th December,
1819, at the first session after the act was passed, announced
to Congress what, in his opinion, was its true construction.
He believed it to be his duty under it, to follow these unfor-
tunates into Africa, and make provision for them there, un-
til they should be able to provide for themselves.

In communicating this interpretation of the act to Con-
gress, he stated that some doubt had been entertained as to
its true intent and meaning, and he submitted the question
to them, so that they might, "should it be deemed advisable,
amend the game before further proceedings are had under
it." Nothing was done by Congress to explain the act, and
Mr. Monroe proceeded to carry it into execution according
to his own interpretation.

able to say. Certainly the vote against the bill appears
to have been very decisive, but whether some modifica-
tion may not be made and the object of the bill arrived
at, remains to be seen.

We confess to a feeling of surprise and disappointment
on learning the result ot the vote on this bill, on Tues-
day last. We canuot account for the overwhelming ad-

verse vote, and thought, when we first heard of it, that
there must be some mistake. However, the thing
stares us in the face. The vote and the names of the
voters are before us, and before our readers.

We cannot yet bring ourselves to regard this as a fair
test of the strength of the work, or of its popularity.
We knew that it would be very hard indeed to get
through any bill increasing eitbc r the debt or the re-

sponsibility of the State ; but we did think, that if assis-
tance were to be given to anything, it would be the
work under consideration, not only on account of its
own intrinsic merits, the little risk likely to be incurred
by the State, the great public advantages almost certain
to be realized, but also on account of the claims of those
asking for assistance. We are pleased to see that the
Senators from New Hanover, Duplin, Sampson, Bladen,
Brunswick and Columbus, Richmond and Robeson, vo-

ted for the bill. Mr. Humphrey, of Onslow, is recorded
against it. It may be that his action is bese 1 upon the
det-ir- e to extend it Eastward through Onslow to Beau-

fort. We anxiously await the result of the vote tp-da- y

on the reconsideration. If this fails, it will certainly in-

dicate a determination on the part of the Legislature to
shut dowu, and if the screw is to be put on, let it be
done so impartially- .- There is no more meritorious work
in the State than the Coal Fields Road. .

The PostoHieu Department is placed
in a peculiar position, different from the other departments,
and to this 1 shall hereafter refer.

In my last annual mespage, I took occasion to recommend the

responded to the recommendation by authorizing the con-
struction of eight of them. 'Die progress which has been made
in cAeeuting tli s authority, is stated in the report of the Secre-
tary of the Navy. 1 concur with him in the opinion that a
greater number of this cla.- - of vessels is necessary for the pur-
pose of protecting in a more cIlieienL manner the person and
property of American citizens on tlic liiifli seas, and in foreign
countries, us well as in guarding more elf'ectually our own coast.
1 accordingly recommend the passage of an act lor this purpose.

The suggestions contained in the report of the Secret-u--
of the Interior, especially those in regard to the disposition
of the public domain, the pension of bounty land system,
the policy towards the Indians, and the amendment of our
patent laws, are worthy of the serious consideration of Con-
gress.

The Post Office Department occupies a position very dif-
ferent from that of the other departments. For many 3 ears
it was the policy of the government to render this a

department ; and if this cannot no ,v be accomplish-
ed, in the present condition of the country, we ought to
make as near an approach to it as may be practicable.

The Postni ister General is placed in a most embarrassing
position by the existing laws. He is obliged to carry these
into effect. lie has no other alternative. Fe finds, howev-
er, that this cannot be done without heavy demands upon
the treasury, over and above what is received for postage ;

and these have been progressively increasing from year to
year until they amounted for the last fiscal year ending on
the 30th June, Ws, to more than four millions and a half of
dollars ; whilst it is estimated that for the present fiscal year
they will amount to $G. 290,0(10. These sums are exclusive
of the annual appropriation of $700,000 for "compensation
for the mail service performed for the two bouses of Con-
gress, and the other departments and officers of the govern-
ment in the transportation of free matter. "

The cause of these large deficits is mainly attribu-
table to the increased expense of transporting the mails.
In 1852 the sum paid for this service was but a fraction
above four millions and a quarter.

It enabled
Congress to adjourn with that dignity and deliberation so
becoming to the representatives of this great republic, with-
out having crowded into general appropriation bills provi-
sions foreign to their nature, and of doubtful constitution-
ality and expediency.

The progress of events since the commencement of j our
last, session, has how soon difficulties disappear be-
fore a tit 111 and deternrned lesolution. At that time such a
road was deemed by wise and patriotic men to be a visionary
project. The great distance to tie overcome, and the inter-
vening mountains and deserts in the way, were obstacles
whic'i, in the opinion of many, could not be sui mounted
Now, after the lapse of but a single year.these obstacles, it has
been discovered are far less formidable than theywere suppo-
sed to be; and mail stages, with passengers, now pass and re-
pass regularly. twice in each week, by a common wag' nroad
between and St. Louis and Memphis, in le.--s
than twenty-liv- e days. The service has been as regularly
performed, as it was, in former years, between New York
and this city.

Whilst disclaiming all authority to appropriate money for
die construction of this road, except that derived from the

war-makin- g power of the constitution, there are important
collateial considerations urging us to undertake the work as
speedily as possible.

The first and must momentous of these is, that such a road
would be a powerful bond of union between the States east
and west of the Rocky Mountains. This is so self-evide- nt as
to require no illustration.

But again, in a commercial point of view, I consider this
the great question of the day. With the eastern front of our
republic stretching along the Atlantic, and its western front
along the Pacific, if all the parts should be united by a safe,
easy and rapid intercommunication, we must necessarily
command a very large proportion of the trade both of Eu-
rope and Asia. Our recent treaties with China and Japan
will open these rich and populous empires to our commerce ;
and the history of the world proves, that the nation which
has gained possession of the trade with Eastern Asia, haa
always become wealthy and powerful. The peculiar geo-
graphical position of California and our Pacific possessions,
invites American capital and enterprise into this fruitful
field. To reap the rich harvest, however, it is an indispen-
sable prequisite, that we shall first have a railroad, to con
vey and circulate its products throughout every portion of
the Union. Besides, such a railroad' through our temperate
latitude, which would not be impeded by the frosts and
snows of winter, nor by the tropical heats of summer, would
attract to itself much of the travel and the trade of all na-
tions, passing between Europe and Asia.

On the 21st of August last, Lieut. J.N. Maffit, of the
United States brig Dolphin, captured the slaver " Echo,"
(formerly the Putnam of New Orleans,) near Kay Verde, on
the coast of Cuba, with more than three hundred Af rican
negroes on board. The prize, under the command of Lieut.
Bradford of the United States navy, arrived at Charleston on
the 27th August ; when the negroes, three hundred and six
in number, were delivered into the custody of the United
States marshal for the district of South Carolina. They were
