The President opens by congratulating the country on

the contrast of the agitation which existed regarding Kansas
one year ago, with the peace and quiet which now prevails ;

refers to the Lecompton Constitution and his po
sition upon that subject. He thinks that if Kansas had
been admitted with that Constitution, the same quiet would
have been secured at an earlier day. " '

. '
Being perfectly willing to acquiesce in any other Constitu

tional mode of settlement, he signed the English. Compro-

mise bill, and thinks it probable that when Kansas again ap
plies for admission, she will have the population required by
that bill.

He goes at length into the subject, and recommends the
passage of some general law, so that no new State shall be
admitted, unless she has population sufficient to entitle her
to one representative

The President congratulates Congress on the settlement of
the Utah affair without the effusion of blood compliments
the officers and soldiers of the army there, and expresses
his satisfaction with the course of Gov. Cumming, and hon
orably mentions Col. Kane.

He refers to the importance of treaties recently negotia
ted with China and Japan, and thinks that the result in for
mer cases justified our present neutral policy. He congratu
lates the country on the abandonment of the Right of Search
by Great Britain ; and in reference to Central America, he
says that negotiations are still progressing, and that he has
not yet abandoned all hopes of success

He refers to what he stated daring last the session iu that
connection, for his views on the subject of the isthmus routes.
These accord with the policy heretofore announced bv Sec
retary Cass. The only desire of this Government is to keep
the Isthmus routes-open- . The President desires no other
privileges for the United States than we expect other nations
to enjoy, tout win not consent tnat tney te closed by the
imbecility of nations which reside near them.

He regrets that the Nicaragua route has been closed, and
speaks of the necessity oi enforcing our claims agamst
Costa Rica and Nicaragua. Speaks of Mexico as in a con
dition of civil war, aud with scarcely any hope of restora
tion to permanent government.

He refers to the causes which have led to the rupture of
diplomatic relations between Mexico and this country
Speaks well of Mr. Forsyth's efforts as our representative
there. If not for the hope of obtaining justice from the lib
erals, who now appear approaching to power he would rec-
ommend taking possession of a portion of Mexico sufficient to
indemnify us for all claims and grievances. In North Mexico,
bordering on our territory, there are other considerations
which claim our attention. We are interested in having peace
in that neighborhood. Lawless Indians enter our settlements
in Arizona, and there seems no other way by which this diffi
culty can be removed than in establishing military posts in
Sonora aud Chihuahua. Recommends this to be done re
garding Mexico as in a state of imbecility and anarchy

As to Spain, he refers to the causes which have delayed the
appointment of a successor to Mr. uouge, and says tnat Mr.
Preston will go out with full powers to settle all difficulties
with Spain, if possible says that Cuba ought tofbelong to
us, and recommends steps to be taken for its purchase. As
we acquire all new territory by honorable negotiation, this
should not be an exception. He reaffirms his former opin
ion in favor of spacific duties on certain articles, and submits
the whole tariff question to Congress. He calls attention to
the l'acihc Railroad : aud relers to the Overland mail as
showing the practicability of the route.

Among other subjects he reiterates his recommendation
to establish a territorial government over Arizona.

YrIrgtiiia Democratic State Convention.
As might have been, and indeed was anticipated, the

sessions of this body wmcn met at .retersourg on uiu
2d inst., were highly interesting and excited.

Having assembled on Thursday, the Convention did

not adjourn until Saturday afternoon, having accom
plished the objects of its meeting, to wit : the nomina

tion of candidates for Governor, for Lieut. Governor,

and for Attorney General.
The great and exciting interest of the Convention was

connected with the nomination for Governor, and arose
out of the exceedingly animated, and, indeed, in too

many instances, bitter, preliminary canvass for and

against the nomination of Hon. John Letcher. This

preliminary canvass ran into that excess that we dreaded
to sec this spring in our State, and which lead us to de-

precate the warm newspaper discussion of the rival
claims of candidates whose names were likely to come
before the Charlotte Convention. For weeks past the
Democratic papers of the State of Virginia opposed to
the nomination of Mr. Letcher, have been busy forging
weapons to be used against him by the opponents of the
Democratic party, and one prominent politician, son of
the present Governor of the State, and one of the editors
of the Richmond Enquirer, allowed his excitement so

far to get the better of him as to lead him, at a meeting
held in Richmond, to propose three groans for John
Letcher.

Well, on Saturday, the thing came to a test, and re-

sulted in a clear majority of 17,520 for John Letcher
over all other candidates combined, and Mr. L. was
thereupon declared duly nominated ; and, on motion, the
nomination was made unanimous, the ablest and most
bitter opponents of his nomination, Messrs. Wise, of
Richmond, and Gordon, of Albemarle, coming forward
to give in their adhesion, pledging themselves to use ev--

ry honorable effort to secure Mr. L.:s election before the
people, and they will redeem their pledges like men.

John Randolph Tucker was nominated for Attorney
General by acclamation.

The nomination of Lieut. Governor was next to be
made. About this no difficulty was apprehended ; and,
no doubt, the Convention adjourned on Saturday after-

noon, after having completed the business for the trans
action of which it' assembled.

fiW. A. Walsh, Esq., of the Warrenton News,
writing home to his paper from Raleigh, mentions the
rumor that a new " Democratic paper is to be started in
that city, Mr. De Witt, formerly of the Richmond Ex
aminer, as Editor. He is gone North with a pocket
full of money to purchase types and fixtures ; so rumor
says, and I believe she speaks truth in thi3 matter."

We trust that rumor is mistaken this time. We could-no- t

but regard any such movement at present as one cal-

culated to exercise an unfavorable influence upon the
fortunes of the Democratic party. People would look
upon it as the result of hostile feelings between members
of the party. It would be, in a great measure, a monu-

ment set up to mark, and perhaps perpetuate , the existence
of such hostility. We trust that better and more har-

monious councils will prevail.

agriculture to experiment without knowledge was to
grope blindly in the dark without any reasonable hope

of an adequate or certain return for the trouble taken

and outlay made. There were laws of climate and of soil

to be studied and taken into consideration. Different

stocks of cattle might , be . introduced to improve our

native breeds, "and by a system oi judicious crossing a
new stock might arise, better suited to our climate and

circumstances than cither the native stock by itself or

the imported stock by itself. So with seeds and modes

of culture. The farmer in any section, to be successful,

must have sufficient intelligence to enable him to adapt

the directions, or the results of the experience

of others, to his own peculiar circumstances and sur-

roundings.
Mr. Baker was proceeding to enlarge upon this su-

bjectupon the influence of fairs generally and of the

Sampson County Fair in particular, when it commen-

ced raining, and he was forced to wind up his remarks

somewhat abruptly with a well-merit- ed compliment to the

exhibition ar.d its success. The address was well deliver-

ed, was listened to attentively, &nd received with evident

marks of satisfaction.
Mr. B. got through at about two o'clock. It was

announced that the reports of the committees would be

read at three o'clock, and the prizes awarded. Before

we returned, all this had been got through with and the

crowd was pretty much scattered. The list of premiums

awarded will, no doubt, be sent down to us for publica-

tion, and wc will take pleasure in laying it before our

readers.
The Fair Grounds appear to us to be admirably adap-

ted to the purpose for which they are used. The track
is firm and level, and the general arrangements excellent.

At night there was a party at the Town Hall, and

" Sampson's capital had gathered then,
Her beauty and her chivalry,"

who tripped on the light fantastic toe, away into the
small hours, enjoying themselves, no doubt, very much.

The scene was a gay and pleasant one although truth
compels us to say that it was mightily crowded.

Wc, of course, met many of our good SampsOn friends,

many from Duplin, not a few from New Hanover and

Bladen, and several from Cumberland, among the rest
our clever young lrieud, L. Pierce, Esq., of the North
Carolinian.

We have a notion to haul our Associate over the coals

for saying things about us when we are gone ; but we

don't intend to give him a ehance to catch us away a-g-

for a long while.

By the way the suggestion we ventured to make

sometime since about a Union Fair down in this section,

seems to have been very generally approved, and might be

carried out, with the best results. What say the people

generally ?

We have now to wind up, and bring our remarks to
a close, much to the relief of the reader, we feel certain.

The Sampsou Fair was unquestionably a success fully

equal to any in the State the State Fair included.

We trust that each recurring occasion may show still

farther improvement.

Iltpoit of Uie General.
We have before us the report of Hon. A. Y. Brown

Postmaster General, made to the President of the United
States, and bearing date Dec. 4th, 1858. From it we

glean the following particulars :

The expenditures of the Department in the fiscal year

ending June 30th 1858, amounted to $12,722,470 01 ;

and the revenue to $7,480,792 86 to which is to be ad-

ded the permanent annual appropriation of $700,000
jrranted to the department by the acts of March 3rd

1847, and March 3rd 1851, for the transportation and

delivery of free mail matter for Congress and the exec-
utive departments, thus making the whole revenue of the
year amount to $8,180,792 80, which falls short of the

expenditures, as adjusted on the Auditor's books, $4,- -

534,843 70.
The expenditures lor the fiscal year ending June 30th

1859, arc estimated at $14,770,520 00, and the total
means for the same year at $11,090,393 00, these

means being derived from gross revenue and appropria-

tions already made. This leaves a deficiency of means

for the service of 1859 of $3,082,127 00.

The whole number of Post Offices on the 1st Deeem-be- r,

1858, was 28,573. The number established during

the year was 2,121, and the number discontinued 730,

being an increase of 1,391. There were in operation on

the 1st of June last 8,290 mail routes, with an aggre-

gate length of 200,003 miles, and an annual transporta-

tion of mails amounting to 78,705,491 miles, at a eost

of $7,795,418. Compared with the service reported on

the 30th June, 1857, this is an addition of 18,002 miles

to the length of mail routes ; 3,859,424 miles to the total

annual transportation, and of $1,173,372 to the cost,

showing an increase of 5.11 per cent, in service and of

17.40 per cent, in eost.

The Postmaster General speaks approvingly of the

appointment of express mail agents refers to the new
Western route br1 ween New York and New Orleans,

via the Virginia and Tennessee Railroads, etc., upon

which the stipulated time has generally been made going

North, but not going South, owing to certain causes re-

ferred to. The mail service generally between N. York
and New Orleans has exhibited an improvement. The

P. M. General still favors the Feruandina route, but
owing to the unfinished condition of the Railroad, as

well as the large expenditure of money involved, no pro

gress has been made in negotiations on the subject.

The St. Louis and New Orleans route, and the Over

land route to the raciiic, arc reierrcd to, ana tne coun-

try congratulated upon the triumphant success of the

latter. The service on the Pacific route via the Isth
mus of Tehuan tepee, actually commenced on the 27 th of

October, 1858, and many advantages are expected to be

derived from it in time and money. The Utah route is

referred to.
The Postmaster General alludes at some length to the

expenses of the Department which have so largely out-

grown its income. This is accounted for in three ways

First, the rates of postage are Wow the actual scale re-

quired to raise the necessary amount second, the trans
mission of tons of merchandise as mail matter under the

franking privilege. In a single instance, the transmis-

sion of the books, etc., of one member (from Utah) has

cost the Department between six and seven thousand

dollars. Thirdly, many occau steam-line-s have been es-

tablished, not really to meet the postal wants of the
Country, but to give aid and assistance to our growing

and expanding commerce. The Department could have

no returns in postages that would at all compensate for

their expensiveness.

It is suggested to make the rate uniform at fi7C cents

for all distances to have books and other things, like

those sent by the member from Utah, forwarded as mer

chandize by the Clerk of the House, and kept out of the

mails, and, finally, that the development of commerce by

steamship lines should be make a national charge, and

not made to fall exclusively on the Post Office Depart
ment. '

Ansiooa to redeem a promise made to ourselves as

treH as to certain of our good friends in Sampson County,

. we started up to Clinton on Friday morning and arrived

on the grounds a little beford eleven o'clock. After cn--.

tering. the enclosure a friend mentioned a remark made

by the late . Secretary Dobbin at a mass meeting held

some years ago at Clinton; which struck us as being

very appropriate to the present occasiOc Mr. Dobbin,
glancing over the crowd said that he had expected to
see a good many people, but had .110 idea of meeting

everybody.' On Friday everybody &xmcd to be upon

tr.e Fair ground, and to have brought his wife and

daughter along1, which showed the good sense of that

. nbiquitoos personage. We understand that the atten-

dance was larger than on any former occasion, and we

can well believe it. We had no idea that there were so

many wheeled vehicles anywhere, although we found in-

side some capital specimens exhibited by B. R. Hood,

Esq., of Clinton, and A. McKethan, Esq., of Fayette-

ville ; and we felt confident that these gentlemen were

prepared to supply as many and as good buggies and

carriages as any other establishments in the State. Mr.

McKethan exhibited a very handsomely got up double

Beat buggy, or rather a buggy with sliding seats, to be

used either as a double or single buggy. The top also

could be taken ofl or put on with little or no trouble.
Mr. Hood's buggy was also a creditable specimen of

North Carolina workmanship.
On entering the grounds we found a large building

used a3 Floral Hall. By an elaborate process of reason-

ing, we were enabled to arrive at the conclusion that this

building contained many and beautiful specimens of the
taste, skill and industry of the ladies of Sampson and

adjoining counties. We also heard it whispered around

that somewhere there was a specimen of apple brandy
eighty-si-x years of age brandy altogether too old to
live. Although not present at its death, we feci war-

ranted in saying that it departed this life on Friday,
passing away with cheerful resignation, and edifying

composure.
It was only by a process of reasoning, as we have

already said, that we could arrive at all this, for the
" Floral Hall " was so thronged by fair ladies and atten-

tive cavaliers, that a chance to make any regular inspec-

tion of the articles on exhibition was wholly out of the
question. We happened to overhear one conversation :

" Isn't it beautiful " said a lady's voice, while a lady's

finger pointed to some article on the table. " Lovely,"

said the gentleman addressed. She meant the article
he meant her pretty face a great institution is " Floral

'
Hall!"

Between Floral Hall and Farmers' Hall were to be
found the vehicles already mentioned ; also a wagon
made by Mr. Turner, and a very ingenious plough, made
by Mr. Hood, of Clinton, which might be turned into a
harrow, or into almost any sort of implement.

" Farmers' Hall " was well filled with all the products

of the plantation. Specimens of corn, wheat, potatoes,

turnips, lard, butter, hams, everything, almost, and of a
very superior quality, not to mention two most enormous
pumpkins, the largest of which weighed something like

120 pounds. We noticed one small hog, baconed whole,

which mijrht have been regarded as sroinsr " the whole

hog, tail and all," if, unfortunately, the tail had not been

cut off.

Passing along-- , we found a most noble display of fine

poultry of all the good kinds we don't think wc saw
any bad ones. The game chickens, the rolanders, the
Shanghais, etc., were magnificent, while the turkeys were

suggestive of Christmas times and Christmas cheer.
There was a most prodigious pair of geese something
great and worth looking at.

Beyond all these, there were horses and colts. We
think the display of young stock the equine " Young
America," was superior to the older, though all were
good, and some fine. We saw our patient, meek, stub-

born friend, John Donkey, in one or two stalls. John
looked as well as usual.

On the course wc saw the beautiful Black Hawk
Morgan Stallion, Touchstone, certainly as noble looking

an animal as anybody need wish to look at. Touchstone

is now owned in Sampson, and is bound to improve the

stock of this section of the State.

Perhaps the most successful part of the whole exhibi-

tion at the fair was the display of cattle and hogs. Arc

bad time only for a hurried inspection, but noticed a
large number of pure Devon and Durham bulls, cows
and calves, exhibited by Wm. A. Faison, Esq., and by oth-

er gentlemen. In this respect wc understand that the

Sampson Fair was superior to the State Fair. In pure- -

blooded cattle, Sampson is probably ahead of any other

county in the State.

In the way of beef-cattl- e we noticed some glorious fat
oxen, whose fair dimensions we regarded with much com

placency, as wc understand that they arc to make their
appearance in our market. Dickens, in one of his ear-

lier works speaks of a certain fat old landlord, John Pod
gers by name, who was never roused into enthusiasm but
once, and that was when a drove of fat cattle passed his

door, and he was heard to exclaim, " live beef!" and

seen to smack his chops for some time with much
unction. We felt John-Podgeri- sh and took considerable

interest in the live beef question. One drove belonged

to Mr. Ashiord. the largest single ox bcionjreu we

think, to Mr. Faison.

Wc noticed sonic very fine hogs from Duplin and

Sampson. Mr. Daniel Moore's hog from Duplin was

the largest, but there were many others very little be
hind. A very pretty sight was afforded by a pcnfull cf
hogs exhibited by R. II. Holmes, Esq., of Clinton
The pen contained four sows, with their ten pigs apiece,
making forty-fou- r swine in four families ; the young
ones were of uniform size and appearance, and all
plump and thrifty. The display of swine generally was
large and fine.

The show of sheep does not appear to have been very
successful. Eastern North Carolina is not much of a
heep country, and will not be while every white person

keeps one dog, and every negro two.

During the forenoon, several trotting and pacing
matches were run against time, but with what precise
result we did not hear. In fact, wc did not get " the
hang " of this part of the proceedings, farther than to
notice that all passed off quietly, and that some very
good trotting and pacing was done.

As a finale to the proceedings, two fair and graceful
equestriennes rode round the course, accompanied by
gentlemen. Both ladies rode remarkably well, indeed.

The duty of deciding between them must have been a
delicate one. '

The time for the delivery of the oration having ar-

rived, Mr. Hines, one of the Marshalls, introduced John
A. Baker, Esq., of Wilmington, the orator of the day.

Mr. Baker commenced by acknowledging his grati-

tude for the compliment paid him, in being called to
address such an audience, a compliment which he ap
preciated the more highly as coming from the people of

a county in which many of the happy days of his boy-

hood had been spent
He could not pretend to offer any practical suggestions

to the intelligeut farmers of Sampson County, nor could
they look to him for anything of that kind. The most
he could hope for was that he might let fall Borne remark,
that, like thespark offire falling amongprepared materials,
might kindle the flame of a noble emulation or stimulate
to a laudable effort to excel.
