Here the
whole company almost froze. Mr. G. states that his
feet and legs were so numb as to te almost unable to
stand up. The mail men, having no bedding, were com-
pelled to walk around all night to keep from freezing.

Fifth day, left early in the morning traveled eight
miles ; one of the mail men's face and hands froze, and
the other was so far frozen as to be almost asleep. Mr.
