The Homestcad Bill,
As Passed by the lale General Assembly of Norlh Carolina.

Sec. 1. Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the
State of Noith Carolina, and it s hereby enacted by the
authority of the same, That it shall be lawful for any
citizen of this State to file his or her petition in the
Court of Pleas and Quarter Sessiong, of the county in
which they reside, to have laid off a Homestead nat ex-
ceeding filty acres, to include the dwelling house, or a
| house and lot in any town, the lot not to exceed two
acres, nor be of a greater value than 500 dollars ;
whereupon the Court shall appoint three frecholders,
who shall lay off and allot to the petitioner, hy metes
and bounds, the said homestead of fifty acres, if he have
so much ; if not, all, or in case the petition be for a
house and lot in town, then two acres including the
dwelling house, by metes and bounds, and return the
same under their hands and seals to the next term of
said Court.

White Sisveq in li'ew York.
The following which we extract from the local column

of the New York Tribune, affords a painful illustration
of the suffirings of the of that eity, and will enable

the reader to contrast their miserable condition with that
of the well-clothed, well-fed, well-protected, secure, happy
and contented slaves of the South : :

“T'wo Cents Ar1ecE FOR MAkNG MEN's Oars.—Our
attention has been recently called to several cases of ex-
treme suffering. A few days since the Superintendent
of the House of industry, in visiting among the poor
children of his charge, called upon onc widow wowan,
Mrs. G., who then lived at No. 10 Mulberry street.—
She has too fine little girls, who attend the House Scheol.
Attention was particularly called to their circumstances
by the mother applying for aid to pay her rent. She
bad disposed of every article of household furniture that
could be pledged to eke ont a miserable existenee and
keep her little family together. “ We found ber,” said
the visitor, “hard at work, making boys’ black loth
caps, ~ pmed with braid, and bow, and buttons, lined,
with giized muslio, and wash-leather, and with patent-
leather front ; for the making and pressing of which she
received two shill:ngs per dozen, or two cents apiece.—
1 did not believe it, and asked to see ber pass-book. Tt
was true.”” “In good times,” she said, “ I used to get
three and sixpence a dozen, but now the price is redu-
ced!” Save us from such grasping tradesmen, and from
the necessity that makes families dependent upon them !
She bad pledged the bed from under herself and children,
the frock from off her back ; and by close application,
working from carly light till dark (she could not afford
a candle,) with such assistance as we could give her in
the way of bread, she had laid away the money for her
rent, just due. ‘I'o add a little to her store, she Fad re-
ceived another woman into her room as a lodger.

After a week had passed, her lodger ran away, and
carried with her all the poor widow’s hard earned rent,
and she could find no trace of the thief. The agent was
innexorable, and though a sober, honest woman, told
her she must go out unless the rent was paid. What
could she do ? If turned out here she had no means to
pay the “advance” (as rent in advance is termed) in
another house. 'T'o go into the street for the night was
misery, and to sleep with her little girls in the Station
House was almost certain death to them. In
her extremity she applied to her friends ut the ilouse of
industry. * Please to lend me three dollars, and I +will
strive and repay as fast as I can” How long would
the poor mother strive to spare three dollars out of such
wages? With all her exertions she conld barely earn
ten shillings per week! Her rent was paid, her children
schooled, fed and clothed from the House of Industy,
and an honest woman is aided in her efforts to keep her
self and children from becoming paupers. The specimen
cap is in possession of the Superintendant. This is but
one of many cases of hard vissage destitution that come
to them daily. Have any of our readers a dollar to send
to aid in relief of such well-authenticated cases of need ?
Or perhaps somcbody has a dollar to give to the liberal
tradesman who pays two cents apice for muking caps!”

‘Was ever a Southern slave reduced to the extremity
of this poor white mother of * two fine little girls ?"—
Is it within the range of posuibility that even the most
helpless and worthless slave that ever had a master
could be placed in such a desperate, cruel, heagt-crushing
condition? Certainly not. And yet the editor of the
Tribune, that prince of abelition philanthropists, ex-
claims, “ Save us from such grasping tradesmen, and
from the necessity that makes famailies dependent on them.”
Aye, the necessety that makes familes dependent upon
them. If he was half the philosopher that be pretends
to be, he would know that wherever the institution of
slavery does not exist, the necessity which he deplores
must exist.  In every community menial and inferior la-
bor must be performed. o frec communitics the poor
are forced to perform it for such wages as will barely
sustain lile. In the free States capital and labor have
no identity of interest, but, on the contrary, arc antago-
nistic. At the South labor and capital are identified,
and interest and humanity ge hand in hand to promote
the security, protection and huppiness of those who sup-
ply the place of the inferior laboring classes.

Mere charity cannot relieve the wants of the thou-
sands of poor shirt-makers and cap-makers ot New
York, who are wearing their lives ont in misery, and
bunger, and rags, and shame, for the mere crust that
keeps body and soul scarcely together, or Southern be-
nevolence might be invoked for their aid. We would
ask for she name of the “grasping tradesman” who
pays the poor widow two cents apicee for making his
caps. But, as Lockaday says, “ human nature i3 hu-
man natare,” the merchants of the Sonth have no inter-
est in the labor of the North, and in all probability ihe
knowledge of the fact that the 'I'ribune’s cap-man gets
his caps made for two cents apiece, which would epable
him to sell cheaper than the manufaeturer who pays bet-
ter wages, would only secure for him a larger share of
the trade. We repeat, human nature is the sime the
world over, and the philosopher who does not make self-
interest and common sense the basis of his philanthropy,
must continue to theorize and speculate in vain for the
amelioration of human society.— Sav. Ev. News.

From the Floridian and Journal, Mareh 5.
Indlans net all Goue.

The editor of the Bainbridge Argus, who was at
Apalachicola, when the steamer Magnolia touched at
that place with Col. Rector and his emigrating Semi-
noles on board, says that the Indians accompanying
Col. Rector comprise the entire remnant of Billy Bow-
legs’ tribe in Florida ; but that Sam Jones’ tribe, num-
bering about fifty, anly fifteen of whom might be termed
warriors, could cot be induced to emigraté in consequence
of the misrepresentations of unprincipled white settlers
who desired them to remain. The Argus says:

““ There were twenty-five warriors in the company in
charge of Col. Rector, each of whom is paid by "the
general government, as an inducement for him to emi-
grate, five bundred dollars—the women and chiidren are
paid, each, one hundred dollars. "They get in the coun-
try West twenty-five thousand dollars annually, to be
divided among the entire number, which is about two
thousand. They also have their cabins built for them,
clothing and provisions furnished for one year, and are
supplied with agricultural and blacksmith tools.”

We have received a letter from the Hon. T'heo. Bis-
gell, dated Miami, Dade co., Feb. 14th, in which the
writer speaks of the dispositions of the Indians refusing
to emigrate. 'The letter was written before Col. Rector
had succeeded in persuading the party to emigrate which
left on the Magnolia. Mr. Bissell says :

“ The Indians are lere in considerable numbers, per-
fectly friendly. The agent has been hicre and found
them so determined rotb to emigrate, that he has ¢iven
up the task as perfectly hopeless, and will dircet all his
efforts to the Tallahassees on the western coast, who he
thinks may be pursuaded to go.

“There has lately been a wreck ncar Japiter, of a
ship fitted out as a slaver in New Orleans for the coast
of Africa, at which the Indians were the principal
wreckers, and they have received a benelib such as they
never betore have had. They now have an abundance
of ammunition, provisions, liquors, &c., &c. They ap-
pear to be peaceably disposed, bring in a plenty of game
are cheerful and apparently friendly, but say that they
never will emigrate.

A Brier Histrory o Four Bank Crerks.—A
writer in the New York Tribune states that in the win-
ter of 1854-'5, four young bank clerks used to meet for
euchre playing alternately at their residences in : Brook-
line.

The captain of the vessel, the passage money being paid,
regarded him simply as so much live freight, and carried
him against his wil{, it seems. He, in return, brings an
action against the captain for twenty thousand dollars
damages in the United States Court, it having jurisdic-
tion in all cases of offences on the high seas. The charge
of the judge is strong and clear. He considers it a case
for “exemplary damages.” It is of the last importance
that masters and agents of ships should learn that what-
ever be the power that, in moments of popular excite-
ment, illegal bodies may usurp and for a time exercise,
and however important the local laws of a State fmay
temporarily be fourd, yet on American vessels on the
high seas the laws of the United States are still supreme
that the power of vigilance committees and similar bo-
dies stops at least with the shore.

We hear that the defendants have carried the case up
to the United States circuit court, and will finally carry
it, if necessary, to the Supreme Court; but it s diffi-
cult to ceive on what grounds it can be expected
that such a decision will be set aside.—Ledger.
