The called meeting of the Stockholders, held for the
purpose of taking into consideration the act passed by
the last General Assembly with reference to said Com-
pany, convened Tuesday forenoon at the Court House, Dr.
F. J. Hill was called to the Chair, and Henry A. Lon-
dqn, Esq., of Pittsboro’, and Don. McRae, Esq., of Wil-
mington, appointed Secretaries, and the Secretaries re-
ruested to act as a Committee on stock. to verify proxies
and ascertain the amount represented.

After some discussion, a committee of nine was ap-
pointed to take into consideration all matters before the
stockholders, and report at an adjourned . mecting to he
held at 4 o’clock this afternoon.

The committee consists of Col. John McRae, Wm.
A. Wright, John II. Haughton, Col. A. S. McNeills
John D. Williams, H. A. London, N. N. Nixon. Dr.
J. McKay, Dr. A. J. DeRosset.

The meeting adjourned until 4 o'clock, p. m.

The Stockholders re-assembled pursuant to adjonrment
in the Court House at 4 o'clock Tuesday afternoon,
when a report was presented by the committee of nine.
'I'his report was embodied in two resolutions, the first
accepting the provisions of the recent aet of the Legis-
lature, and the second expressing the opinion that the
[ egislature of North Carolina ought to provide for tha
payment of certain debts of the Company.

Pending the vote on these resolutions Dr. ¥..J. Hill
made some pertinent and sensible remarks in explana-
tion of the course he was about to adopt in voting for
the acceptance of the bill. It was really the best, if
not the only thing that could he done under the eircun-
stances.

In reply to some remarks made incidentally by Dr.
iTill, Governor Ellis availed himself of the opportunity
to sfate candidly the course which be should pursue in
the event of the rejection of the terms of this act by

-the Company. In any event, should there be a sale, he
would be a bidder on behalf of the State. To this the
ronsent of the Stockholders would not be required.—

By Hiz Excclleney, Governor Ellis, arrived here on
yesterday evening's train from Goldsboro’, his business
being to personally represent the intcrest of the State
in the Cape Fear and Deep River Navigation, at the
meeting of the Company to be held here to-day.

The welcome extended to Governor Ellis was almost
improptu, but if it wanted anything in formal arrange-
ment, it more than made it up in warmth and sincerity.
Geperal Cowan and staff met the down train some
distance up the road and accompanied the Governor to
town, where he was Tt by our three Military Com-
panies and by a large concourse of citizens, who escorted
him to his quarters at the Carolina Hotel.

Asa North Carolinian
he had always fclt a pride in the energy of the people of
Wilmington—had always rejoiced in their prosperity,
and voted for every measure calculated to promote their
commercial interests, and this not for Wilmington alone,
but for North Carolina, lor he looked upon Wilmington
as one of the most powerful agencies to be employed in
furthering the growth and improvement of the whole
State,—in developing and sustaining a truc North Caro-
lina spirit.

Drar Sir : Your favor of the 20th ult., enclosing a |

letter of introduction from my brother, received to-day.
I will with pleasure reply to the (ucstions you propound
relative to our State, and you can rely upon the answers
given, being the result of several years’ experience of a
number of our most respectable and intelligent ranche-
TOS.

Question 1.—How is the business of raisinig stock con-
ducted, and what portion of Texas is best snited to the
business ?

Answer.—The manner of conducting a rancho is very
simple : all that is necessary is, to build your corral, or
pen, employ a competent man to superintend your stock,
and one or more vuqueros, or herders, to remain with the
cattle Juring the day, aad drive them to the pen at
night. Mexicans are our best vaqueros, and can be
employed at from eight to ten dollurs per month, and ra-
tions—a total cost of abont one hundred and fifty dol-
lars per annum, each. 'The conutry between the Nue-
ces river and the Rio Grande is admitted by all to be
the best portion of Texas for stock raising. Our stock
is fat all the year ; in fact, until recently, it was not con-
sidered fit for anything but stock ; the experiments last
year, however, have proven its adaptation to the culture
of Sea Island cotton, and it is now attracting the atten-
tion of agriculturalists as well as stock raigers. Last
year the yield per acre was from 500 to 1000 pounds of
seed cotton, valued in New York at 45c¢. per pound,
ginned.

Question 2.—In what does the profit consist in the
buginess of raising sheep ? In the wool pfroduced, or in
the increase ?

I reply, both in the wool produced and the inerease in
stock. 1 have conversed to-day with several gentlemen,
upon whom I can rely in regard to sheep, and find the
following to be the result : with proper care and atten-
tion, the increase is double, or onc hundred per cent. A
gentleman who resides in this county, says his flock has
doubled the last two years, and netted him in wool $1
per head. This s improved stock. Common Mexican
shceP can be purchased at from $1.25 to 51 50 per

, and yield 114 to 2 lbs. weol per annum—worth in
New York, uowashed, 12!, to 14 cents. When im-
proved, the hall-breeds preduce about 314 to 4 Ibs. wool
each—worth in New York, unwashed, 27 to 31 cents.
Ingrovcd sheep are worth from $2 to $4 per head, but
difficult to get. Would advise persons desirous of in-
vesting in this kind of stock to purchase Mexican sheep,
and bring with them some fine bucks—Southdown or
Merino—the latter preferable for wool, the former for
mutton. Also, a few blooded ones.

Question 3.—How much does it cost to stock a ran-
cho with 1,000 or 1,500 head of cattle?

Answer.—Stock cattle are worth from $6 to $7 per
head. The cost of improvements would be in propor-
tion of course, to the improvement made. All that is
absolutely necessary for a commencement is your corral,
and a sufficient number of “ cow ponies’ for your va-
queros or herders. Probably $500 would be sufficient
outlay to commence a rancho, independent, of course, of
your stock and land. In to the quantity of land

for 1000 head of cattle, it is not material. 1
suppose about 1000 au'eswouldbeafnirgeroporﬁon;
but the country is at present open, and cattle graze all
over it. I would, however, advise the purchase of as
much land as possible ; it is rapidly enhancing in value,
and the investment would pay well. It can be pur-

a case of chills and fever to originate in this place. In
the interior they haw‘mﬁﬂﬂhﬁand fever ; but
nothing to compare with North ina. In 1854 we

had a few cases of yellow fever, brought from New Or-
leans ; but it was confined to a certain locality, and did
not spread generally throughout the city. This past
summer, a8 you are aware, it was very fatal in New
Orleans, and prevailed to a great extent in all the Coast
towns of Texas, this place, Matagorda and Lavaca ex-
cepted. We established a rigid quarantine, and T am
satisfied have no cause to fear yellow fever, if these laws
are rigidly enforced. Our city remained healthy all
summer. We have now a population of about 1500,
and increasing. Many familes are induced to move here
on account of health. Our society is good—cannot be
surpassed, in proportion to number, for intelligence and
morality. We bhave a Methodist, Presbyterian and
Catholic church, and good schools. In a word, every
thing in a social way to render it desirable as a place of
residence. '

I'he business here at present is quite small, but in-
creasing, and will. as soon as the channel is deepened,
increase, o as to become an important commercial point ;
all the produce from the border States in Mexico, to-
gether with the products of the extensive mining opera-
lions in that country, must, as soon as we have a suffi-
cient depth of water, pass through here. A company
have the deepening of this channel under contract, and
are now at work. At present we have six feet of water
to our wharves, and it is to be deepened to nine feet.—
By examining the map, you will at once see that this is
the nearest scaport to the section of Mexico above men-
tioned. We have a tri-weekly mail to New Orleans,
and semi-weekly mails to five different points on the Rio
Grande—time from New Orleans, about four days.

You will find the present season of the year a pleas-
ant time in which to visit our State, and to examine
thoroughly Western T'exas. This is a favorable point
to start from ; it is almost the extreme Western portion
of the State, and here you can purchase horses and ex-
plore the country east. I would advise you to go to
New Orleans, take the steamer from thence to Galves-
ton and Saluria ; from the latter place by stage along
the beach to St. Josephs—time seven hours—and from
thence by sail vessel, in three hours, to this place, where

I shall be pleased to meet you and aid you in exploring
the country.

In regard to * loss by theft and disregard of law and
order,” permit me to say a word : I am aware that many
in the older States look upon the citizens of Texas as a
lawless, desperate people ; but it is a great mistake. |
have resided here over five years, am thoroughly ac-
quainted with the people and their habits, and feel no
hesitancy in saying that 1 have never found a people in
my life who are more law abiding, and, as I before re-
marked, more intelligent than our rancheros. 1 have
served on several grand juries, and there is less crime
here, I venture to say, than in North Carolina. 1 do
not think there have been over ten or twelve indictments
for stealing stock since 1 have been here, and those were
trivial cases. It is true that we have in this country,
like all others, occasionally a straggling vagabond, but
such characters cannot long remain in a community like
this. Stock raising is the business of the country, and
associations have been formed for mutual proteetion ;
these associations meet quarterly, and one duty incum-
bent upon each member is, that the interests and stock
ol his fellows in his range shall be protected ; and it is
furtber obligatory on each to report all supicious char-
acters roaming through the country, at every meeting of
the association. This organization has rid the conutry
of all such characters.

I have neglected to answer your Tth question :—
“ Where do those in the sheep and cattle find a market
for their stock, and how mueh do the different Kinds of
animals sell for 2"

We have buyers from New Orleans and Missonri.—
Four-year-old beeves are worth at the pens $15 to $18;
three-year-old, $17 to $15.  Should you ship them to
New Orleans, 1 refer you to the Price Current of that
city for prices. Quite a number of our rancheros have
driven to Missouri and Illinois, and have realized hand-
some profits.

I conclude this hastily written reply, by referring you
to the annexed statement or table of increase of 100
cows and calves for ten years, by “ Ranchero.” It is
considered here, by all the intelligent stock raisers, as
being correct and the result of their experience.

I am frequently called upon to answer interrogatories
similar to those propounded ; and for the information of
my friends and others in North Carolina, who wish to
learn something in regard to Texas, 1 have concluded
to publish my letter in our home paper, and send you a
few copies of the same.

I am personally known to many in North Carolina,
and should be pleased to have them vieit, and if suited,
locate in this section of country. We have now quite a
number, one from the Sound, near Wilmington. His
old friends would hardly recognize him in his comforta-
ble home, with a fine ficld, upon which he made a good
crop last year, (his first in the country,) and his herds of
cattle increasing and growing up around him. Hoping
