JSisThe Northern papers publish rather fuller details
of the news by the steamship Nova.

Having married an Italian Princess,
he is regarded as the head of the Italian anti-Austri- an

party in France- -

It is said that PrincejJNapoleon docs not ask that
France should intervene in Italy, but that she should in-

terfere in case of Austria's doing so. The Austrian in-

tervention complained of is in Central Italy, known as
the Duchies, and also in the Territories of the Pope.
Austria, or the Imperial House of Austria, asserts a re-

versionary right in at least two of the Duchies Tus
cany and Parma the ducal families being branches of
the imperial family of Austria.
