From the New York Herald, April 6.
Scitiement of the Paragusyan Lifficultles.

| The British brig Ann MeKean, Captain Richey, Has
arrived at this port from Pernambuco, whence she sail-
ed on the 10th ult.

She brings us very important news—no less than the
actual settlement of the difficulty with Paraguay.

The packet Apa arrived at Pernambuco on the 4th
ult. from southern ports. ‘T'he dutes which she brought
from Montevideo reach to the 16th of February, seven-
teen days later than our previous advices.

The Apa was bearer of the important intelligence
that the question recently pending between the United
States and the republic of Paraguay has been peacefully
arranged.  Although this resnlt was geverally expected,
it ought not, for this reason, to be received with less
sttisfaction ; because there is pothing more important
than the triumph of the pacific means so opportunely
employed, or more to the credit of the civilization of the
age in which we live.

The lollowing communicition from Gen. Urquiza ad-
dressed to the goveroment of the Argentive Conledera- |
tion, dated the 5th of February, gives a complete ae-
count of the event to which we refer : |
To TaE Most ExCELLENT NaTIoNAL GOVERNMENT :

On returping from Asuncion, 1 proceed o fulfii my
duty in giving the most exeellent pnational government
an acconut of the fulfilment and resu't uf the iission
with which I was intrusted, and conceruing which your
excelleney thought proper to autherize me in consequence
of the note which I directed o yon under date of the 10th

January.

I dedicated my best efforts from the earliest moment
to remove from the mind of President Lopez the appre-
hension and alarm produced by intentional reports and
sinister declamations on the part of a eertain portion of
the press. 'T'he government of Paragnay wus decidedly
rezolved to muke a heroie resistance ; a consilerable con-
centration of military and warlike elements hiad been
prepared to defend to the very utmost degree the dignity
of the country. .

The immense power ol the Ameriean Union would en-
counter the foree ol a people and a goverument prond of
their pational powers. I may be permitted to express
to your excellency that the aspect of that war profound-
ly offected my beart; 1 trembled for the desting
of the innoecent people ; 1 tremble for the future of these
new born countries in political life and in the progress
of commerce and industry, thus to be disturbed by an in-
ternational war.

From the U. 8, Economist,
War Effects.

The war question in_ is apt to be as
having no vgr_y direct M inﬁu%ma mtﬂr-
ests of the United States, but the fact, on investigation,

t:_m;yn to beEqnite ohﬂ:wiaa, since the state Of‘::
airs in Western Europe has changed materially in
forty-four that has elapsed since the peace of 1815.

In that period the consumption of food and of articles
of pecessity have become much greater out the
continent. Those who had been engaged in war became
artisans, and the general well being so increased, that
not only has more food been demanded, but the ability
to pay for it bas increased. It has resulted  that. those
countries, France and England in particular, which had
been exporters of food became importers, so much so,
that a good harvest only lessens the demand for

aid in that respect. The t improvements that have
taken place in agriculture have only served to moderate
the movement. It has resulted that the demand upon_
the most fertile agricultural section has become apnually
greater and mutual intercourse more important. The
fertile soil of Italy and Southern Germany has been more
depended upon for grain, and Sardinia has found a large
customer in France for her grain. The other states of
Italy are also greatly improved in their commerce, not-

withstanding the adverse influence of bad government.

The two last are Austrian Italy, and all form what
threatens to be the theatre of war. That whole region
of country has more or less contributed to the indispen-
sable supplies of silk and grain which the growing wauts
of Europe require. Italy hus beep ravaged in modern
times more than any other country by hostile armies,
but its inexhaustible fertility has always restored its
prosperity. The last forty years, more particularly, has
cnabled it to develop its materinl resources. Sardinia
in particular, has exported, among other articles, as fol-
lows, according to the last annual returns :

The whole value of Sardinian exporis is composed of
agriciltural products, us is also that of the other states
of Italy. The failure of the silk crops within the last
two o1 three years has been the cause of a great rise in
the value of the article, and of the large amount of silver
to pay for China silks as a substitute. Should these
states be once more given over to the ravages of con-
tending armies, the effect will be far greater upon the
rest of Europe than in former years, when the indomita-
ble Messina beld Genoa against Melas, until the meshes
of Napoleon had bad enveloped the whole Austrian
army. Agricaltural operations must be suspended not
ooly by reason of the actual waste caused by the armies,
but by the fear of loss, and what those nations have been
in the habit of supplying to Western Europe will be
demanded of the United States, in addition to the sup-
plies necessary for large army operations there. One of
the most lucrative trades of New York and New Eog-
land in 1809 to 1814, was supplying breadstufls to Spain
and Portugal for feeding Q'ellingtou’s troops. The
Erie Canal was not then open,and the demand for wheat
fell upon the New York counties. It wps ground at
different points on the North River for shipment. In
illustration, we may take from official sourees the quan-
tity of flour exported to Spain and Portugal, with the
aggregate value of the exports to other countries, and
the price of flour in the United States :

'This immense trade sprang up as Spain and Porta-
gal became exhausted by war, and the British armies
required to be fed by American produee, W ellington
and his officers speculated largely in the profits of the
trade. In the last year of the war, nearly 1,000,000 bbls.
of flour were sent there, at a value of $9,000,000. This
was a large guantity, considering the resources wheoce
to derive it at that time. It was also the case that
Spain having but little intercourse with her colonies,
the United States derived large profits from the carry-
ing trude with all the West Indies and South America.

A war now between the great powers of Earope not
only threatens greater devastation, but also greater
wants. The Knglish, Spanieh, and Portugese armies,
a. that time, were under 100,000 men. The question
now is of 2,000,800 men under arms to devastate fields
on which 30,000,000 souls depend for food.  T'he navies
of Fraoee and England will doubtless keep the seas
open, and the American flag may make itsell respected,
notwithstanding the evident dispesition of our nav:l
officers to fraternise with the English whenever the lat-
ter insuit our flag, as in the recvnt cases of the search in
the West Indies, in which cas¢ the Awerican markets
may continue cpen.  The Unpited States trade with the
Italian States now is as follows :

Tt s uot oniy in Italy, however, although that is
looked upon as the seat of the possible war, that pro-
duction will be checked. Russian operations in the
Danubian provinces, whicl. supply much grain, may in-
terlere with their supplies, and the immense wants that
bave been developed 1a Ecrope at the present day come
to depend more than ever upon American resources. In
such a state of affairs, the West will profit far more
largely than did New England and the middle States in
the oid war.
