The Quaker City brings the Vera Croz mails of the
I1st instant, containing highly important news. It ap-
pears that Miramon, on the 18th March, appeared before
Vera Crnz with his advance guard of about three hun-
dred men.

After reconnoitering the defcnce of the preparations
be fell back upon the main body of his army then en-
camped at Mediline, nine miles from the city. The
women and children of the city had been transferred to
the shipping, in view of an approaching attack.

In the mean time Miramon sent a force of 1,200 to
take the town of Alvarado, but finding proper prepara-
tions there to give them a warm reception, these also re-
turned to the main camp without making an attack.

Miramen, finding himself outgeneralled at all points,
broke up his camp on the 27th, and commenced a retreat
on the capital ; with what result had not transpired ut
Vera Cruz when the Quaker City left. It could hardly
be supposed that his retreat would be without serious
obstacles, as Gen. Ampudia, with a large foree, was be-
hind him (at the National Bridge, it was helieved) to
cut bim off.

The latest advices from the capital state that General
Degollado was at ‘I'ncubaya with 4,000 men. Other
bodies of liberal troops had surrounded the capital, which
it was expected, would soon surrender. '

Minister McLane arrived at Vera Cruz on the first of
April, amid great rejoicings in conscquence of his arri-
val, and the retreat of Miramon.
