It needs not that I should
speak to you of his character and public service, , They
are a part of the history of this great country, and as
we value that country, so will we value his services in
its behalf. It has been said of a distinguished Marsbal
of France, that he fought 500 battles tor his country,
and never one against it. So may we say of the illus-

trious Chief Magistrate who stands before you, that he
has fought one hundred political battles for his country,
and never one against it. Let those forget those battles
who can, but never can the bosom of a North Carolin-
ian cease to pulsate at the remembrance of them. His
efforts for the good of the country has only been circum-
scribed by the Constitution and the Union, limits be-

yond which no true pariot dare go. At the close of
half a century of public life, we can sincerely congratu-
late him on its results ; and to-da- y, while Europe is
struggling in the smoke of war with her millions of sol-

diers, we assemble in peace to pour forth the grateful
tribute of a people, in token of their recognition of these
results. Cheers

President Buchanan replied : I reciprocate with all
my heart the cordial welcome I have just received from
the citizens of North Carolina. I have long contem-
plated a visit to your great and fruitful State, but have
never been able to do so till now. I must have come
now or not at all, for at the age I will have attained
when my term shall have ended, and when I shall go in-

to retirement, is that at which man is warned to remain
at rest and prepare for that great event which must over-
take us all. I have alwavs admired this State. ' It i3
truly conservative, and while the fire of liberty burns as
brightly in the bosoms of North Carolinians as in the
hearts of any of the inhabitants of this Union, the love
of law and order is equally prevalent.

Liberty, as cherished by all part ies in North Caro-
lina, becomes a great civil blessing, unmixed, as it is,
with lawlessness, which would make it prove a curse.
The Governor had spoken of him as a supporter of the
Constitution and the Union, and he had spoken truly.
I ever expect to be. As long as this great charier of
liberty remains unimpaired, we shall be the greatest aud
the happiest people in the world. But let it be batter-
ed, we become the scorn of the world and the hope of
tyrants. Thank God, there is no danger to it from
North Carolina, for while she may have had her differ-

ences in politics, she has never wavered on the great
question ot the Constitution. (Loud and prolouged
cheers.) God bless the old North State. (Cheers.)

Louis Napolt-Oii-, &c.

Boston, June 3. In reference to the report that in
the event o' the French crossing the Ticino, the Aus-
trians will march direct to Paris, the Loudon Post com-
ments as follows :

" People could not see why the Austrians went no
further than Piedmont. Her object was to commit
France by proceedings involving her with Europe.
The falliug back of the Austriau Generals permits ot
the same explanation. Possibly Louis Napoleon's hes-
itation refers to a knowledge of the enemy's policy.

" Napoleon III. is an obtruder in the el ler royalty,
and his ambition being hurtful to peace, his recent con-
duct seems to reveal the worst prejudices agaiust his des-

potism, rendering him doubly dangerous. The other
despots may, therefore, combine against him. It is
natural that England should join them if the scenes of
1814-1- 5 were to be repeated.''

Despatches have been received at the State Depart-
ment from our Ministers at London, France, and Spain.
Mr. Dallas states that great activity prevails in Eng-
land throughout ali the various departments, and war-
like preparations ot immense magnitude are being prose-
cuted with vigor and urgency. Never, he says, were
such preparations made by any Power as is now going
on. Everything that can Uoat upon water is now un-

dergoing repair, and will soon be in readiness for active
service. Unparalleled activity prevails in the dockyards.
Mr. Mason says that the Emperor has a stronger hold
upon the affections of the people of France than he ever
had before, and they evince a determination to stand by
him at all hazards, and prosecute the war to the bitter
end.

"What we said was that no par-tiza- n

should al'ow his personal predilections to carry

Lim so far before a nomination as to render his support

of a probable nominee ungracious, and his advocacy in-

effectual. This does not justify the inference which the

Observer seeks to draw, that we avow the doctrine that
Democrats ought not to object to Democrats as candi-

dates for any cause. "We pass over its snobbish sneer

at the personal character of Democrats, contained in its

remark that " everybody knows how little the party

halts at men, however bad their personal character."
This thing requires only to be quoted that it may be

reprobated and stamped as it deserves.

But to turn to Mr. Letcher. In years gone by that

The Fayctterllle Carolinian.
We do not wish to keep up any controversy, simply

for the' sake of controversy, and still les3for the desire of

victory over a political friend. Wc shall, therefore, say

very little in reply to the Carolinian of Saturday, fur-

ther than to correct an erroneous deduction which it
draws from some remarks of ours. It says we acsert

that any number, no matter how small a minority it be,

has an undeniable right to call a convention at their
option that every second man would be allowed to call
a convention.

Now, our assertion that when any respectable num-

ber of Democrats call for a Convention, that very fact
indicates the existence of such a state of things as ren-

ders the holding of a convention not only expedient but
necessary for healing divisions and preventing their fur-

ther growth, surely does not warrant the conclusion at
which the Carolinian arrives. Indeed, our original re-

Mere faction i3 of course another
thing. These things do not necessarily, nor indeed at
all, imply hostility to any particular person or persons.
Conventions are meetings of friends, not of enemies ihey
are held to prevent or adjust differences, not to promote
them."

This certainly embodies no such foolishness or factious-

ness as the Carolinian attributes to us.
We will not argue over the tone adopted towards us

by the Carolininn. Let that pass. We wish to revive
no hard feelings, and are fully prepared to believe that the
articles of the Carolinian displayed more asccrbity of
feeling than the Editors really entertained. We ask
them to look over their files and be their own judges of
their language. They will see that we prefer no ground-

less charge.
Let us say in conclusion, that we have truly desired

throughout to maintain, not simply a tone of moderation,
but also a feeling answering to that tone. That we sin-

cerely deprecate any divisions, and regret that circum-

stance have tended to produce feelings of irritation in
some quarters feelings which may be soothed but can-

not be beaten down.
We assure our cotemporary that nothing is or has

been farther from our feelings than any touch of nnkind-nes- s.

We have simply said what justice to ourselves
and to our views of right demanded. We have done so

mildly and moderately, and must let our statement speak
for itself, without any attempt to bolster it up or to
withdraw from it.

Letter from Genoa. Accurate descriptions of
Italy, by tourists who are now actually in that country,
possess unusual interest at present. The following let-

ter, which we have permission to print, was written by
a Philadelphian lady now in Genoa. It gives a lively
view of the recent revolution in Tuscany. Phil. Press.

Genoa, May 1, 1859.
Bear ;

The war news was so threatening that we agreed to
abandon the Venice trip, and at last left Rome, having
engaged passage by steamer from Civita Tecchia to
Leghorn, with the refusal of our bertha to this place, in
tending to learn at Leghorn the real state of the coud

l.nf1 accordingly. JSr!:ed that Tuscany was in such a state
it would not be pleasant traveling there, so we contin-
ued on. Yesterday morning we arrived off Leghorn,
and behold, the Tuscan custom house officers boarded us
under the Sardinian colors. nihe Duke had been re-

quested to abdicate, hud c. nsidered, and consented too
late. He was obliged to fly. At four o'clock on Wed-
nesday afternoon the officers and soldiers in Florence
were rushing about embracing and kissing, the stores
were closed, and enthusiastic shopkeepers engaged in or-

namenting themselves and friends with the colors of Sar-
dinia. Ladies drove in the casino dressed in magnifi-
cent silks of three lines, with hats and parasols in uni-

form. At Leghorn I went on shore to see what was
decorated with green, red aud white. Yesterday, while
we were still in port, tbere'was a great excitement A
steamer was taking volunteers on board, and the crowd
on her decks were shouting in answer to the cheers of
their countrymen on the quays. Here, in Genoa, we
have an opportunity that few persons possess. The city
is full of troops. The French are arriving from all di-

rections, by land over Mount Cenis, and by water from
Toulon and from Algeria. To-da- y I saw four regiments
march on to the ground and pitch their tents. At every
turn one meets companies of Zouaves, drilling, eating,
lounging and smoking. I uever in my life saw such
gaunt, grim, dark faces as those of the Zouaves from Al-

giers, the " original " African regiment. It is impossi-
ble not to catch the excitement of the hour. I want to
enlist myself. SALLIE.

Louis Napoleon.

When he was twenty years old (says the N. Y. News)
wrote a very remarkable work, entitled " Politicall and
Military Reflections on the Swiss Confederation." It
attracted much attention, so much that the Government
of Thurgovia, (Switzerland) soon after its publication,
bestowed upon him the right of citizenship in that can-
ton. He returned thanks in the following letter, which,
takeu in connection with his subsequent career, will give
us an insight iuto the true character of this remarkable
man :

44 Arenenbuko, May 15, 1830.
Sir I accept the rights of a citizen of I hurgovia

with the greatest pleasure, I am glad that a new tie
binds me to that country which, for sixteen years, has
extended to us the most generous hospitallity. My po
sition as an exile renders me doubly sensible to the in
terest you show me. As a Frenchman and as a Bona--
part I am proud or being the citizen of a free coux
TRY."

In 1834 he published a work on Artillery, for the use
of the Swiss troops. For this he was made a Captain
oi Artillery, in nis acKnowieagments ne savs :

" I am proud of being numbered among the defenders
of a State in which the sovereignty of the people is con
sidered as the basis of the Constitution, and where

. .
every

icuizen is reaay 10 sacrince nnnseu ior me liberty and

independence of his country."
But the most singular statement, in view of the pres-

ent charge of despot and tyrant made against him, is
contained in the ioilowing letter :

" Aeenenburg, Jan. 30, 1835.
" As to my position, believe me, I understand it fully,

although it is very eomplicated. I feel
.

that, as yet, I11 1 A. I - Iam oniy Known ny my name, not Dy my aeeas. l am
an aristocrat by birth, a democrat by nature and by
opinion, l owe ail to mneruance ana acquire every-
thing from election. Courted by some for my name, by
others for my title taxed with personal ambition as
soon as I step beyond my accustomed sphere accused
of apathy and indifference if I remain quiet in short,
inspiring both liberals and absolutists with fear because
of the influence of my name, I have uo political friends
but among those who, accustomed to the caprices of tor--

tune, think that, by some chance, I may one day be use
ful. It is because 1 see all the difficulties that would
impede my progress in the beginning of t.ny career that
I have made it a rule to follow the impulses of my heart,
my reason and my conscience, and never to regard any
consideration of secondary importance when I believe
that I am acting for the general interest ; in short, to
walk in a straight line without heeding all the difficul
ties that obstruct my path."

He was twenty-seve- n years of age when those lines
(the language almost of prophesy) were "penned. Taken
in connection with his present position this letter shows
that even at that time he had an appreciation of his
coming destiny, and anticipated, as it were, by inspira- -

Change of Details.

We are requested to state that official notice has been
given by the Prussian Post Office Department that in
consequence of the war in Europe every communication
between Trieste and foreign ports has been interrupted.
Therefore, neither letters for the Ionian Islands, Malta,
Greece, Turkey, Levant, Egypt, the Indies, China and
Australia, nor for Sardinia, can in future be forwarded
to their destination, via Prussia and Austria, in the
United States and Prussian closed mails, but should be
sent either in the British or French mail.

Bat letters for Bosnia, Seryia, Moldavia, Walfachia,
Rutachuck, Seres, Salonica, Sophia, Adrianople, and
Constantinople may be forwarded, as formerly, in the
Prussian closed mail.

Postmaster? should be careful to observe the above
change of regulation and collect postage accordingly.
