With several others, he
was engaged in putting across the large cable upon which
ho is to cross the river. The end of the cable was fas-
tened to the end of the seven-eighth- s inch rope (already
urross) on the American side and machinery attached
lit the other end of the latter on the Canada side. The
in:ill rope was used to draw the large one over. When

llie large cable had been drawn within two hundred feet
i l the- - bank it was feared that the small rope would
i.i it prove str&ng enough to taka it to land. Had the
rope broken, all the previous labor in getting the first one
across, would have been thrown away. In this dilemma,
.Mwiis. Blondin attached a cord to his body and went
out on the small rope the distance above named, and,
after attaching another to the cable, descended on a slack-rop- e

to the top of a tree which grows from n2ar
the water's edge. All this wa3 done with the agility of
u squirrel, and with no apparent fear. The cable was
then landed and made secure. During the performance
of this hazardous feat, a large number of spectators look-
ed on in utter amazement. The performance is thought
by those who saw it to be fully as difficult, and attended
with quite as much danger, as tc walk across on the
large cable. Those who witnessed it, and have been
more or less skeptical, now give up. They have no
doubt of his ability to walk from bank to bank eleven
hundred feet.

" Hundreds of people daily visit the grounds at each
end of the cable to witness the progress of the work.
The guys are now being fastened. To do this, Mons. B.
