phere becomes more dense on approaching the earth, th
centrifugal power would assert its ascendency, and in which
case the body would, before reaching our globe, diffuse or
separate many of its atoms, a3 the fall of all largo meteoric
bodies shows. Now, why Bhould not similar results take
place in the sea of vacuo, I do not pretend to answer, nor
have I read any author who has more than hinted at the
subject.

Some of my own views on scientific subjects, I am sure,
do not coincide with those advanced by others, the mere
mention of whose names is frequently taken as a guaranty
for the truths of their assertions. Charlatanism, I am aware,
frequently endeavors to keep the key of the human mind,
and which it is only willing to unlock for the admission of
peculiar notions, suited to its own desires and purposes.
The principles of Science and reason, however, are inate in
it, and are, with due culture, on a fair field, always found
ready to contest and overthrow a wrong principle.

All, I presume, are familiar with what are called meteors
and meteoric bodies. The grandest meteoric display of
which we have any account, appeared on Nov. 13th, 1833,
See Am. ,L,ur. Science, Dec, 1833, and which is yet fresh

in the recollection of many of our citizens. Soon after this
meteoric display, Denison Olmstead, who was for several
years a rebident of our State, and Professor of Chemistry in
the University of North Carolina, but afterwards Professor
of Mathematics and Natural Philosophy in Yale College,
made known his theory of the origin of " shooting stars,"
as they ar sometimes called, claiming that they are " cos-mic- al

bodies, derived from the planetary spaces." Long
before this we had five other theories respecting meteoric
bodies, emanating from expansive philosophical minds :
Wo had the atmospheric, volcanic, planetary, lunar and
nebular hypotheses ; but, while doubting the claims of eith-
er one, singly, as parental to their existence, I am inclined
to believe that nearly all of them aro contributers, while the
lunar principle may be more directly interested than either
of the others in their origin. My reason for entertaining
such an opinion, is simply that the Moon is conceded to bo
without an atmosphere, and bodies or atoms projected from
her volcanos, meeting with no resistance, would continue
their course, in vacuo, attracting smaller bodies or uniting
with larger onesj irom whatever source they come, moving
in the same medium. Hence we have a theory condensed,
and, if admitted, does not the sequence show that a body
removed beyond the influences of attraction and gravity,
cannot return to its Btarting point? But, I maybe asked,
" admitting yourhypothesis, why is it that meteoric bodies
frequently fall to the surface of our earth '(" I have no ob-
jection to the question, and will endeavor to answer it.

Keeping in view the different theories in relation to me-
teoric bodies, it will be observed that noma of these serial
visitors, as is asserted, have been seen on the verge of our
atmosphere, while the gcserality of them are supposed to
move within not less than 2000 miles of its influence. Now,
suppose an aeriolite to be on the verge of our atmosphere,
as has been stated, or entangled in it, would not our globe
(ueing the larger body) have an influence on it, and would
not the laws of attraction and gravitation exert their powers
in bringing it to the earth ! Vide " New American Cyclo- -
