The Charleston Conventlon.

Although the immediate interest of the day is concen-
trated upon the war in Eurepe, still the influence ot‘-the
approaching presidential struggle begins to be sefzmbly
felt, and speculations upon its combinations, to dispute
the columns of the newspapers with the latest news from
the seat of war, or the turn that negotiations may yet
take.

We hardly think that the Convention system as now
organized, and, indeed, as always organized, un-rl as
adopted or acquiesced in by all partics, can be gaid te
fairly represent the party going into Convention. For
instance, as the thing now stands, Massachusctts, that
never gave a Democratic vote in her existence Is
represented in a Democratic Convention just as fully as
Virginia, that never gave any other kind of vote.  Ver-
mont would have her full weight and might perhaps turn
the scale, although the idea conld enter into nobody’s
head that she could ever give an electoral vote for a
Democratic candidate for the presidency.

This will be an element of dissatisfaction in the next
convention. 'When New York, with her motley poli-
{icians and free soil majority, and double-headed delega-
tion comes in to claim three times the power in nomina-
ting a Democratic candidate that is accorded to the true
Democracy of North Carolina, the disproportion, the
impropriety of the thing will be manifest, and it is much
to be feared that the New Yorkers and others from
States that give nothing, but get all, will te the most
boisterous and dictatorial.

These and otber difficulties, of even a more serious

character, are gathering around the next Ih-:uocraticl

(Convention. There are things, baving their origin os-
tensibly in the Kansas-Nebraska legislation, but really
springing from personal vanity and ambition of individ-
uals, which may give us trouble—none that might not
be satisfactorily arranged if such arrangement were re-
ally desired, and if its consummation were not prevented
by the vanity and ambition referred to.

Whether any really cordial fecling can he made to
grow up in the eleven months that are now to intervene
between this time and the meeting of the Democratic
national Convention remains to be seen.  We do not
shut our eyes to the fact that there are obstacles of the
gravest character, but none that are insurmountable.—
These obstacles are interposed by the violent or the in-
trigueing in both sections, These classes of people at
the North have been alrcady able to distract the party—
prostrate its power—force it into a minority—cripple
the administration and embarrass the policy of Mr. Bu-
chanan, by raising the cry of pro-slavery against him.—
These persons, too, have becn professing Democrats, and
some of them men that have in times gone by done good
gervice.

One of the strangest clements of discord has arisen up
before our eyes almost, at the extreme South—at least
that part of the South usually talked of as ““ the Cotton
States.” Men there, formerly acting with the Democrat-
¢ party, assailit with much vehemence—predict its
failure—proclaim its ruin, and contribute their own
efforts to cause their predictions and proclamations to
be verified or carried out. Of these men some are fili-
busterish in their notions, others favor the revival of the
Slave Trade, others are disunionists per se. Their oppo-
gition to the Democracy is founded upon its nationality
—upon its being the only real political cement of the
Union. All of the classes we have enumerated, or nearly
all, are in favor of dissolution, as they see or think they
see that the existence of the Union enterposes an in-
superable barrier to the accomplishment of their several
schemes.  If the Democratic party falls, they think that
the Union will be more likely to follow.

Of all these factious or disturbing elements, North or
South, it must be confessed that the advocates of the re-
vival of the Slave Trade are by far the most logical.—
Without the territorial expansion of the area of slavery,
the political balance, upon which the safety of that in-
stitution depends, must be lost irretrievably—it is al-
mest s0 now. The liberty to expand, without the ele-
ments of expansion, is a mockery. While the North
has open to it the labor markets of the whole world, from
which to draw free labor, the South is prohibited from
importing slave labor, and cannot take possession of new
territories, or cven hold her ground in the frontier slave
States. They see that the chance of a revival of the
Slave Trade is next to nothing under the Union, there-
fore they are disunionists.

But the numerical strength of the disaffected is not
equal to the noise they make, and will become less as
the time draws nearer, and will, we trust, ceasc to be
felt after the adjournmeat of the Charleston Convention.

The Fifth District,

The canvass in the above district waxes warm.—
What the result may be remaius to be seen.  'Whether
the “ Oppositionists " in that district will still adhere to
Mr. Gilmer, spite of his peculiar course in Congress, the
first Thursday in August will show. ‘Therc is this fact
potent, however, that M. Q. Waddell, Esq., a gentleman
of Mr. Gilmer's own party, whe withdrew from the can-
vass two years since for the harmony of that party,
states distinetly that Mr. Gilmer then voluntarily pledg-
ed himself on his honor to Mr. Waddell, that if he, Mr.
Waddell, wished to be a candidate the next time, to wit,
now, that he, Mr. Gilmer, would not be in his way.—
‘We have every reason to believe that Mr. Waddell is
perfectly correct in this statement, that is, that his recol-
lection is perfectly accurate—of course it is out of the
question to suppose that a gentleman occupying Mr.
Waddell’s position would make a statement about a
matter like this, which he did not believe to be true.—
But the circumstances, as we happen to know them,
convince us that Mr. Gilmer actually did make the
pledge or promise referred to by Mr. Waddell.

Mr. Williams, the Democratic candidate in that dis-
trict, bears himself well, and ably advocates the true
Democratic doctrines, without reference to outside influ.
ence. Should Mr. Williams be elected, as we hope he
may, the district will have a representative of which it
will have no cause to be ashamed, but on the contrary, one
of whom it may well be proud. '

The
boy was some thirteen or fourteen years of age.

A weck ago I wrote you, and, if I could write out
now everything that has transpired around me, and a
deseription of everything I have seen, it would fill a large
volume.

T'he road aflords some of the finest views I have any-
where seen in the mountains of Virginia, and these
alone, with no other inducement, would repay the trip.

It is customary, you know, in traveling by stage
through a mountainous country, to do a good deal of
walking. In fact, it has become a sort of habit with
two-thirds of those travelers, and they wi/l walk, wheth-
er it be necessary or not, while with others. it i3 equally
a settled habit to ride,—even when walking would be of
service to them, simply because they "ve paid their way
These latter remind me always of the little boy

was satisfied,

who was met in the road riding a bhard trotting horse
bareback. The little fellow was erying violently, and
on heing asked the cause, stated that the horse’s back
hart him *“ so bad.” +'Then,” said the other, “ you had
better get down and walk a while, and thus relieve and
rest yourself.”  “ No I won’t,” said he, “its a hired
horse, and T'll vide him of 1t kills me.”

In ascending mountains, I invariably walk until I
become fatigued, umess sickness renders such a course
imprudent.  Bat, of all my mountain walks, I capped
the climax on my tripup to the Salt. 1 footed it
from the base of Salt Pond Mountain to the summit, a
distance of six miles by measurement, and, strange to
say, such was the magnificence of the scenery and the
delightfulness of the breeze, that 1 forgot entirely to be-
come fatigued, and continued the stroll the entire dis-
tance.

The “ Salt Pond,” kuown too, and more appropriately,
as the “ Mountain Lake,” is a heautifal sheet of water,
a mile long, a (narter wide, and deep enough to float
half a dozen such ships as the old Pennsylvania, piled
one above the other. In faet, its depth has never been
determined.  As I bave already mentioned that I walk-
ed a six mile aseent to reach it, you will readily imagine
that it is far above the tops of many of the mountains
in the range, and yet those zmmediately surrounding it
rise half a mile above its margin.

The water is, 1 think, the clearest 1 ever saw, and
very cold.  The lake itself is fed from a number of cold,
sweet springs, gashing out from the mountain sides, and
the waters of these retain an icy coldness nearly all day,
even when taken out in buckets.

I walked to the top of Bald Knob Mountain, some
half a mile above the Lake, and the view I there enjoyed
far surpassed anythbing I bad ever before seen.

It was one broad, boundless field of mountains and
valleys far away on every side, as (ar as tue vision could
reach. It wus 4he most magnificent picture of nature
I had cver beheld, and so intensely was I wrapt in ad-
miration, that I could scarcely tear myself away from
the scene.

1 did so, however, and retursing to the Hotel to
breakfast, soon after took stage for Salt Sulphur Springs,
some twenty miles farther on.  This mukes the entire
distance from the Montgomery While to the Sulphur
forty miles. 'The road is a good one, and does great
credit to the Engineer who located it, as well as to the
contractors who did the work. It will be, I have no
doubt, the great thoroughfare of all the stage travelers
through the mountains.  Daily stages are now plying
between this place and the Salt Sulphur, and extra
stages beld in readiness to meet any demand from private
parties.

Every one who reads this letter will, if he follows my
advice, thank me for suggesting that if he travel the
road, at least one day be spent at the Mountain Lake,

The view from Peter’s Mountair, some eight or ten
miles east of the Salt Sulphur, is very fine and very ex-
tensive, and the traveler should by no means pass it by
unnoticed. The best view is obtained some fifty or one
hundred yards below the mountain summit on the Wes-
tern side.

The Salt Sulphur Springs is a sweet place, and I pro-
pose to visit it again, and will then speak more particu-
larly of it.

Here we are having gay times. As I before wrote
you, we have a capital band of music, and that, of itself,
enters largely into the enjoyments of the visitors. In
addition to this, we have a pleasant company, (the
“ stuckups ' not being here,) and one of the best pastry
cooks the whole country can afford. It would do you
good just to eat one of the rolls that are set before “me
night and morning. But I forget—it is unkind of me
to tantalize you. Come up, again I say, and let's enjoy
these good things, and the delicions mountain air and
delightful sulphur water together.

wlars.—A. dispatch from St. Johns, N. B., published
ymtudny,anﬁneeﬂ that the steamship Argo, of the
Galway line, which left New York for Galway via St.
Johns on Thursday, the 23d ult., was wrecked at 5 A.
M. on Tuesday, having gone ashore in a dense fog in

Trepassy bay. It appears that all the passengers and
crew were sszd, bx:n%‘.’l the vessel is rted sunk, and it
is feared that she and her cargo wi ve a total loss.

There were on board 200 gers, nearly 100 of whom
were women, with 30 infants. They lost nearly all their
baggage, and were left in a destitute condition, but
fortunately aid was promptly received from St. Johus.
Among the snflerers is Miss Heywood, the vocalist, who
lost everything including a large amount of valuable

b ;

'l‘i;e Argo was considered as a first-class screw-steam-
ship, added to the fleet of ocean steamers which now
comprise the Galway line. She was sold to the Atlan-
tic Steam Navigation Company for a very high figure.

She was four years old, ranked A 1 at Lloyd’s, and
was one of the strongest propellers afloat.  She was an
iron bark-rigged steamer of 2,240 tons registered, and
3,200 tens burden. She wus divided into five water-
tight compartments by four bulkbeads, and she was well
provided against fire or any other accident. Her length
over all was 280 feet, her breadth of beam 37 feet, and
her depth of hold 35 feet. Her machinery was massive
and was 440 horse power. She had three decks, and
was permitted by the British regulations to carry 1,045
passengers. Of these her first cabin accommodation for
120, and the second cabin 100. Her saloon was large
and well furnished, and provided with tables at which
150 persons could conveniently dine.

The entire vessel was well ventilated, and there was
zood light on each of her decks. She wag well finished
in every part, and her masts were eo;:fyercd one-third of
their length from the deck. It is said that on he way
out she passed through considerable masses of ice, and
rode over some of it. The Argo is insured at Lloyd’s
£40,000.
