The Posttion and Prospects of Cotton.

The history ol the cotton trade, during the first hall
of the present year, may be briefly described as a strug-
gle for ascendancy between the two rival elements of
supply and demand, in which the forces were =0 evenly
batanced as almost Lo neatralize each other,

Phe American erop, which now promizss to runge be-
[ tweeh 3,700,000 and 3500000 bales, hus exceeded hy

nearly hall a million ol bales the early stimates o the

:m-:ns-nh s and, judging from previous preesdints, it might
{ have been expected that so enormons an addition to the
[expreted supply wonld have brought about a complete
| collupse in the market.  Bat so remarkable has been
[ the buoyaney of trade all over the world, that it is now
[obvious that il peaee had been preserved, this immense
| supply would have proved hardly adeguate 1o provide
for the consamption and keep moderate reserves ol stock
at the close of the season.

In fact, every increase in the estimates of sapply was
more than connterbalanced by the increasing magnitude
ol the consumption ; aud, there can be little doubt now,
that if tranquility had reigned on the continent, the
seale of prices for the remainder of the year would have
been very materially higher than the present currency,
and mueh uneasiness would have prevailed in Manches-
ter regarding the prospeets of future supply.

But when the conflict between supply and demand
seemed about to declare in favor of the latter, the out-
break of war on the Continent brought a powerful ally
to the aid of the former. The equilibrinm secmed again
in danger of being lost, for at one time the leeling of
distrust was =o strong that & panic was about setting
in, and many expected that the market would not touch
firm ground till six pence per pound was reached for
middling.

A fresh display of strength in Manchester checked,
however, the downward tendency, and the market has
again taken up a firm prosition at substantially the old
basis of price, 7d per pound for middling, which for the
last twelvemonth has formed, so to speak, its centre of
gravity. [I'be equipoise has thus again been restored,
and the wonderful elasticity of trade has served to coun-
terbalanee not only an enormous crop, but also the de-
rangement caused by a continental war.

For these considerations it must be obvious that the
question of price has not been determined this year by
any exact formula of supply and demand. In both
these elements there has been a very wide deviation from
the views that were once commonly entertained ; and
the occurrence of a European war has still further dis-
turbed the groundwork of early calenlations,—yet the
original basis of price bas not materially altered ; and
though the premises have all proved wrong, the conclu-

" | sions to which they naturally pointed bave not been se-

riously falsified. ; )

In view of this fact, we will not attempt to examine
with sernpulous nicity every offshoot from the wide ques-
tion of supply and , but shall content oumsslves
with taking & broader and more general survey than we
have thought needful to do on former occasions.

available for distribution, leaving as stock in the ports
on the 1st September whatever is received till the end
oi the season, say 100,000 bales. The guestion arises,
what share of this amount will be directed to England ?
If she was to receive in the same ratio as she has already
done of this crop, viz., 53 per cent., she would still get
180,000 bales ; but we find that the proportion shipped
to England of the remnant of the crop is almost inva-
riably larger than what she receives of the aggregate,
beeause she affords the principal market for the inferior
class of cotton which arrives towards the end of the
season. It is hardly necessary to observe that the exist-
ing stock in the States zomprises even more than the
usual amount of rubbish, and consequently the share of
the residue ol the crop exported to England will proba-
bly equal the average of past years. Now, we find that
England has received in ronnd numbers 60 per cent, of
the cotton distributed after this date, on the average of
the last five years, which would secure to her 200,000
bales out of the total yet to be shipped from the Ameri-
can ports, making the export to ¥ngland out of this
crop two millions of bales.

Any estimate of the probable import of new cotion
iwfore the end of the year, is, of course. entirely con-
jectural, and we only venture to give one, in order to
complete our statement. Judging from its present ap-
pearacee, the growing crop does not seem likely 1o ma-
ture very early, but we need not on that account sup-
pose that its delivery will be less rapid than last year.
The facilities for sending it to the ports are fast increas-
ing, while the present scale of prices afford a strong
inducemnent to market it early. Now, last year, there
arrived in Liverpool 250.000 bales of new cotton before
the Ist January, against an average of 150,000 bales
for the previous years ; but this heavy import was due,
in a great measure, to the prevalence ol unusually favora-
ble winds ; and a<the chanees are against the recurrence
of such an event, we will not cstimate the import this
year at more than 200,000 bales. We may observe
here, that we assume throughout this statement the
continuance of the present basis of price; for if the
value of the staple were to experience a serions decline,
the delivery ol the crop might he greatly retarded,
whereas an important advanee on present rates wonld
doubitless attract supplies more rapidly.

The next point that requives to be considered is the
probable supply of East India cotton till the cnd ol the
year ; and here, unfortunately. we are left very much to
‘cmn_iccturo. for the shipments from that quuarter are so
capricious and so little reguiated by any intelligible
principle as to defy accurate calculation.

So far, however, as our information extends, the pros-
pects seem all in favor of vory liberal supplics; while
the consumption of this class of cotton has been so re-
duced by prolonged scarcity and high prices as to ren-
der that supply practically more abundant {hun its ac-
tual extent implies.  I'he last adviees from DBombay are
to the 23d May, and the shipments to Liverpool to that
date, afloat on the 24th June, amounted to 141,000
bales. All the accounts concur in representing cotton
as coming in very freely, and likely to be exported in
large auantitics for some time to ceme. Messrs. Ritchie,
Stewart & Co., write as follows : © Arrivals of cotton
bave lately been on an extensive scale, and it is evident
that the crops are large, so that the exports to Kurope
are likely to be heavy, unless checked by adviees of ad-
verse markets.”

It i, no doubt, true that the monsoon, which sets in
about the beginning of June, must soon check the influx
of cotton into Bombay : but the stock there is probably
very considerable, agl, with what additions it may re-
ceive, quite sufficient to keep up a large scale of exports
i[br some time to come. Now, allowing three months
|and a-half as the average passage to Liverpool, there
should arrive here all that is shipped from the 23d May
to the 15th September—a period of about four months.
To guide us n estimating the amount, let us note the
gross export to Enrope during the ecorresponding period
of the last four years :

Of the future supply of Braz cotton,
it is only possible to give a very rongh estimate.  In
the former elass the arvivals are expeeted to e very
woderate, thongh  perbaps in - exeess of the very light
impont fast yewr s while, in the latter, supplies are ex-
preted to be very small, and the import will probably
be materially shorl of last year.

We cannot go far wrong in assuming  the import of
long stapled cotton to eqnal that of the same period
last year, viz : 115,000 hales, which, added to our pres-
ent stock, gives a total supply of 150,000 bales to the
31st of December.

The ageregate supply of cotton available for Liver-
pool till the 31st December will then compare with last
year, as follows :

Showing an inercase of 100,000 bales over last year;
but this increase, it will be observed, corsists exclusively
of Surat cotton, the supply of American cotton being
decidedly less. If this supposition prove correct, it fol-
lows that—unless the oatgoings from the port for the
remainder of this year exceed those of last year by about
100,000 bales—the stock of the 31st December, 1859,
will exceed that of 1858. Let us now inquire whether
this is likely ?

We find the «deliveries to the trade from this port, up
to the 24th June, average 42,300 bales per week ; and
as spinners undoubtedly held a light stock on the 1st of
January, and are still supposed to have a very moderate
one, we cannot be far wrong in assuming the actual con-
sumption supﬁlied from Liverpool to date as 42,000
bales, per week. This amount, we conceive, will gradu-
ally increase as the season advances. The highly pros-
perous trade which has pow eudured about a twelve-
month, and which still seems to rest upcn a durable
foundation, has aflorded a strong inducement to extend
the consuming power ; and it is well known that fresh
‘machinery is fast coming into play, and that prepara-
tions are making for a great development of the con-
sumption which will take effect at no very distant date.
It must also be remembered that the presentstyle of the
production is usually high, and that if’ lower counts of
yarn—which have been long depressed through the stag-
hation of the German demand—come into active request,
the consumption of cotton would be materially increased.

Under these circumstances we think that the trade
will take from Liverpool for the remainder of the year
at Jeast 43,000 bales per week ; and if they were con-
tinuing te use the respective classes of cotton in their
present proportion, the stock of A merican cotton would
ccriainly be reduced very low before the expiration of the

uence have been
very heavy up to this date, so that the amount of that
class exported is at present 20,000 bales in ‘excess of
last year, when the total attained the large amount of
158,000 bales. It would not be safe, however, to take
the actual shipments thus far as a criterion of the pro-
bable export for the year. 'The outbreak of war on the
Continent gave a great blow to this braneh of wrade;
and if the political relations of Germany continue so
unsettled as they are at present, the export to that guar-
ter will not prove large. In Russia, however, there has
been a great expansion of trade, and her re ments
this year are expected to be much above the ' average ;
but as she has already obtained a large supply di
from the States and via England, her wants for the
remainder of the season will probably be moderate. The
small amount of eotton bought in this market for export,
since the commencement of the war, also lends counte-
nance to this view ; and were it not for the anomalous
position of the IHavre market, we should “amticipate a
lighter export henceforward than occurrved last season.
But at that port the panic in the be?inning of the year
induced such caution that it has failed to secure an
adequate supply of cotton, and must draw largely from
England later on in the season, to avoid a positive
exhaunstionfof stock. Its position may be described in a
single sentence.  The stock in Havre, on the 24th June,
was extimated at 60,000 bales less than last year, with
very little more to receive from the States, while the
consumption is proceeding on a very large scale—being
10.000 bales per week for the first five months this
year, against an average of 9,000 bales per week last
year. But, before the new eotton began to arrive, the
stock at Ilavre last year was reduced to less than three
weeks' consumption ; it is obvious, therefore, that large
supplies must be drawn from Liverpool to provide for
the French consumption till the next crop becomes
available. On these grounds we are tisposed to think
that the export of American cotton for the remainder
0b the season will keep up to that of last year—say at
the rate of 4000 bales per week—bringing the total up
to 180,000 bales. ‘
In Surat cotton the export thus far is also 18,000
bales ahead of last year, If through the influence of
heavy supplies the price of this description rules cheap
for the remainder of the season, the export may proba-
bly keep up to 3,000 bales per week, or rather larger
than the average of last year. On this supposition the
export of Surat cotten from Liverpool for the year will
amount to 144,000 bales, against 114,000 bales last
year. In long-stapled cotton we will allow the samé ex-
port for the remainder of the season that has taken place
already, viz : 10,000 bales ; and we are now able to es-
timate. the stock that on the foregoing hypothesis will
remain in Liverpool on the 31st December.

If this view proves correct, it appears that we shall
conclude the year, with an aggregate stock, substantial-
ly the same as last year, but very differently divided, the
proportion of American cotton being relatively very
small, and nearly 100,000 bales less than at the end of
1858. This scarcity will also be felt the more from the
unusual amount of rubbish comprised in the existing
stock, much of which will doubtless survive to the end
of the year, and prolong an existence most distasteful to
holders.

It would scem, therefore, from the present aspect of
the cotton trade, that the position of the market is good,
and warrants the existing currency. We have the broad
fact before us that a crop of three millions and tlrec-
quarters lias been more than absorbed by the world, for
stocks will be lighter at the end than the beginning of
the year ; and this, too, takes place under astate of war-
fare, which appears to indicate that, if peace were re-
stored, a crop of four millions would be disposed of next
year.

On the other hand, it must not be forgotten that an
extension of the present war might affect trade far more
injuriously than it has hitherto done. If Germany be-
came involved, and her ports blockaded, the ehanncls of
consumption would be greatly obstructed, and much ad-
ditional supply thrown back on Liverpool ; while an ac-
tive interference of this country in the struggle would
atterly derange the whole colirse of the trade, and affect
prices in a way that it is impossible to conjecture.

There appears, then, to be three conrses which the
market may pursue, aceording to political developments.
I the war is localized to Italy, and matters continue in
stati guo, which is the view of the question we have
here adopted, the market rests on asound basis, and
present prices seem to he justified ; but il peace were
restored before the end of the year, such an impulse
would be given to the trade that consumption would
again outstrip supply, unless the erops next year proved
enormous ; but, thirdly, an ullerior extension of the
war, which is far from improbable, might block up the
natural avenucs of trade, and completely change the
character of the market ; o that, on the whole, the
motives for caution still remain in full force, and the
present scale of prices, though warranted in a commer-
cial view, is too high to be elastic, and leaves small scope
for profitable trade. ' MERCATOR.
