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The Elcctions.

The elections in this State are over, and sooth tosay,
the result has not been so satisfactory as we could have
wished. The opposition has, we fear, made a gain of
two, if not threes @ongressmen. We regret to think thet
.we have lost Shaw in the First District, and Scales in
the Sixth, but as this appears to be the fact, we may as
well make up our minds to it. From the First District
we have no details by mail, but received a telegraph on
Saturday afternoon from Weldon, stating that such was
there conceded to be the fact, and such also is the news
brought by passengers.® We fear that it is equally cer-
tain that Scales is defeated, indeed the returns published
by us on Saturday, pointed too plainly to that result.—
As regards the Fifth District, the election of Mr. Gilmer
may be looked upon as certain, we think, after the im-
mense turn out in Guilford, although Williams has made
pretty considerable gains in some other counties. Any
calculations besed upon’ Mr. Waddell’s dividing the op-
position vote, would appear to be classible ag" “ reckon-
ing without your host.” What may have been the result
in Chatham, we do not yet know. Elsewhere, however,
it would seem that the contest has been a plain stand-
up fight fjbetween fMessrs. Gilmer and Williams, with
mutual losses and gains. From the Eighth or Mountain
District we have actually nothing. We fear that Cole-
man has not been successfal, but we do not give up.—
The other four districts—to wit, the 2d, 3d, 4th and
744, are go largely Democratic as to leave no actual con-
test, although some show of oppositionwas kept up in
some of them.

When the State was last re-distrieted, four districts
were given to each party, the 2nd, 3d,4th and 5th being
Democratic, and the 1st, 5th, 6th and 7th Whig. The
7th distriet now =o largely carried by Mr. Craige, hav-
ing given a majority for Scoit and Graham. 'The Sth
district was looked upon as Democratic, it having fol-
lowed the lead of Mr. Clingman in that respeet, and
voted largely for the Democratic candidates for Gover-
nor and President.

By a strong effort, and under the most favorable cir-
cumstances, Dr. Shaw and Mr. Scales eucceeded in
wresting the 1st and Gth districts from the opposition.
Mr. Craige carried and continues to carry his distriet,
the 7th, by a large majority. 1t is thoroaghly IDemo-
cratic. In fact we think that district was demacratic
when constituted, although, being Mr. Graham’s native
seetion, it gave a majority for Scott and Graham.

The contest, if it could be called a contest, in this Dis-
trict is over, and the result is only marked by the ex-
treme smalluess of the vole and its remarkable one-
sidedness. '

Having endeavoured to keep * the even tenor of our
way” without participating in any of the excitements
or heart-burnings of the canvass, if it could be called a
canvass, confining ourselves throughout tg a simple,

but we think a faithful, statement of the points, as we
understood them, and an equally faithful report of the
only discussion we heard, we may truly say, that so far
as this matter is concerned, e have “no enemies to
punish.” If we have enemies who wish to punish us
their enmity has not arisen out of this matter.

Qur cotemporary of the Carolinian goes for a general
amnesty—agreed ! Far be it from us to keep up quarrels,
especially with our brethren of the press, and more es-
pecially with our brethern of the Democratic press.—
There are plenty of people to find fault with editors with-
out their unnccessarily fincing fault with each other.
Editors are looked upon as a sort, of political Moseses to
lead a grambling host through the wilderness of opposi-
tion to the promised land of political power and official
station, yet forbidden, like Moses, to enter that promised
land themsclves. They may look at it from afar, butvoe to
them if they presume to think themselves white citizens
of North Carolina, free to aspire to any office in the gift
of the people. It is well for them that generally they
feel that the private station is the post of honor.

We find the following in the Carolinian, which cer-
tainly meets our ideas :

Next time it is to be hoped that we will have a con-
vention of the people, and that bhereafter we vnll_ pot de-
viate from the democratic doctrine of conventional ae-
tion.

To this all must come. The pressof the State bas
been with us thronghout on the Convention guestion.—
The majority of the people of the district-are aware of
the fact, that a different course wounld have been better
than that which has been pursued, and we can truly
say that more than one, or two, or three of the most
leading Democrats of other distriets have expressed to
us their snrprise and wonder at the course adopted by
the opponents of a Convention in this distriet. We
will not now partienlarize, because it would be both
useless and impreper Lo revive past diffienlties, but we
must profest against the course of some who we know
have gone <o far since the electionas toimpugn themotives
of those who thoneht thatl, under the circumstances, a
Convention onght to have been held,  Perhaps such per-
sons juduze others by themselves, when they ascribe per-

In looking over the field, we find the reported
majority for Mr. Smith, some foar or five hundred, pret-
iy nearly the same as that obtained in the same countics
by Scott and Graham ; we also [ind certain  canses ope-
rating unfavorably for Dr. Shaw. 'The effect ol the
Virginia clection and canvass upon a district only
separated from that State line,
was calculated to depress the Democrats and stim-
nlate their opponents. The conntics of the first dis-
trict, or many of them, from their geographical po-
sition can hardly be brought in to participate in
the advantages ¢f any system of North Carclina in-
ternal improvements, while of course, when a debt is
inenrred, and inereaged toxation rendered neceszary lor
the purpose of mecting the annual interest on that debt,
the property of the citizens of these counties must bear
their share of the public burthens, equally with those who
are brought more directly within the sphere of the bene-
fits to be derived from the public works. Railroads
and the debt and taxation incident thercto are of course
unpopular in that region. Mr. Smith, Dr. Shaw’s now
successinl competitor, was a member of the last Legisla-
ture, and, let us say it, an able one. Ife took strong,
though unquestionably wrong, grounds against State
debt or taxation. We say wrong, because no one pro-
posed in the last Legislature to involve the State far-
ther, and because surely no henest man would wish to
see the State repudiate any of her obligations or fail to
impose such a tax as would enable her to meet them
promptly. However, there is no doubt that Mr.
Smith’s course made him capital in that scetion, and
that during the canvass, he continued to enveigh against
the Democratic party as the cause of State debt and
taxation. That this was unjust must be apparent to
all who reflect that the great works tor which the State
debt wasincurred, passed more by Whig than Democratic
votes; still it touched a sensitive chord, and had its effect,
even although it was an outside issue with which a
member of Congress could have nothing to do. This
will be more apparent when it is borne in mind that
one of the things that tended to injure the Democrats
in part of the Distriet, was the rcfusal of the lust Legis-
ture to grant a large sum additional to that already ap-
propriated in aid of the Albermarle and Chesapeake
Canal.

In the 6th District, what might be called a *dead
set ”” was made on Mr. Scales by the revival of certain
domestic difficulties of a delicate character, to which no
gentleman of refined feelings eould publiely allude, even
for the purpose of self-vindication.  That, time and the
natural reaction of a generous people must effeet, but
calumny travels fast ; truth, although pretty certain to
overtake it in the end, makes slow pregress—too slow,
in this case, to permit justice to be done to Mr. Seales.
This (6th) district was one of those given to the then
Whig, now Opposition party in the last re-districting
of the Slate. Leach’s majority will bardly cqual Scott
and Graham's in the district.

We wish to do justice to all partics. While we re-
gret the loss of Dr. Shaw in 1ibe first district, we are
{ree to concede to his successor the possession of talents
and character of a highly respectable order. 'We do not
wish to say anything derogatory to Gen. Leach, but we
musti think that, politics apart, the sixth district is the
loser by bis election over Mr. Scales. We must regret
this election on more accounts than one. There will
unquestionably be such a reaction as will fully vindicate
Mr. Scales. We /Aad hoped that this reaction would
have commenced soon enough for its effects to have been
felt in the present contest, but it appears that we were
mistaken.

The 8th district is not yet heard from. If Mr. Cole-
man shall prove to be elected, we shall be very agreeably
disappointed. 'We fear that such disappointment is not
in store for us. "While Mr. Smith was making capital
in the 1st district by inveighing against Demoeratie debt
for public works, Mr. Vance, in the 8th was sailing en
the opposite tack, because the Democrats in the last
Legislature did not go largely and immediately into the
Western N. C. Railroad. 'We fear that local issues, side

issues— jealousies and divisions have beaten Coleman.
Comparing the majorities in the districts carried by
the opposition with those carried by the Democrats, it
will be found that the aggregate Democratic majority is
a8 large in proportion to the aggragate vote polled as it
has been at any time, and that the State is as essentially
and largely Democratic, even although it should turn

out that the opposition have succeeded in halving the
the delegation this time.

Correspondenee of the Journal,
ROCKERIDGE ALUM SPriNGs, VA., Aug. 5, 1854,

Dear Jouvnrsan :—Leaving Wilmington Tuesday evening,
our party arrived sufely at this place the following evening
at about 10 o'clock. We were several hours behind time,
the usnal hour of arrival being 73 P. M. We took the Vir-
ginia Central Railroad at RNichmond, early in the morning of
Wednesday, and had a good epportunity of seeing a very
interesting portion of the Old Dominion. An exhausting
system of cultnre has left barren many broad fields on the
lower end of the road, but the country gets better as you
approach the mounutains. Tlhere are several short tunnels
on the road, besides the tunnel of the Blue Ridge, which, ac-
cording to Cook’s new Map of Central Virginia, is 4,270 feet
in length. The train passes through it very slowly and the
midvight darkness of lllw place makes the time consumed in
the passage appear longer than it is. I have heard of im-
patient lovers, who, on such oceasions, have transferred their
court-plasters to each others faces, but 1 declare that the
place was rather soggestive to me of that outer darkness
where there is ** wailing and gnashing of teeth.” At this

oint the great State of Virginia has, at an immense cost,
Eored through the Blue Ridge and extended the Va. Central
Railroad into one of the loveliest regions upon which the
sun ever shone. As the traveller dashes along, following
the serpentine course of the road along the mountain side,
his eye wanders over the broad valley spread vut below Lim,
with its field of luxurient clover and corn. its fat cattle and
horses grazing on rich pastures, and its innumerahble home-
steads peeping out from beneath the nmbragecus trees,—
The Virginians ought to be, and | believe are, a very patriotic
people. Cold indeed must be the heart which, nursed amidst
such scene as these, docs not love its country with filial af-
fection. Iast of the Blue Ridge tobacco secms to be the
great staple. The region un this side of the Ridge is strictly a
grazing country.

At Staunton, sxteen miles west of the long tunnel, we
stopped to dine. The town presents a very pretty ap-
pearance from the railroad. The houses and shrubbery
evince taste, and a liberal expenditure. From Staunton we

assed throngh a succession of lovely valleys to Millboro’

Yepot, which is just 175 miles from Richmond. There we
took coaches for this place, which is distant six miles from
the depot. Thesc figures difler a little from those of the
advertisements, but are nevertheless correct.

The Rockbridge Alum Springs have a wide reputation
throughout the country for their valuable medicinal quali-
ties. Of these I cannot speak from experience. The waters,
by analysis, contain Alumina, Protoxide of Iron, Sulphates
of Lime, Potash and Magnesia, Ammonia, Sodium, Carbonic
and Sulphuric Acids. If the water were without value as a
remedial agent, the beauty of the place, heightened by the
embellishments of art into surpassing loveliness, the good-
ness ol the accommodations and fare, and an atmosphere
pure and invigorating, would make this spot very attracuive.
Everything here is on a substantial gcale. The buildings are
nearly all of brick,—built, not to subserve the purposes of
fashionable folly, whose favor is always ephemeral, but to
accommodate the seekers of health or rational pleasure for
all time. Eeveral of our party give a decided preference to
this place over Saratoga for beauty of surroundings and
general attractiveness. Whilst I write an excellent band
discourses sweet music from the midst of the grove, to the
four or five hundred people who cecupy the buildings around.
But time flies, and supper is near at lhsmd.

B=5= The following documents, for we take it, that
Louis Napoleon’s speech may be regarded as a docu-
ment quite as much as the manifesto, are certainly more
direct and less diplomatic in their tone than we are used
to read from Kings and Emperors. Louis Napoleon
speaks pretty plainly of the difficultics of his position.
I'he Emperor of Austria is more prolix, but there is a
something about his composition, too, that leads us to
regard it as his own personal production.

The Treaty of Vlillafranca,—Speech of the Emperor
of France,

Paris, July 20, 1859.—The Moniteur contains the
following :—

Yesterday evening the Emperor received the great
bodies of the State, the presidents of which, M. Tropling,
Count de Merry, and M. Baroche, addressed congratu-
latory speeches to his Majesty. The Emperor thanked
them for their devotion, and then explained the reasons
for his conduct during the great events. He said :—

Arrived beneath the walls of Verona, the struggle
was inevitably about to change its nature, as well in a
military as a political aspect. Obliged to attack the
enemy in front, who was entrenched behind great for-
tresses, and protected on his flank by the neutrality of
the surrounding territory, and about to begifl a long and
barren war, 1 found myself in the face of Karope, in
arms, ready to dispute our suceesses or aggravate our
reverses. Nevertheless, the difficulty of the enterprise
would not have shaken my resolution if the means had
not been out of proporticn to the resalts to be expeeted.

It was necessary to crush bodily the obstacles oppos-
ed, and then to accept a conflict on the Rhine as well us
on the Adige. It was necessary to fortify oursclves
openly, with the concurrence of the revolution. 1t was
n to go on shedding precious blood, and at last
risk that which a sovereign should only stake for the in-
dependence of his country. If I have stopped it was
neither through weariness or exhaustion, nor through
abandoning the nebie canse which I desired to serve, but |
the interests of France. I felt great reluctance to pui
reins upon the ardor of our soldiers, to retrench from my
me the territory from the Mincio to the Adriatic,
and to see vanish from honest hearts noble delusions
and patriotic hopes.

In order to serve the independence of Italy, I made
war against the mind ol!'lEgopeén%mionmﬁthe des-
tiny of my country might be en ! e peace.

No, we have a right to be proud of this campaign.—
We have vanquished an army numerous, brave and well
organized. Piedmont has been delivered from invasion .
her fronticrs bave been exicoded to the Mincio. Th/

idea of an Italian nationality has been admitted by those
who combatted it most. All the sovereigus of the penin-
sula comprebend the wants of salutary reforms. Thus,

after having given a new proof of the military power of
France, the peace concluded will be prolific of happy
results. The future will every day reveal additional
cause for the happiness of Italy, the welfare of France
and the tranquility of Europe.

Manifesto of the Emperor of Austria.

When all concesgions that were allowable and com-
patible with the dignity of the erown and the honor and
welfare of the country have been exhausted, and when
all attempts @t a pacific arrangement have miscarried,
there is no room.for choice, and what cannot be avoided
becomes a duty. .

This duty placed me under the stern necessity of de-
manding from my people new and painiul sacrifices in
order to place in a state of defence their most sacred in-
terests. My faithful people have responded to my ap-
peal ; they have pressed forward unanimously in defence
of the throne, and they have made the sacrifices of every
kiml demanded by circumstances with an eagerness
which merits my gratitude—which augments, if possible,
the profound affection which I feel for them—and which
was adapted to inspire the assurance that the just cuunse
in defence of which my brave armies went forth with
enthusiasm to the contest, would be victorious.

Unhappily, the result has not corresponded with the
general effort, and the fortune of war has not been favor-
able to us.

The valliant army of Austria has, in this instance,
again given proof of its tried heroism, and its incompar-
atle perseverance, o brilliant that it has commanded
the admiration of all, even of its cnemies. Iﬁipericnce
a legitimate pride in being the chief of such™an army,
and the country ought to fecl indebted to itfor having
maintained vigorously, in all its purity, the honor of the
Austrian flag. i

It is not less perfeetly cstablished, thut our encmies,
in spite of the-greatest cfforts, in spite of the superior
forces which they had for a long period becn preparing
for the conflict, bve been able, even byamaking the
greatest sacrifices, to obtain only advantages—not a de-
cisive vietory ; while the Austrian army, still animated
by the same ardor, and full of the same courage, main-
tained a posidon, the possession of which leit perhaps
a possibility of recovering from the cnemy all the advan-
tages that he had gained.  But for this purpose it would
have been necessary to make new sacrifices, which eer-
tainly would not have been less bloody than those which
have been made already, and which have deeply afflicted
my heart.

" Under these condititions it was my duty asa sove:
reign to take into serions consideration the propositions
of peace which had been made to me.  The consequence
of this continnance of the war would hiave been so much
the heayier, because 1 should have been obliged to de-

sacrifices of blood and of money, m more considera-
ble even than those which had been made up to that
time : and not withstanding suceess would have remair-
ed doubtful, since I have been =0 bitferly deecived in
my well founded hopes that this contest not having been
entered into for the defence of the rights of Austria only
| should not be left alone i it.

In spile of the ardent sympathy, worthy of acknowl-
edgment, which the justice of our cause has inspired for
the most part in the governments and peoples ol Ger-
many, our natural allicz, most ancient aliics, haye obsti-
nately refused to reeognise the great tmportance of the
grand question of  the day.  Consequently  Austria
would have been obliged all alone to face the events
which were being  prepared for, and which every day
might have rendered more grave,

The honor of Austria coming intact out of thiz war
—thanks to the heroie efforts of her valiant army, I have
resolved, yiclding to political considerations, to make a
sacrifice for the re-establishment ol peace, and to aceept
the preliminaries which ought to lead to its conclusion ;
for I have acquired the convietion that 1 shounld obtain,
in any event. conditions less unfavorable in coming to a
direet understanding with the Kmperor of the Freneh,
without the blending of any third party whatzoever than
in causing to participate in the negotiations the three
great Powers which bave taken no part in the struggle.
Unhappily, 1 have been unable to eseape the separation
from the rest of the empire of the greater part of Lom-
bardy.

On the other hand. it must be agrecable to my heart
to see the blessing of prace assured afresh to my beloved
people ; and these blessings arve doulily precious to me,
because they will give me the necessery leisure in be-
stowing hencc orth, without distraction, all my attention
and solicitu’  on the fraitful task that 1 propose to ac-
complish—1' | is to say, to foxnd in a durable manner
the interna =being ana the external power of Aus-
tria by the ' .ppy developement eof her moral and ma-
ternal forces, and by ameliorations conformable to the
spirit of the time, in legislation and administration.

In these days of serious trials and sacrifices my peo-
ple have shown themselves faith!ul to my person, =0 now,
by the confidence with which they respond to me, will
they aid in accomplishing works of peace, and in attain-
ing the realization of my benevolent intentions.

As chief of the army, 1 bave already expressed tu it,
in a special order of the day, my acknowledgments of its
bravery. T'o-day I reacw the expression of these senti-
ments. When 1 speak to my people 1 thank those of
their children who have fonght for God, their Kmperor
and their country. I thank them lor the heroism of which
they have given prool, and I shall always remember
with grief those of our brave companions in arms who
kave not, alas, returned from the combat.

Frightful Accident on the Sounth Carolina Raillrvoad
—Five Mcn Killed,

The engine F. . Elmore with tender, nnder the man-
agement of engineer Thomas Kingdom, conductor H.
Von Delkin and fireman Adam Dougan, left this eity
yesterday morning at 6 1-2 o’elock for the purpose of
taking the place of the engine at Aiken, which was used
with a dirt train at tlat place. When near the seventy-
six mile station, 3 1-2 o'clock, I’. M., the enzine Thom-
as Dotterer was espied a short distance ahead of them,
bound also for Aiken. Upon coming up with her,
Messrs. L. M. Chitty, conductor, and A. Mitchell, fire-
man of the Dotterer, left her and joined their friends on
the Elmore.

It is thought that they had preceeded but a short dis-
tance when the boilers of the Elmore exploded, killing
all oa the Engive, viz: Thos. Kingdom. aged about 40
years, leaving a wife and children ; 1. Von Delkin, aged
about 30 years, also lcaving a wile and children ; Adam
Dougan, aged about 35 years, lcaving a wife and chil-
dren ; L. M, Chitty, aged 24 years, leaving a wife, and
A. Mitchell, aged 35 years, leaving a wile and children.
The bodies were discovered this morning about 4 1-2 0'-
clock (dreadfully mutilated) by the night express train,
from Augusta, and brought on here. A Jury ot Inquest
was empauelled at § o’clock this morning, and a verdict
rendered in accordance with the above facts. The bodies
of the unfortunate men were turned over to their friends
for interment.  The engine was completely demolished.

In last February a piece of silver plate was presented
to the engineer who had charge of the exploded engine,
in testimony of his long, faithful and assiduous devotion
to duty. ‘The Superintendent of the Road, from long
observation, voluntarily accorded the deceased this mark
of his confidence, and, as far as we can learn, the acci-
dent resalted from one of those unforeseen canses which
no amount of care can guard against.

Bripce over THE River N1Le.—The Kafire Azzyat
malleable-iron-girder heam bridee across the River Nile,
on the Egyptian Railway, near to Alexandria, was
opened to the public on the 25th of June by the Pasha
of EKgypt. 'The structure is nearly 1400 fect long, has
eleven openings, two of which are 104 feet each, and
gpanned by the swing beam. The centre of the swing
rests upon a foundation pier, composed of 6 pillars of 10
feet diameter each, and the remaining 11 foundation
piers are of two pillars, each ten feet diameter. These
28 foundation pillars were sunk by compressed air, on
Mr. John Hughes' principle, to an average depth of
nearly GO feet below the bed of the river, and to 85 feet
below Migh Nile ; the internal pressure in the caissons
while sinking ranging from 23 pounds up to 34 pounds
on the square inch, in accordance with the depth and
height of the Nile. The time occupied in sinking these
28 caissons, was less than twelve months, and the aggre-
gate length of that portion of them sunk below the bed
of the river, exceeded 1500 feet. The extreme of the
bridge is 42 feet, comprising a single line of rail in the
centre, and a camel track on each side.
