Anecdote of Gen. Jackson.
The North Carolina Christian Advocate, published at

Raleish, in its issue of 21st ult., gives the following
anecdote of Gen. Jackson, in illustration of his extraor-- (

dinary knowledge of human nature :

teristic anecdote of Gen. Jacksoc. not before published,
and conveying a useful hint to critics upon sermons. It
was given to Gov. Ellis by President Buchanan during
his recent visit to North Carolina, and we repeat it by
memory as it was told by Gov.

"When President Jackson appointed Mr. Buchanan
Minister to Iiussia, the friends of a certain gentleman
solicited for him an appointment as secretary of legation.

Gen. Jackson pertinaciously refused to give him the ap- -j

pointment. And he explained this refusal to Mr. Bucban-- 1

an by saying, " lie is no judge of preaching " " How
that ?" asked Mr. Buchanan. " Why," said Jackson,
I attended the Methodist church a Sunday or twooro.

and heard a most able and eloquent sermon by lr. Dur-bi- n.

It was the logic of the Gospel, set on fire by the
fervid zeal of devotion to Christ. The effect was very
great upon the congregation. All were awed into
silence and reverence, ami I felt as though 1 stood before
the awful majesty 0! the eternal God. As I passed from
the church, this gentleman for whom the appointment

solicited joined me, and broke upon Ihe solemn feeling
the sermon had inspired by saying : " The preacher has
give n us a very poor sermon ; nothing new in it, only a
mere declamation." " Sir," aeldcd the old Genera;,
man is not fit for efiice, he is not to be trusted, because
he is no judge of preaching. "

And Gen. Jackson did not appoint him to the legation
of Russia. Jlow he was to infer disqualification for the
office from want of just views of a sermon the President
did not explain. But the future history of the man
proved the instinctive foresight of Jackson into charac-
ter. Upon Mr. Buchanan's return from Itussia, be cal-
led upon the President, whose first words, after the sa-
lutation, were, "I told you that man was not to be trust-
ed, because he was no judge of preaching, and sure
enough he has been unfaithful to the trusts reposed in
him.'' And so it was, the gentieiuuu had become guilty
of a breach of the principles which are devr to a man of
honor and integrity.

This incident gives us an interesting glimpse of the
peculiar character of General Jackson, and is emitc sug-
gestive to persons who make cr hear criticisms on ser-
mons.

Kdiloilal Mft.
But few readers ever think of the labor and care de

Barns in Pennsylvania. Every traveller through
Pennsylvania has noticed the large and substantial barns
which prevail throughout the State, where crops, cattle,
and all agricultural property are well cared for against
the weather. Indeed, he will not be slow to observe
that the barn takes precedence over the dwelling, and if
either is to suffer from want of size, repair, or conven-
iences, it will be the house. The Pennsylvania fanner's
farm, hi3 fat stock, or his crops, he will not allow to be
imposed upon by expenditures for provisions, furniture
or dress, which can possibly be avoided. The following
remarks, then, from the Philadelphia Ledger, come with
good grace to the farmers of "Western and other States,
who are notoriously indifferent to the advantages ol
good large barns :

All over the farming world Pennsylvania is celebrated
for the size and quality of its barns. There is nothing
to equal it in this respect in any other State in the Un-
ion, nor in any of the Kingdoms or States of Europe.
In New York State the fences may be better, but the
barns are not on an average half the size. In England.
where capital is invested most extensively in farming of
any country on the globe, according to the number of
acres under cultivation, there is no such system of barns
as in this State. A few noblemen may have one or two
such barns, but it would not generally be esteemed eco-
nomical. The hay is all stacked in the open field, and, in
fact, everything is left far more to be operated upon by
the weather than by our farmers. This- - year, these
barns are filled with plenty, and, indeed, it is a season
well calculated to test the economical advantages of our
State system of farming very thoroughly. "We saw a
letter from a large farmer who had gone out West from
Pennsylvania, and made himself the laughing stock of
all the farmers round him, by investing so large an
amount of capital in a barn. But he adds that, when it
was built, these same neighbors, one and all, came to
him, desiring to store their grain in it.

Still, it must be regarded as a fair and even question
for discussion, whether on the whole it pays in an eco-
nomical point of view. A good farm of a hundred acres
according to our theory ot farming, requires a bank
barn that will cost on au average $1,000. The interest
alone is $60; but barns arc peculiarly apt to get burnt by
accident, or revenge, or lightning, so that the insurance
and wear and tear, and new roofs, S:c., will make up five
per cent, more, or $110 as the annual cost of the barn.
The question is, docs this pay. We think that it can
be shown that it does. Everything exposed to the
weather wastes and is injured, and the loss thus sustain-
ed is very great. Produce is injured by various ene-
mies. The rats will not only eat their fill, even more
abetndantly than in a well filled barn, but make holes in
the stacks, through which the rain will soak and settle
so as to destroy far more. Exchange.

In the Charleston Mercury and Courier of the 5th

inst., a writer, over the signature of " Justice," has en
deavored to prejudice the public mind in regard to the
recent unfortunate difficulty that occurred in this town.

The little machine knits hosiery of all sorts and sizes,
of cotton, wool, or silk yarn. It also knits tippets, un- -
der-sleevc- s, wristlets, mitts, and indeed almost every
thing that ought to be knit.
