The Convention of the Democratic party of the State
of New York, which assembled last week at Syracuse,
commenced with a row and ended quite peaceably.

A State ticket was nominated cousisting of candi-
dates for the offices of Comptroller, Attorney (General,
State Engineer, Judge of the Court of Appeals, Secre-
tary of State, State Treasurer, Canal Commissioner,
State Prison Inspector, and Clerk of the Court of Ap-
peals. Delegates were also appointed to the Charleston
Convention. The New York Herald undertakes to
classify the preferences of the delegates so appointed,
viz : 26 for Dickinson ; 21 for Douglas ; 8 for ex-Gov.
Seymour ; 9 for ex-Sccretary Guthrie; 1 tor Secretary
Cobb; 1 for Postmaster-General Holt; 2 for Mr.
Buckanan, and 1 for ex-Speaker Orr. The New York
Day Book says: “ We imagine the classification is all
guess work, Indeed we know of one or two put down
for Mr. Douglas who are not Douglas men. The worst
feature about selecting delegates thus early, it strikes us,
is the opportunity for bargaining, which it leaves a
chance for.”

We agree with the Day Book, and although, we are
fully aware that the elements in North Carolina are
different from what they are in New York, we must be
aware that politicians in either place are but men with
human frailties, and that the prayer not to be led into
temptation is one that fits the circumstances of the best
of us. We are opposed to any premature meeting of
the State Convention of North Carolina.

Steam Carrlages o Ordinary Rosds,

We published sometime ago an account of a steam
fire engine which had passed over the turnpike from
Bristol to Philadelphia, and which performed that
achievement in the most successiul and admirable man-
ner. Repeated attempts have been made for years to
invent a steam carriage for ordinary roads, and as much
as filty years ago the experiment was unsuccessfully
made in Franvce. Kven before that time, Oliver Evans
obtained, alter much difficuity, a patent from the Mary-
land Legislature to protect an invention of the kind,
which, however, proved to be impracticable and value-
less. At last, however, a complete triumph crowned the
mechanical skill and energies of the age, in the invention
of a steam carriage on ordinary roads, which has been
brought to such perfection and found so decided a suc-
cess as to render it nearly certain that, a ftw yenrs
hence, hundreds of them will be in successful operaticn.
Mr. Boydell, an Englishman, has invented thiis remark-
able machiue, the grest peculiarity of which is, thut it
makes a railway for itself as it moves along. The Amer:-
can Railway Review says that the improvement cousisis
in securiug sections of a railway to the wheels of a car-
riage in such a manner that, as they revolve, section al-
ter section is brought under the wheels and held
firm for a certain period, and so ow. laying and taking
np & continuons track for the wheels as they move along.
T'ie material deviees for eff-cting thiese results are said
to be very ingenious and simple.  The trisl took place
i Hyde Purk, London, by direction of the Seeretary of |
State tor Indiapa. It wes proved that the engine could
not only travel on the worst roads, bat that the road it-

| sclt is actually improved by the equal and broad com-

pression of the rails.  Though the engine was nominally
of twelve horse power. the boilers, says the Reveerw, yield
steam fer an indicator ol more than double that amount,
and the engine can with ease draw from sixiy to seventy
tons along ordinary turopike roads, at the rate of four
miles an hour. Attached to the machine, on one of its
trials, were five powerlul wagons, especially made for
the purpose, and which ollowed every turn of the engine
with a sorpent-like movement which gave the utmost
freedom and flexibility 1o the whole convoy. It is said
that more than ouce the whole train tarved iu less than
half its length. and that, too, in passing over grass and
aneven ground, the wheels making no more indentation
than would have been made by an ordinary coal wagon.
If sneh sueeess is atiaived st the start, what may we not
expeet, when improvement alter improvement shall be
made upon the orginal machivery.— Kichmond Dispa‘ch.

Country Boys.

Country lads often feel that their lot is a bard one.—
They sce city bred yourgsters on their travels and their
sprees at the age ol fourieen! veritable young gentle-
men, with a finished exterior, a segar and a cane.  The
young farmer at the same age finds himself with a hLoe
iz hand and a cheap straw hat on his head, sweating
among the hills of corn. He is trequently envious of his
cily brother—whisking past him in the ears with kid
gloves, delicate ringlets, and plenty of money in bhis
pocket.

Miud your corn, boy ; hoe it out clean, keep steadily
to the labor you have in band, do it well, and in time
your good days wili come too. It vou find farming is
not suited to your taste, or your strength, or circum-
stances—il you like mechanism betier, or have a capac-
ity for business, whatever eventually you may engage
in, it is all the same, you bave begun right. [I'he eity
blades huve begun wrong ; and in due time you will see
it. Their fathers and motners will, in the end, gee it too.
Do not feel envious of the pleasures that a hothounse man
enjoys ; but remember, not in a malicious, but sober spir-
it, that such plants wither early. By the time you have
acquired fixed babits of industry, and aequired a corres-
ponding perfection ¢f mind and body, your delicately rear-
ed contemporary of the town begins to leel the debilitating
effects of idleness and dissipation. Heis not alone to blame
for a weak body and a profitless mind ; it is the resalt of a
system ; but he cannot esecape from 1tg effects ; these he
must endure for bimself in his own person. His father may
be a professional man, or asmerchant, or may be merely
rich ; the chances are fifty against one that the son wiil
not replace his father. Such is the result of well settled
experience ; business falls into the hands of those who
are most competent ; it does not descend to heirs. Itis the
country boys after all who do the city business. Observing
men have often stated this fact ;and inquire into the ori-
gin of Cleveland, or Boston, or N. Y., you will find it to
be sa. All external circumstances are in favor of the son
or the clerk succecding to the trade of the old firm; but the
son seldom, almost never, dies in the position of a part-
per of the house. Why is it ? Simply because habitual
indostry is wanting ; habitual indulgence is not want-
ing. With all the external odds against it, the country
furnishes the cities their prioncipal business men. 1f in-
telligent, faithiul and persevering, and above all, cheer-
ful aad persevering, cheerful and contented, the chaunces
are that the lad with the hoe will eventually do the ba-
siness of the father of the lad in gloves, who is now lux-
uriating in his travels.—Ohio Farmer.

The New Boundary Dispute.

During the controversy between the United States
and Great Britain relative to the Northwestern Boun-
dary lie, the several authorities were cited which sus-
taied the adoption of the 49th parallel as the line ; and
such authoritics state this line to run to the Northwest-

ern Ocean. Thus Postlethwayt's Dictionary of 1851
states the line as follows—* to the 49th , through
lake Abitilliz, to the Northwest Ocean.” There is no

deflection from it nawmed.

Such a line, however, would eut in two Vancouver’s
Island—which was unkoown when this line was alleged
to bave been determined by Commissioners. Subse-
quently, the discovery of this Island was made, and in
1846, there was, at its Southern extremity a British
settlement, and the sole object of a deflection from the
49th parallel, before it reached the Pacific Ocean, at a

int in the Georgia Gulf, und thence through Fuca

traits was to save this Island to Great Birtain—tbe
ouly island then of consequence, and the only one on
which there was a British settlement. This object would
be accomplished by running the line throngh the middle
of the pearest chaunel to Vancouver. This would leave
the other islands were they properly, belong to the coo-
tinent, as i1s nataral appendages.

The two channels, of the Canal de Haro and the Ro-
sario Straits, leading from Georgia Gulf to Fuca Straits,
were then (1846) perfectly well known : by the nearest
channel, the Canal de Haro, San Juan falls to the Uni-
ted States ; by the Rosario Strait, between San Juao
and the Continent, the island falls to Great Britain.

The first navigator who ever passed entirely through
the Fuca Strait was Capt. Keundreck, in the Washing-
ton, in 1789, after Capt. Gray had left this vessel—three
years before Vanconver reached these coasts.  Neither
Kendiick nor his vessel ever returned to America. He
was killed in 1793, at Owybee, by a ball accidentally
fired from a British vessel while saluting him.

In 1792 Vancouver sailed through this strait, survey-
ing its chanoels in the most thorough and effectoal man-
ner, and his account of it fills a large portion of his jour-
nal. By his charts sulsequent navigators easily made
their way through Fuca Strait and the Georgia Gulf.—
He lays down clearly the two channels of the Canal de
Haro and the Rosario Strait.

A year before the conclusion of the 1846 treaty, Hon.
Win. Stargis, of that city, delivered a lecture before the
Boston Mercantile Library Association on the Oregon
Question. e was perfectly familiar with the whole
ground, for he had passed seven winters in this region,
and in 1801 be had navigated hisship through the whole
lepgth of the Georgia Gulf—going in on the North at
Piuturel, or Queen Charlotte Sonnd, and coming out at
the Fuca Straits. In thisvaluable lecture Mr. Sturgis
suggested a boundary as follows :

A coutinnation of the parallel of 49 deg. across the
Rocky Mceuntains to tidewater, say to the middle of the
“ Gulf of Georgia ;" thence by the northermost navigable
passage (not North 49 deg.) to the Straits of Juan de
Fuca, and down these Straits to the Pacific Ocean ; the
navigation of the Gull of Georgia and the Straits of
Juan de Fuea to be forever free to both parties—all the
Islands and other territory lying South and East of this
line to belong to the "Tnited Stats, and all North und
West to Great Britain. By this arrangement we shoald
cede 10 great Britain the portion of Quadra and Vancou-
ver's Islund that lics South of latitude 49 deg., which, in
u territorial point of view, is of two little importance to
deserve @ moment’s consideration ; and both parties
would secure for a considerable extent a well defined
vatural boundary, about which there would hereafter
be no Joubt or dispute.”

All the British pretended to strive for in 1846 was
the lower portiom of Vanconver's Island ; aund it the
treaty be now interpreted according to the obvious in-
tention of making the deflection from the 49th parallel,
there would seem to be but little deubt of the justice oi
aur title to such a construetion as would fix the line by
the Canal de Hare, which would leave the United States
the island which Gen. Harney has oecapied.

The Toronto Globe takes the following view of this
affair :—

“"T'be island of Savw Juan (not the bome of Robingon
Crusoe) but one which lies in a much higher latitode,
promises to become a place of importance daring the
next few months or years. 1t is a low lying bit of land
situated at the mouth of Puget Scund, between the Is-
laud of Vancouver and the American territory of Wasbh-
ington. The treaty between Great Britain and the
United States, of
boundary line should be in the middle of the chuannel,
between Vancouver and the wain land. Now, the
trouble is that there are several channels. By jolow-
ing vae, San Juan wonld be given to the United States;
by another to Great Britain. It iz of no use for pnr-
poses of settlement, being small and far lrom fertile :
but it bas been regarded as a place of some importance
from an idea that it commanded the entrance to the sonnd.

Late writers say that this is not correct—that the
chanpel near it is very wide—and that there are others
lar distant from ir. The American General hus, bowev-
er, very recklessly and improperly taken possession ol
it, and we presume that there will be a great deal of
protocolling betore he will be removed.  In  American
matters the imperial authoritios generally make a great
fight abont a small matter, and abandon everything im-
portant without a struggie. We thercfore anticipate a
keen contest about San Juan, but we venture to say
that there will be no fighting. If Brother Jonathan
says he must have San Juan at ail hazards, he will prob-
ably get it ; or perhaps the matter will be allowed to lie
over till there is a batch of little matters to be settled,
and then Uncle Samm may make a great merit of sur-
rendering the island in copsideration of getting some-
thin worth ten times as much. Such are generally the
results of British diplomacy in America.”

The recent importations of tea plants and seeds by
the U. S. Patent Office, has given a fresh interest to
the subject of tea culture in this country, The exami-
nations of Dr. Swith of portions of the monntain re-
gions of North Carolina, Sonth Carolina, Georgia, and
I'ennessee, go lar to prove that they are better adaptcd
to tea than a great proportion of the land cultivated :n
China. This opinion was derived not only from exam-
ination of the soil, and personsl inquiry us to climate
and eonditions of weather, but from astndy of meteoro-
logical records and observations. [he same opinion
was expressed by M. Francis Bonynge, whose visit some
eight years since will be remembered. It only requires
enterprise, capital, and intelligence to br ng this branch
of industry into successful competition with tiie “ Celes-
tials."”
