Pekin, but there are few other Englishmen, except the
slite of the Anglo-Chinese faction of 1857, who, after
what has occurred, will voluntecr as advoeantes of the
poliey of Pekin.

When the
P’lenipotentiaries arrived there were no Mandarians Lo re-
ceive them.  No flags were flying on the forts ; the em-
hrasures were covered by mantalets ; and no soldiers were
visible on the ramparts. There were the mod forts, con-
astructed with great skill ; there were the booms ; but
there was no responsible officer to explain to the Enro-
sean Ministers the reason of those strange preparations.
T'hos: among the Chigese who communicated with the
wessengers from the ships, stated that the works and the
hooms had been consiructed by the common people, with-
out authority. The enly communication addressed 10 Mr.

pretty much to the same thing, does pot make it impos-
sible that they shull be fired upon, is not a subject for
respect, but hostility and coercion.

The men were up to their kuees and waists in
mud ; yet some of them erossed two ditehes full of water,
and arrived uoder the embankments of the fort.  Had
the ladders artived ; bad it been possible to throw in
reinforcements, an attempt would have been made to
storm ; but the ladders were smashed ; no reserves conld
come up ; and the gallant bandful, carewlly removiog
their wounded, were compelled to retreat, and repass the
morass 80 fatal to their advance. A new foe beset them.
The round shot had smashed some of the boats, and the
men had to wait, chin deep in water, until they could
be brought off. Under these eircumstances no reader
will be at a loss to understand how it is that we have
to lament the loss of 164 officers and men. Weare alraid
that our sailors and their commanders Jorgot the sound
muxim—never despise an enemy ; but they can plead in
extenuation that they were bouud to regard their oppo-
nents as triends until they sbowed their true eharacters,
and that no one could resonably expect that the Impe-
rial Government had prepared an amoush of such mug-
nitude at the month of the Peiho.
