The Irish and the Saxon Peasantry.
To those who are ever ready to curse the " mere

Irish," and who are wont to represent tbe Irish peasant
a simpleton, or at least as occupying an inferior posi-

tion, for mental and bodily vigor, to the Saxon peasant
across the Channel to such, we repeat, we refer the fol-

lowing portion of an article taken from the Westmin-
ister Review a periodical with none other than British
proclivities, and, we might almost say, with none other
than Irish hatred. According to the evidence of an En
glishman, the Irish peasant is prouder, more spirited,
less cringing and servile to superiors in wealth and po
sition, less degraded, imbruted, and more intelligent and
ready witted, although perhaps a more hungry man, than
the Saxon husbandman :

" Tbe Irish peasant is poorer and yet more racklesa
than the Englishman ; but he is not so sullen or so spirit-
less. His body is not so mascular or strongly set as
that of the Anglo Saxon husbandman, ou whose frame
the haid and unremitting toil of thirty generations has
stamped its unmistakable impress, and, consequently, be

a less persevering and Jes3 vigorous laborer : but, as a
general rule, his stature is taller and his step more free
and elastic than that of the sturdy but slow and stunted
laborer of our southern countries. I here are wild
mountainous districts of tbe west, indeed, in which the
bwest type of the Irish peasantry is found, that must be
taken as exceptions to the general statement ; and as
many from these regions cross the Channel to tramp
through England in the complex character of mendicant
laborers, no doubt some have received from them an im-

pression as to the Irish peasantry very difierent lrom
what our observations are intended to convey. But no
one can have traveled through the south of Ireland with-
out having noticed what we state.

" The Tipperary and Kilkenny peasantry are invaria-
bly tall; Connemary has been famed for its giants,'
and many of both sexes, throughout the South, are, spite

their rags, fine figures and grace lul io their move-
ments. "While looking at them we have ceased to won-
der at what has been regarded a3 no better than blar-
ney, the finest pisantry in the world ;' and we have even
felt saddened as e mentally contrasted with what we
saw before us, the bearing and appearance of our own
Dorsestershire laborers. For the tattered Irish peasant,
living in a mud hovel, is, after all, a gentleman ia his
bearing ; whereas, there is generally either a cringing
servility or a sullen doggedness in the demeanor of the
south Saxon laborer. The Irishman is, besides, far more in-

telligent and ready-witte- d than the Saxon husbandman.
The fact is, thft the Irishman, if under-fe-d, has not been
over-worke-d ; his life has not been one of unceasing and
oppressive labor. Nor has his condition been one of
perpetual servitude. With all his poverty he has been,
to a considerable extent, his own master. Ilalf starved,
or satisfying his appetite on light or innutritious fare
far worse housed and clad than the poorest English la-

borer ; often, indeed, almost half-naKe-d oppressed by
middlemen exactors of rackrent ; with all this the Irish
cotter has been, from father to son, and from generation
to generation, a tenant, not merely a day-labore- r. Every
Irishman is, in his own esteem, and is esteemed by Lis
fellows, a gentleman ; and every Irishwoman is a lady.
All this has its false, its ridiculous and its mischievous
aspects ; but yet it h&s helped to preserve the Irish, un-

der unparalleled disadvantages and misfortunes, from be-

coming degraded and imbruted."

The China War Dispatches fiora Flag-Offlc-cr Tat--
nail.

"Washington, Sept. 28th. The dispatches received
by our government narrate with minuteness the recent
events in China. Flag-offic- er Tatnall says the British
officer in charge of the gunboats having visited bim, said
nothing about aid, but his Bilent appeal was powerful
indeed. During the .ew moments he was on board the
Powhatan he would look anxiously at bis admiral and
at the boats. " After he left," continues Commodore
Tatnall, " I held a conversation with our commissioner,
Mr. Ward. and he agreed with m perfectly that, nnder
the circumstances of our position with the English the
aid the admiral had tendered me the day before, I could
do no less than tow the boats to his relief. I made an
offer, which was thankfully and promptly accepted.

While the boats were making fast to the hawsers,
which I received astern, I insisted on Mr. Ward and his
suit leaving the Toey-wa-n, and going board one ot tho
junks, for reasons which will be obvious. He at first
reluctantly yielded and left us, but soon returned in one
of the English boats, declaring that as the Toey-wa- n

was his home, and going under fire with bis approbation
and concurrence, he would remain in her, I reluctantly
yielded to Lis gallant impulse." The boats were towed
through the British line to within a short distance of the
Admiral, whose flag was flying, when castiDgtheu. off, ho
retired to the rear, of the line and anchored for tbe night.
The commander took up this position as it might enable
him to aid the wounded, and, thould boats be sunk, to
r scue their crews; in other words, to afford all aid
consistent with neutrality. Having been informed by a
British officer that the Admiral was dangerously wounded,
Commander Tatnall went iu a barge to viit him.
When within a few feet of the Cormorant, a round shot
struck the bo-i- t and killed Coxswuiu Hart, of Brooklyn,
N. Y., and slightly wounded Flag Lieut. Treucbard.
I'hey rca.hid the Cormorant bi fore the bout entirely

sunk.
Com. Tatnall say3 the Chinese commissioners bad pre-

viously notified Commissioner Ward of their at rauge-ment- s.

and requested him to accompany the British aud
French ministers to the Peiho. To this be consented,
thereby, to a certain exteut, assuming the same plutforra
with the latter. The sincerity of the commissioners was
much doubted at the time.

The American officers in thi3 particular service were
Capt. Pearson, Lieut. ,Trenchard and Semmes ; Mid-

shipman Merchant, Engioeerrs City aud Archer, and
Capt. Taylor, ol the marines. The dritt ot Tatuall's
dispatch ia that the Chinese acted in bad laith.

Mutiny on Shipboard, ainl Attempt to Mnnler.
Yesterday morning, while the schr. Matilda E. Wells,

Capt. Robert P. Conk, was being towed down the river
by the steam-to- g Columbus, and while nearly opposite
Willink's ship yard, a revolt occurred on board, which
cime near resulting in the loss of life. It appears from
the evidence, aa taken before Justices Felt aud Connell,
that a sailor by the name of John O'Donnell, bad been
previously lodged in jail by Capt. Conk, for musing to
do duty. As the schooner wa? about to put to sea yes
terday morning, O'Donnell was put on board by an offi- -

cer. 1 he mate or tne Bcnooner oraerea mm to no some
thing aloft, which order he refused to obey. The captain
then repeated the order, and O'Donnell still refusing to
obey, the captain seized him by the collar, calling to the
mate to bring tbe nandcuns. As he did so, U uonnell
struck him twice over the head with a slung shot, when
Captain Conk returned the blows with his fist, and seiz-

ing the sailor by the hair of the head, held him down to
prevent him from striking him, while the mate wrested
the slung-sh- ot from his grasp. Alter Uuonnell had
been disarmed, the captain let bim loose and ordered him
to go do his duty, instead of which he sprang over tbe
side of the vessel into the river and swam for the shore.
Capt. Conk, running aft, got bis revolver arid fired two
or three shots at O'Donnell without effect, and while
standing on the house close by the rail, was pushed over-

board by another 6ailor by the name of John Willliams.
The captain being unable to swim, would, in all proba-
bility, have been drowned but for the prompt assistance
of those on board the schr. L. S. Davis, which was also
in tow of the Columbus. A line was thrown to
him, which he wa3 fortunate enough to grasp, and by
which he was kept above water until he was taken aboard
of the L. S. Davis.

O'Donnell was arrested on shore and taken to Justice
Felt's office. Being left for a short time in charge of
officer Galloway, be jumped from the window into Bay
Lane, and endeavored to effect his escape by running ;

he was, however, promptly pursued by officer Galloway
and others, by whom he was captured and brought back
to the office.

Alter a full hearing ot the case tbe Justices commit-
ted both tbe prisoners, O'Donnell and Williams, to stand
their trial at the January term of the Superior Court,
for assault with intent to murder.

WalleiistHn'a Magnlflcence.

WallensteiD'8 immense riches, his profound reserve
and theatrical manners, were the principal means he em-

ployed
as

to exalt the imagination ol the masses. lie al
ways appeared m public surrounded by extraordinary
pomp, ana allowed all those attacned to his house to
share in his luxury. Hi3 officers lived sumptuously at

table, where never Jess than one hundred dishes were
served. As he rewarded with excessive liberalitv, not
only the multitn e but the greatest personages were daz
zled by this Asiatic splendor. Six gates gave entrance

h'.s palace at rrague, to moke room lor which he bad
pulled down one hundred houses. Similar chateaux
were erected by his orders on all his numerous estates.
Twentv-fou- r chamberlains, sprung from the most
noble families, disputed the honor of serving him, and
some stit back: the golden key, emblem of their grade,

the Emperor, in order that they miht wait on Wal-lenstei- n.

He educated sixty pages, dressed in blue vel
vet acd gold, to whom he gave the first masters ; fifty
trabants guarded his ante-chamb- tr night and day ; six is
barons and the same number of chevaliers were con-

stantly within call to bear his orders. His maitre d'ho-te- l
was a person of distinction. A thousand persons

usually formed his household, and above one thousand
horses filled his stables, where they fed from marble man-
gers. When he set or his travels, a hundred carriages,
drawn by four or six horses, conveyed his servants and
baggage ; sixty carriages and fifty lead horses carried
the people of his suite ; ten trumpeters with silver bu-

gles preceded the procession. The richness of his live-
ries, the pomp of his equipages, and the docoration of
his apartments were in harmoDy with all the rest. In a
hall of his palace at Prague he had himself painted in a
triumphant car, with a wreath of laurels round his
head, and a star above him.

Wallenstein's appearance was enough in itself to in-

spire fear and respect. His tall thin figure, his haughty ofattitude, the stern expression of his pale face, his wide
forehead, that seemed formed to command, his black
hair, close shorn and harsh, hi3 little dark eyes, in which
the dame of authority shone, his haughty and suspicious
look, his thick moustaches and tufud beard, produced,
at the first glance, a startling sensation. His usual
dress cousisted of a justaucarps of elk skin, covered by

white doublet and cloak ; round his neck he wore a
Spanish ruff; in his hat fluttered a large red plume,
while scarlet panttdoone and boots of Cordovan leather,
caretully padded on account of the gout, completed his
ordiuarv attire.

While his army devoted itself to pleasure, the deep
est silence reigned around the General. He could not
endure the rumbling of carts, loud conversation, or even
simple sounds. One of bis chamberlains was hantred
tor waking him without orders, and an otiieer secretly
put to death because his spurs hi'd clanked when he
came to the general. His servants glided about the
room like phantoms, aud a dozen patrols incessantly
moved round his teot or palace to maintain perpetual
tranquility. Chairs were also stretched across the streets
in order to guard him against any souDd. Wallenstein
was ever absorbed in himself, ever engaged with his plans
and designs. He was never seen to smile, and his pride
rendered him inaccessible to sensual pleasures. His only
fanaticism was ambition. This strange chief meditated
and acted incessantly, only taking counsel of himself,
and disclaiming strange advice and inspirations.

AY ben he gave any orders or explanations, he could
not bear to be looked at curiously ; when he crossed the
camp the soldiers were obliged to pretend they did not
see him. Yet they suflered from au involuntary shudder
when they saw him pass like a supernatural being.

1 here was something about him mysterious, solemn and
awe-inspirin- g. He walked along, surrounded by this
magic influence like a saddening halo. His troops firmly
believed that he was in communion with the spirit of
darkness, that the stars had no secrets from h;m, that
the crowing of cocks, or the barking of dogs never reached
his ear, that bullets, sabres and lances could not wound
biui, for he possessed a talsman that rendered Llm Mas
ter of Fortuue They followed him as a personification
of Fate. Though champion at Rome against the

the gloomy captain only put faith in the
dreams of the occult sciences. While a youth he was
accompauied on his travels by the mathematician and
astronomer, Verdungas, who taught him to read the
stars. He ako resided for some time at Padua, in or
der to learn from another professor. The rooms of his
palace at Prague were coven-- with emblems of divina-
tion and allegorical figures. His ambition led him to
the d sire of penetrating the secrets of the future ;

the Italian astrologer, Seui, lived beneath his roof
and the visionary couple frequently passed t'ac night in
chemical studies. Never did Wallestein set out on a
new enterprise till he had consulted the luminous Py
thonesses of the firmament, lor these dumb counsellors
wore to him Bible and Gospel. A peasant would not
have behaved in a diflereut way.
