doubtedly insured. This same company lost the steamer
Canadian in 1857, by her being driven ashore in the Bay of
Fundy, at the entrance of tho river St. Lawrence. The In-

dian, therefore, is the second vessel they have lost.

" Iwo days ago 1 dispatched lrom t ort lownsend a com
munication to Governor Douglas, proposing a temporary
adjustment on the basis suggested by the President in his
instructions to me. Thre has been no answer yet. No
doubt the proposition will be accepted. Everything is tran-
quil in these islands."

Senator Seward In England.
A Imdon correspondent of the New York Herald,

thus epeaks of the courtesy shown to Senator Seward, by
the Jsntish aristocracy :

Mr. Seward received great attention from the nobility,
and special marks of favor from her Highness the Duch
ess of Sunderland and other members of the aristocracy.
who, as a body, are devoted to the anti-slaver- y cause,
and are ever ready to give it a " (Jod speed," not in
words only, but in solid gold. The fact is, my observa-
tion has convinced me that the friends of true freedom
arc to be found among the aristocracy, not only here,
but everywhere. Those who give inspiration to the
cause of anti-slave- ry here, are among the proudest and
most glorious of England's nobility, while the professed
liberals, like Cobden, Bright, and Roebuck, always cry
out against the slavery agitation. In consequence of
this, Seward, Sumner, and all our great champions of
freedom have ever received their warmest welcome from
the English nobility, and not from tho Cobden's and the
JJrihts those disturbers of social order.

Before closing, I must relate an anecdote which Gov.
Seward tells himself with much gusto. "When the mes-

senger reached him announcing that her Majesty had
fixed an hour for his audience, the Governor was at the
Derby races, with Ixird Napier and other distinguished
members of the nobility. Her Majesty had fixed the
audience for that very day, and the Gevernor's court
dress had not yet been ordered. "What was to be done?
Ix)rd Napier was consulted. In a few moments Lord
N. and Gov. S. were flying towards London as fast aa
whip and wheels could carry them. The city gained,
they soon readied the shop of Prince Albert's tailor.
A court suit was ordered to be made in two hours' time.
The tailor demurred said that he could do wonders,
but that was impossible. But, happy man that he is,
he was never without an expedient. The Governor wa3
required to strip off his black pants, and with one dash
of the shears ; off came the legs of the pants at the
knees. There stood the Senator in his drawera, coat
and hat. Whisk went the tailors ! The gold knee-buckle-s,

diamond clasps of rosetts, were soon adjusted ;

the long drawera and boots gave place to silk stockings
ornamented with elegant buckles similar to those for the
knees. Next went on an exquisite cambric shirt, with
ruffled bosom and wristbands, clasped gold buttons, eet

in diamonds.
