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The ton of Primaries. .

The analysis of soil and fertilizers is admirably writ-
ten upon by Judge French, in a late pumber of the
New England Farmer. We take from the art icle the

lowing extract :—
IOIAll agbetanees in nature are said to be composed of
sixty-four simples, which we first, or primarily find in
rocks. The theory then is, that these rocks, in the lapse
of ages, bave been broken and worn away, and f!'um their
debris, soils have been formed. I\_th. we find those
game substances in vegetables, and finally, in animals ;
{he same, so far as the chemist knows; but changed or
progressed, as the plants plainly tell ns. Even the mi-
serocope which shows us eels, apd even sea serpents, 1u
Cochituate water, and hrinoceri on the surface of figs;
which ¢an detect at a glance, the different kinds of blood,
and almost discern the oxygen in the atmosphere, can
see 110 difference between these two kinds of phosphates.
Bat the plants, with their instincts, si'mrper tha[l man's
reason, and more subtle than chemists™ tests, decide that
for their food, the one is far better than the other. Why
; g;;fffﬁir Mapes, of New York, has been for several
vears discoursing upon this topic through th(:. W ?rkmg
Farmer, and before the New York Farmer’s Club.—
His theory is that the elements, which we may find ap-
parently identical in the rock, and in both the vegetable
and animal matter, are first taken up by the lower or-
ders of plants like mosses and lichens, that they have
thus progressed one step, and that on the decay of those
lower plants, those same elemer 18 may now be suited to
the constitution of plants of a higher order, and so on,

< till passing gradually upward, they form part of the food

of apimals, including man, and thus become a constitu-
ent part of flesh and blood. !luving thus progressed,
perhups baving again and again constituted part both
of vegetable and animal substances, those elements ac-
quire an aptitude for such organization, and so are the
more readily taken up anew to be wrought into new
structare, just as grape cuttings buried in vineyards from
the best nourishment for the vipe, and as egg-shells are
found by heus, the must convenient substances of which
to make ghells for new eggs,

In the Working Farmer of April, 1855, Professor
Mapes clearly states bis theory, which we have attempt-
ol briefly to indicate. He there states us known facts,
that if we apply a quantity of bullocks’ blood to the goil
it proves a powerfal fertilizer, whereas if we apply the
exacl equivalentg, so fur as chemistry can tell us, taken
from the primary souarce of rock, and dissolved, the effeet
as a fertilizer is very small ; and so if we use phosphate
of lime made from bones, and the same amount of min-
erul phosphate, the bone phosphate will prove by far the
better maoure,  Yet the chemist’s analysis finds the
mineral phosphate taken from the rock at Crown Point,
Lake Champlain, and other places, in various parts of
the world, identical with the phosphate from boues, and
sets them down as of eqnal value to the farmer.

Phospbates have no value for agricultural purposes,
unless tuken from organie lile, like the blood and bones
of apimals. I'he phosphates from the phosphatic rocks
and volcanic deposits, miscalled guanos, although ground
and treated with sulphurie acid, have no value as fertili-
zers, and cannot be absorbed into the higher class of
plants, such as are now required lor the use of men and
animals. They must first be taken by up lichens and mos-
ses, and be progressed by them in a way which chemis-
try as yet has failed to discover, and on their decay
and deposit of their phospates in the soil, be absorbed
by a higher class of plant for further progression, and so
on through nature's laboratory, until we find the pro-
gressed phosphates oceupying the bones of animals.

FeepinG Stock.—No larmer can doabt, we think,
that the system of stock management which obtains in
this country, is a very lovse one, il'indeed it merit the
title of * system.” We doubt if it is & system, unless
it be systematic looseness, not to say slovenliness. Itis
true we urge the importance of keeping stock o a far-
mer.  We beleive it essential to its continued produc-
tiveness. But no farmer who has not used a peocil, or
kept & stock account, knows the amount of bard cash
his stock of cattle swindle him out of. Talking with a
farmer the other day, who has had considerable expericnce
as a stock grower, we asked him if his stock in the spring,
and the manure made during the winter, would be likely
to market at a price which would cover the value of the
tood given them, the labor and care bestowed upon,
and the interest on their market value to-day. le
doubted if it would, but didn’t know. We lear there
are a good many farmers who do not know, much less
consider the fact, yet, persist in wintering and summer-
ing stock that is a direct tax upon them. It is a mat-
ter to think about and calculate upon. A heard of
cattle are wvot always profitable as manufacturers of
manure simply. In very many instances the cash they
would sell for would purchase, and the labor expended
in taking care of them would prepare more than double
their value of manure. This I8 not an extravagant as-
sertion, especially in a country where manure is so little
valued as here. 'There are one or two points to be con-
sidered in the care of stock. Unless you are a fancy
breeder, and sell at fancy prices, it ig not profitable to
keep any animal that is not constantly improving or
yieldiog you a revenue in the shape of milk, or in the
case of sheep, wool, or an increase of the flock. Itis a
rare good animal that pays the care and cost of keeping
and interest on market value, either by direet product or
advance in value. We do not assert there are no such
animals, but we do assert that in proportion to the
whole number in the Northwest, they are few. An
animal should improve constantly—we speak of neat
cattle—and where the point has been reached, beyond
which, the improvement costs more than it comes to, it
18 gafe to sell at once.  Aud that point is a nice one to
discover. It is attracting the attention of the best
breeders, and feeders in this country and elsewhere.—
Science is looking after it. How to supply an animal
with such food, and in such quantitics as to insure the
largest amount of iucrease with the smallest possible
loss, 18 a matter to be sought out—a problem to solve.

The Spanish mackerel, says the New York Journal
of Commerce, is an excellent table fish common to south-
ern waters—one of the most beautiful of the species, and
affording rare sport to the angler. It is usually taken
by the trolling line. Until recently it has not been
found in thig vicinity ; bat within the past three or four
years individuals of the species have occasioually been
caught bereabouts, though the number taken is very
small. We learn, bowever, that within the past fort-
night we have been favored with an unusnal visitation
of this delicions fish, a circumstance that has induced
tbe belief that it has so far changed its habits as to
promise us the pleasure of its presence in the future.—
An angler of some repute, while at West Point a short
time since, observed certain partics catching with good
success a species of fish of which they were ignorant, but
which he discovered to be the verituble Spanish mack-
crel.  Perceiving that the fish was feeding near the sur-
lace, and frequently leaping from the water, it naturally
occurred to him that they might be taken with the fly.
Accordingly, arranging his fishing tackle, he devoted
bimself to the task, and with such sucerss that the result
of two days' effort sbowed a total of more than sixty-
five mackerel captured in this manner. The mode of
taking them was as much a povelty and a surprise, as
the fact that they were found ia the loculity mentioned.

Murtne Losses In November.

The number of serious casualties to American sea-go-
ing vessels reported during the last month has not been
equalled sinee the months of December and January,
1856-"7, when the number reported was fifty-three in
December and seventy in Jannary. [I'be vessels report-
ed this month as total losses and missing amount to fifty-
five of all classes. The only morth that approached the
past one gince 1856 was April, 1857, when the total
logses numbered fifty-two vessels. The casualties last
month class as follows : 1 steamer, 12 ships. 7 barques,
11 brigs, and 24 schooners. Of these thirty-four were
wrecked, two burnt, one missing, seven abandoned, five
sunk, three capsized, and three sunk by collisions. Qut
of the thirty-seven vessels reported gone ashore lust
month, only five were got afloat again, one of the latter
being the ship Heideiburg. Of the balance, a number
of them have gone entirely to pieces.

The funeral of Washington Irving took place at Tar-
rytown, N. Y., on Thursday. It was an occasion long
to be remembered. Business was suspended ; stores
were closed.  From almost every honse mourning dra-
pery was hung. The bells of the churches tolled for
some hours. From the surrounding country, and from
New York aud other cities, thousands of people assem-
bled in and about the church where the funeral-services
took place. A procession, more than a mile in length,
followed the remains of the deceased to the erave. where
besides many of the most distinguished men of the city.
were nearly all the Episcopal clergy, including the
Provisional Bishop of the Diocese. The New York
Common Council and the trustees of the Astor Library
were present, and the Historical Society was well rep-
resented. The services, in the church and at the grave,
were conducted by the Rev. Dr. Creighton. pastor of
the church at Tarrytown, of which Mr. Irving was a
member.

The Use of Tobacco.

The Dean of Carligle, in a recent lecture on tobacco
at Carligle, England, gave the following statistics :

In 1856 thirty-three millions of pounds of tobaceco
were consuned here at an expense of eight millions of
money ; five million two hundred and twenty thousand
pounds of which went in duty to Government, to say
nothing of vast quantities smuggled into the country.—
There is a steady increase upon this consumption far
exceeding the contemporaneous increase of population.
per an-

ounces, or at least at the rate of one-fourth increase in
ten years. We hear of 20,000 hogsheads of tobacco in
tbe bonding houses in London at ope time. 'There are
twelve city brokers in London expressly devoted to to-
buscco rales ; ninety manufacturers ; 1,569 tobacco shops
in London ; eighty-two clay pipe makers ; 7,380 work-
men engaged in the different branches of the business;
and no less than 250,048 tobacco shops in the United
Kingdom. And if we turn to the Continent the con-
sumption and expenditure assume proportions perfectly
girantic.

In France much more is consumed in proportion to
the population than in England. The Emperor clears
100,000,000 francs asnually by the Government mono-
poly- At St. Omer 11,000 tons of clay are used in muk-

g 45,000,000 tobaceo pipes. In the city of Hamburg
40,000 cigurs are consumed daily, although the popula-
tion is not much ever 150,000 ; 10,000 persons, many
of them women and children are engaged in their manu-
facture.  One hundred and fifty mullion cigars are sup-
plied annually ; a printing press is entirely oceupied in
priuting labelg for the boxes of cigars, &c., aud the busi-
ness represents 4,000,000 franes.  In Denmark the an-
nual cousumption reaches the enormous average of sev-
enty ounces per head of the whole population ; aund in
Belgium even more—to seventy-three ounces, or four
pounds aud three-fifths of a pound per bead. In Ameri-
ca the average is vastly higher.

It is calculated that the entire world of smokers, snuf-
fers, and chewers consume 2,000,000 tons of tobacco an-
nually, or 4.480,000,000 pounds weight—as much in
tonnage as the corn cousumed by ten millions of Eng-
hshmen, aud actually at a cost sufficient to pay for all
the bread corn eaten in Great Britain.  Five millions
and a hall of acres are occupied in i's growth, chiefly
cultivated by slave labor, the product of which, at two
pence per pound, would yield thirty-seven millions of
pounds sterling.  The time would fail to tell of the vast
amount of smoking in Turkey and Persia ; in India all
classes and both sexes indulge in this practice; the
Siamese both chew aud smoke. In Burmah all ages
practise it—children of three years old, and of both
sex¢s,  China equally contributes to the general mania;
and the advocates of the habit boast that about one-
fourth of the human race are their clients, or that there
certainiy are 100,000,000 smokers !
