He pretendsto be
unable to speak English, and says in a sort of foreign lingo,
that he came from Tenncssee. [ suppose that he is either
an abolition emisary, or one of the Harper’s Ferry rioters in
disguige. He appears to be about fifty years old, and when
at Noah Highsmith's, last SBaturday, he refused to give any
account of himself, when questioned about his business. He
was at Mr. Bryan Newkirk's on Saturday pight, and en-
quired the way to Fayetteville.

These things I have from report that I consider reliable,
and wish you to make ruch use of them as will cause him to
be examined ; and if he is an outlaw or emisary, let him be
arrested.

He is a very intelligent man, and is extremely excitable
when questioned about his business. He is light complec-
ted, ahout five feet, eight or ten inches high, wears his
beard entire, and is somewhat gray. He is supposed to be
well armed with secret weapons.

Friday wc paid a hurried visit to Clinton, on the
occagion of the annual Fair of the Sampson County
Agricultural Society.

We found the gathering on the Fair grounds very
large, quite as large as that of last year, which was a re
markable turn out. The show of articles, in the way of
gtock, agricultural productions and domestic manu-
factures was very fine, not larger perhaps than that
of the year before, but exhibiting marked indications of
progress, and the diffusion of a spirit of improvement.
To illustrate this, we will mention that the number of
gentlemen exhibiting blooded cattle was much larger
than at the preceding fair, and so with other depart-
ments.  Without particularizing we think we may say,
without hesitation, that in this department the Sampson
fair was superior to the State Fair

The hogs were very fine indeed. Inthe matter of fat hogs,
we really think that we never saw so many terrific fellows
together. Iow much any one of them that were there
might have weighed, we cannot say—there would appear
to have been no scales big enough to weigh them.  They
were enormous. There were also several families of remarlk-
ably fine pigs. +‘The list of premiums, shortly to be pub-
lished, will show who were the successful competitors
for the prizes offered. We are sure that none were ill-

The Messrs. Ashford, and Mr. Alford King, exhibited
gome mwagnificent fat cattle, upon whose plump corpo-
rogities the members of the Wilmington delegation
gazed with much satisfaction. We picked out a steak
from one benevolent looking ox, who never scemed to
sugpect our carniverous propensitics, but looked aronnd
patiently, as much as to say—“ 1 am fat, but I don't
mean any barm by it, and ain’t proud a bit.”

In the sheep line the show was small but good. While
every white person Leeps ope dog and every negro two,
there is not the protection for sheep, nor the encourage
mens for sheep raisivg, that there ought to be.

The show of horses was good but not remarkable.—
The first premium was given to * Touchstone,” some
fair trotting was done, the quickest time heing about
3 minutes 25 sceonds.

There were mules, jacks and jennets, for we heard
them, but did pot cxamine them, although we under-
stand that they were very good. Al mules and  jacks
look to us pretty much alike, so that we could not tell
on¢ from another, hardly.

The ponltry—geese, docks, cte., might be said to have
been in full feather, and one fcllow crowed quite bravely.
They all locked very well.  We bardly think the num-
ber wag as large as last year,

Farmers' Hall was well stocked with the good things
of this life,—bects, potatoes, pumpkins, bams, corn,
wheat, eoleworts, everything almost, and all good—the
pampking were o large that we were unable to remem-
ber their weight.

There were buggics made in Fayctteville and in Clin-
ton, also some very ingenioas ploughs, the latter made
by B. R. Hood, of Clinton. 'There were some washing
machincs, churns, cte.

Floral Hall was cven betler filled than last year—go
much =0 that therc was considerable talk of enlarging
it. On one side we found domestic goods, homespuns,
counterpancs, «quilts, ete. On the opposite side we
paintings and other  objects
of taste. In the centre were fruits, preserves,
jellies, pickles, native wines, cordials, and
moving around generally were fair ladies and devoted
gwains. We could not pretend to do justice to Floral
Hall or the fair ladies whose taste filled and adorned it.
W hat we lack in deseription, however, we made up in
genuine admiration. No community not possessing a
large measure of cultivation and refinement could have
contributed the articles on exhibition in Floral IHall.

Intelligenee, enterpriseand
investigation bad taken the place of apathy and compar-
ative ignorance, and it was now with considerable difli-
dence that he ventured to offer some suggestions, more
with the view of directing their attention to the sub-
jet discussed than with any over-weaning pride of opin-
ion in his own views and recommendations.

The capital and labor would also pass away from our
Statc unless turned to agricultural pursuits. The wise
statesman and the patriotic North Carolinian would
seek to retain our labor and capital rather than sufler it
to go from us. 'T'o doso we must faster agriculture and
manufactures. JIlis plans were the imposition of a dis-
criminating tax upon all northern and foreign goods sold
in the State, and the introduction of practical agriculture
as a branch of instruction in our Colleges and Schools.

Mr. Mcares’ Tarifl views we could not sustain, but
we fully sympathised with the high southern fecling
that prompted them. The agricultural instruction is
right all over. 'Time will not permit us to notice the
address more at length. It was able aud striking, and
delivered with the orator’s usnal impassioned earnest-
ness,

Washington Irving.

From a long and interesting sketch of the life and
writings of Mr. Irving we make the following abstract :

Washington Irving, the son of a Scotch merchant
residing in New York, was born in that city on the 3d
of April, 1783. His mother was an English lady. He
studied law as a profession, and was admitted to the
bar, but never practised, his evident * vocation ™ being
literature, upon which be entered at the age of twenty
as a contributor to the Morning Chronicle, published
by his brother, Peter Irving. Next year, being threat-
ened with pulmonary disease, he was sent to Southern
Europe for his health. He traveled two years, and the
results of his observation are : pparent in his after wri-
tings.
Tn 1807 he contributed a series of periodical papers
called * Salmegundi,” among which were some of his
best light articles. In 1809 appeared “ Knickerbock-
ers’ History of New York,” the happiest burlesque
history that has ever been written. Thenceforward he
was famous.
His next literary employment was as FEditor of the
Analectic Magazine, published in Philadelpbia.
At the close of the war of 1812 Irving visited Eu-
rope again, and traveled over England, Scotland and
Wales. While in London he heard of the failare of the
mercantile hcuse in which he was a silent partner.—
By this event be was thrown upon his pen for a living.
Ahout this Time appeared the “ Sketch Book,”—in
1820 “ Bracebridge Hall,” in 1823 the *“ Tales of a
Traveier.” 1le went to Madrid in 1825, remaining
in Spain uutil 1829, and producing during bis resi-
dence in that country his “Life of Columbus,”
“ Conquest of Granada,” and his “ Tales of the Al-
hambra.”
In 1829 he was made Secrctary of Legation to Lon-
don. He remained in England until 1832, and re-
ceived the degree of LL.D.from the University of
Oxford.
During the next ten years he produced his * Tour on
the Prairies,” “ Abbottsford,” * Newstead Abbey,”
« Astoria,’” “ Adventures of Captain Bonneville,” and
numerous short sketches. In February, 1842, he was
appointed Minister to Spain, which office he held for
four years. He then retired to a charming country
residence near Tarrytown, on the Hudson, on the very
spot of the “ Sleepy Hollow” of his own lamous legend.
This place he named *“Sunny Side,” and as such it
dwells pleasantly in the mind as one of the pleasantest
homes of genius. His latest works have been his « Bi-
ography of Oliver Goldsmith,” a writer whom he much
resembled in the elegance and purity of hisstyle. * Ma-

ton,” which was his closing and crowning labor.

Mr. Irving was never marricd. Why, is a questicn
that he himeellf might have answered, and might not.
Ile gathercd around him relations and made a home.
He seems through life to have been a * prosperous gen-
tleman ;" with some backsets his circumstances were
casy—his facilties for travel and observation good—
hig health uniform, and his death, at a good old age,
without the tedious intervention of a lingering disease.
The “ Cambridge Clique,” who look upon Boston as
Atheng, may puff each other up as something great,
and Prescott did live there, but the two names ahove all
others in American literature knew not Boston. Irving
and Cooper are known the world over.

Sovrn CaroLiNa.—We find in the Charleston and
Columbia papers the message of Goverpor W. H. Gist,
to the Legislature of South Carolina.

The Governor is opposed to inereasing the burdens o
taxation as it may tend to drive off population to new
States, whese virgin soil will easier bear such burdeus
than the compuratively exbausted soil of South Carolina.
The sum of three hundred and forty-cight thousand
dollars was epent on the new State House during the
last year, and a further appropriation of four hundred
thousand dollars will be required during the carrent year.
Handsome but costly. T'he militia system is fullen into
disrepute and something must be doue 800z, or a gene-
ral disorgauization will be the conscquence.

The Governor thinks that a small tax for keeping the
roads might be profitably substituted in place of days’
work. 'The roads would be better and the cost to the
people would be less.

‘I he term for which Prof. Leiber was appointed State
Geologist will expire on the 22d December. His re-
appointment is recommended.

In regerd to Federal Relations the Governor speaks
plainly. Ile thinks that the election of a Black Repub-
lican President will scttle the question of our safety in
the Union ; and, although the forms of the Constitution
may be complied with, its vital principle will be extin-

guished.

It is stated by
well posted Republicans that nearly one hundred Oppo-
sition members assent to the Philadelphia programme,
which, is, in substance, to oppose all speech-making, and
proceed to organize the House upon the prineiple of a
just division of patrcnage among tue varied elements of
opposition to the administration.

The Falr in Onslow.

The first Fair of the Ouvslow Agricultural Society
came off at Jacksonville on Thursday and Friday, the
24th and 25th. The crowd which the occasion called
forth was the largest by far that we have ever before
seen assembled in Onslow ; the number was variously
estimated (rom fifteen hundred to three thousand. The
exhibiticn was highly creditable to the people of the
cn;mty, and was warmly commended by all persons pres-
ent.

This Society was only organized in June last, and
among the pioneers in the cause, who have manifested
so much interest and labored with so much zeal and en-
ergy for its success, and whose liberal donations have
contributed to the extensive preparations of the Fair
Grounds, we cannot omit to record the names of K. W.
Fonville, President ; D. W. Sanders, Owen Huggins, J.
M. Fraucks, E. W. Montfort, Jerome B. Frazel, W. D.
Humphrey, Stephen Dixor and E. W. Ward. Jere.
Pearsall and I. B. Kelley, of Duplin, were also present and
assisted in i's organization in June. Maj. Pearsall was
prevented from attending our Fair, bat Mr. Kelley, with
a goodly number from his county, we were glad to sce
and to welcome.

The exhibition of stock was very large and very good.
Mr. B. M. Barry, who was one of the largest contribu-
tors, showed some of his fine Devons.  Mr. Fonville, two
recently imported Ayershire heifers and several Durhams,
Mr. Huggins aod Mr. W. D. Humphrey, also, several
of fine blood. A very large collection of horses and
mules was also paraded around the track. Many of the
horses were of fine style, speed and blood. The splendid
New Ycrk stallion, Vito Morgan, a horse of great pow-
cr, speed and style, and to which was awarded the pre-
mium at the Newbern Fair, was purchased by Mr.
Cooper Huggins at $1,700.

T'here were in attendance a considerable number of
visitors from the countics of Jones, Craven, Lenoir, Dup-
lin and New Hanover. 'We had the pleasure of making
the acquaintance of Judge Manly, who honored the oo-
casion with his presence. We believe thut the New-
bern Progress was the only newspaper represented, and
that was in the person of Major W.J. Vestal. We
had the pleasure, also, of meeting Mr. Ward, Senator
from Jones, and Mr. Bryan, Commoner from Cravea.
And lastly,though not because they are lastly remembered,
we can congratulate the Society upon the large namber of
ladies who were present. ‘Their contributions very greatly
increased the interest of the exhibition. Floral Hall was
well filled with a large num! o~ and a great variety of speci-
mens of their cuoning wudwork, and was the great
place of resort. ‘There were about thirty paintings,
many of them beautiful, and attracted universal atten-
tion. Some of them were finished with the most ex-
quisite touch. Among the contributors in this depart-
ment, we remember, upon inquiring of the receiving
agent, the names of Miss Lucretia [uggins, Miss Mar-
tha Pearce, Mrs. Jumes M. Wooten, Miss Mary S.
Humpbrey, and Mr. Russel.

On Friday about 1 o'clock, the President, E. W,
Fonville, Esq., aunounced that the Committee had failed
to procure an Orator for the occasion, but there were
some gentlemen present whom he would take the liberty
to call on, and whom be hoped wou'd respond. He then
called out Owen Huggins, Esq., who responded in a
practical, well-timed speech. L. W. Humphrey was
next called on, who also responded. The President then
called on the Hon. Mathias K. Manly. Judge Manly
came forward and made a very excellent specch of balf
an hour, and was listened to with the most respectful
attention. He said that he could congratulate the
Society upon the success which had attended their effort
in holding their first Fair, that he thought it was “ an
eminent suceess, one which should be entirzly satisfac-
tory to the peeple of Onslow.” The Judge io alluding
to bimself, with much feeling, expressed the pleasure it
gave him to visit the people of Ouslow at this time, and
to meet and mingle with those who had been friends to
him in early life; and we can assure his Honor that the
people of Ouslow warmly reciprocate those friendly sen-
timents, and feel grateful to him for his visit.

The speaking being over, the President then read out
the names of the successful competitors.

A. J. Johnson, and to Col. Montfort, treasurer, for their
patient labor and pains-taking during the whole day of
Thursday.

For the goed management that characterized the
whole proceedings, much praise is due to the indefatiga-
ble efforts of Dr. E. W. Ward, Chief Marshal, and his
gallant and urbancassistants, Mr. Rufus F. Pelletier, Dr.
R. W. Ward, Dr. W. R Montfort and Mr. Geo. S.
Daffy.

There was a ball both nights of the Fair, in Jackson-
ville, which was numerously attended. We went to the dan-
cing room about nine o’clock on Thursday night, and
was surprised to see so large and gay an assemblage,
more than two hundred ladies and gentlemen were
present; and the Ball was at its height. The
“beauty and chivalry” of Onslow were gathered
together ; and there were “ fair women and brave men ”
from the countiesadjacent. Frank Johnson, {Old Frank.)
the inimitable Frank, was there in all his glory. On
Friday night it was even more largely attended. From
the opening of the Fair on Thursday, 11 o’clock, there
seemed to be one round of excitement and pleasure, un-
til the adjournment of Friday night, about 2 o’clock.
