On Tuesday little was done in either house that was

not reported in our telegraph despatch yesterday. In
the Senate, the debate upon Mr. Mason’s resolution of
enquiry in relation to the Harper's Ferry affair, was
participated in by Mr. Mason, Mr. Trumball, of Illi-
nois, Mr. Hale, of New Hampshire, Mr. Davis, of Mis-
sissippi, Mr. Green, of Missouri, Mr. Crittenden, of
Kentucky, Mr. Wilson, of Massachusetts, Mr. Pugh, of
Ohio, and others.

The discussion arose chiefly out of the amendment
offered by Mr. Trumbull, to add to the enquiry about
Harper's Ferry, a further enquiry in regard to the
seizare of arms from the U. S. Arsenal at Liberty,
Missouri, some four years ago.

Mr. Trumbull disavowed any sympathy with Brown
or his companions.

Mr. Mason insisted that the one event bad no con-
ncetion with the other, and that the object of bringing
it up now, after having permitted it to remain quiet for
over four years, was evidently to embarrass the investi-
gation of the affair at Harper’s Ferry.

Mr. Hale made ope of his peculiar speeches, attacking
the Supreme Court of the United States, the South,
aud everybody else, almost.

Mr. Hanter, of Virginia, rebuked the levity of the
Senator from New Hampshire, which he compared to
the laugh of an inebriate by the bed of death.

The discussion in the House was upon the resolution
of Mr. Clark, of Missouri, declaring any member who
iiad endorsed Helper's book, unfit to be Speaker.

Mr. Millson, of Virginia, said that those who advo-
cate such sepuiments as those avowed by Helper, are
not only uofit to be Speaker, but unfit to live.

Mr. Sherman, the Republican candidate for Speaker,
gaid he had never read Helper's book, and had never
seen a copy of it. He would not trench on the rights
of a single Southern State.

Mr. Leake said that Mr. Sherman’s ignorance in
signing the recommendation for the circuiation of a com-
pend of Helper’s book did not excase him.

Mr. Keitt said that it v-as only just now certain that
the Repnblicans had repudiated Helper's book, findiog
it was infamous.

Mr. Stevens, of Pa., Mr. Crawford, of Ga. and Mr.
Garnett, of Va., continued the discussion. There was
great confusion and excitement. Finally order was re-
stored and the House adjourned.

By a despatch received last evening, we learn that
the debate on Mason's resolution was continued yester-
day in the Senate, and that on Clark's, in the House.

Tue Uxion Mass MEETING AT PHiLApErrRIa.— Philhdel-
plaa, Dec. 7.—The grand Union mass meeting of citizens,
irrespective of party, was held to-night at Jayne’s Hall, the
object being to re-aflirm allegiance to the ﬁ'njon and the
constitution, and condemn al Hon. Josepk R.
Ingersoll presided.

A series of resolutions were adopted expressing the ear-
nest sympathy of the citizens of Philadelphia with the citi-
zens of Virginia, and declarin&thst there were no laws more
obligatory on the citizens of the Republic than those pre-
scribing the duty of restoring fugitives from labor to their
masters ; disavowing any right or wish to interfere with the
domestic institutions of sister States, and reprobating, in
the strongest terms, all attempts to excite a servile insur-
rection, or to arouse those who are lawfully held in servi-
tude to violence and bloodshed ; approving of the recent
administration of justice in Virginia and the enmergy and fi-
delity of Gov. Wise ; also approving the conduct of the Gov-
ernor of Pennsylvania in promptly surrendering the fugitives
from justice; and, tinally, assuring their brethren of the
Bouth that there exists among the people of Pennsylvania a
determined spirit to assert and maintain the constitution
and the rights of the States under it, and asking, in return,
confidence and that dignified moderation which confidence
and patriotic Eympathy inspire.

The
late foolish tragedy at Harper’s Ferry furnishes ampie
evidence on this point. Who can read the parting ex-
hortation of the assassin Brown, to his accomplices—an
exhortation made, as it was, under the gallows—* not to
betray their friends,” and still doubt that the conspira-
tors were the tools of the Black Republican party? I
do not refer 1o the deluded and ignorant of that party,
but strike at those who were their counsellors und abet-
tors—men high in authority. )

I have heard a distingu shed Senator from New York
declare that in his opinion, it was proper to assist slaves
in escaping from their masters. This is the universal
sentiment of the Republican party. This feeling cavsed
the outbreak at Harper’'s Ferry. We have but a viry
few friends up North, outside of the Democratic party
which party bas been badly beaten at every late election
They are too few and too weak to help us; we must
be our own defenders.

They are the thoughts of a man who has the same
at stake as every Carolinian, but who, being accustomed
to scenes of danger and trying times, is more likely to
take a calm aurvef] of our political horizon than we whose
heads are hot with passion, and hearts swelled with zeal :
*¢ The States of the South should lose no time in organi-
zing and driiling an eflective military force perfecting the
Commissaries’ and Quarter Masters’ Departmeunts, and estab-
lishing arsenals and magazines in secure places, difficalt of
access, yet convenient. Thig should have been done years
ago, when designing and reckless men, South as well as
North, began to agitate slavery for political purposes. The
far-seeing Northern statesmen, during all that time, and
since, have carefully kept among themselves the arsenals of
construction for arms, seemingly allowing one in the Sonth,
Harper's Ferry. within one day's march of Pennsylvania,
though they aftected liberality by building mere depots in
divers places, for a few stands of arms, calling them Arsenals.
The Arsenal at Fayetteville was the work of Maj. Rell, of
Nomth Carolina, who was then in the Ordinance Office at
Washington, aud the chief working man, though his ¢olonel
was present. He furnished the military argaments to Gen.
McKay (the representative of your district,) in favor of
Fayetteville. They were on the most friendly and confi-
dential terms, and worked together as North Carolinians,
and carried it against the hostility of the South Carolina
delegation. The original plan was to make the Fayetteville
Arsenal one of construction for arms, and maintain it in ac-
tivity 1 but the opposition of Poinsett, Secretary of War,
dwarfed it down to a mere depot.
The original plan should be carried out, and not only
weuld this State be materially strengthened thereby, hut
also Virgitia, Bouth Carolina and Georgia. It is not suf-
ficient tv have workshops and machinery. They would be
quite worthless without the skillful artisans, constantly there,
imparting their skill to others, familiarizing the community
:ith their art, and enriching it at the same time by their in-
ustry.
I don't know a man in all the South who is capable of
leading in a great emergency—a man of action, decision,
vigor and discretion. I the South should be called on to
establish anothker government, it should have strength and
force enopgh to perform every and all of its functions with-
out faltering, or being palsied by discontent or opposition.
Her enemies, without and within, are numerous, persevering,
active, bold and far-seeing, and can be successfully encoun-
tered only by an almost despotic power.

Since I began these numbers, the question has been

asked, why defend the Board new, why write at all

about the Bill since it has passed? The reply is that

combinations are already forming to repeal the law be-

fore it has had a fair trial. ‘The same sort of opposition

that prior to last winter had succeeded for twenty-five
years in defeating all attempts to establish a Medical

Board in our State, is already uttering the war ery of
repeal. Pettifoggers, politicai brawlers, and medical

empirics, can be seen aud heard in every town and

county indulging in groundless declamations against the

measure a8 urjust, exclusive, and tyrannical. Several

leading newspapers bave taken ground against it, be-
sides those of lesser influence in different sections of the

State. It is painful to see the clever and talented Edi-
tor ol the Wilmington Ilerald directing his effective
batteries against a law conceived in the liberal

spirit of science and the public good, passed in

wisdom and justice, and calculated, if properly car-

ried out, ag I trust it will be, to advance the interests
of that good old commonwealth, to which he is warmly
devoted. The measure has always worked well in other
States where tried, and to see so mueh oppusitivn ar-
rayed against it here, before it has beey tried, is not lib-
eral, and is well calculaied to cause its friends to come
10 the rescue. And there is uo better time than now to
discuss it, when the public mind is ready to give its
claims a calm, attentive and dispassionate hearing, be-
fore it becomes excited by the personal strife and bitter
warlare of political and legislative campaigns. As its
opponents have been the first to spring it upon the pub-
lic arena since it passed and the Board was organized,
I only desire to keep it there while the public mind isin
a state most favorable for the truth, and nothing but the
trath, in relation to the whole question. So much then
as to my reasons for writing on the Medical Board now,
and in consecutive numbers, as leisure and opportunity
allow. Idesiie to be heard, not for myself, for I am too
humble and indifferent to merit or expect any considera-
tion from the public relating to myself personally, in con-
nection with my subject; but I seck an impartial judg-
ment for the sake of the cause I advocate—and that
cause is the health, lives and happiness of the people.
And while other papers are doing me the honor ot copy-
ing my pieces, I feel honored in being allowed the use of
the columos of the Wilmington Journal as my first and
chosen medium o! reaching the public eye.

‘T'he papers have urged it as an objection to the Board,
that its members were graduated at the same Medical
Colleges that will graduate most of those who will come
before the Board for examination ; that, therefore, such
a second examination by men in our own >State incurs
unnecessary expense and trouble. The plain meaning
of the objection is, that we bave no medical gentlemen
in North Carolina competent to sit in judgment as to
the qualifications of those proposing to practice in her
borders. Such an opinion is erroneous and upjust to
the profession and the State.

The Medical Board is composed of gentlemen as com-
petent to instruct and fo examine students, as are the
faculties of these colleges ; and we have scores of others
of the same fitness. We have numerous medical gen-
tiemen in cur State who would grace professorships in
these Medical Institutions, and it is no uncommon thing
for some of them to decline authentic invitations to fill
such chairs in other States. The members of the Board
are eminent in their profession, devoted to science, loyal
to the State, and in their official course will have no oc-
cagion for using those partialities well known to be ex-
ercised by colleges in awarding diplomas to their respec-
tive studepts. No unjust favoritism, no party politics
had any influence in their election. The State Med-
ical Socigg that elected them was entirely uninfluenced
by political considerations, and this fact constitutes one
of the strongest recommendations of the Board to pub-
lic confidence.

1t is not argued by any that the faculties of medical
colleges are incapable of instructing and examining
students; it is only contended that they allow a great
many to who ought to be rejected ; and this deri-
liction of duty on their part has awakened the condem-
nation of the profession, and rendered necessary these
State Medical
_ Bat after all, this objection is but another demonstra-
tion of that disposition in our State to inappreciate our

own men, to under-estimate our own resources, and to

‘undervalue our own institutions. It has done more to
swell the tide of emigration from the State, to sap the
life blood of her vigor and strength, to bless and adorn

‘other States with men that have been starved out of

| North Carolina, and to piace her io the rear of her sis-

|ter States than all other canses combined. Let us
cesse 10 turu our hearts and our eyes away from the
incontrovertible fact that North Carolina can boast of
us eloquent divines, us able lawyeis and judges and
stausmen, and as learned auod skillful pbysicians and

!surgcons, as can be claimed by any State in the Union.

eity. 'This idea prevails extensively, especially among
residents of the country ; it is seen by the course which
many clients and patients pursue. And yet it would be
superfluons in me to even attempt to show that the idea
is entirely crroneous. History proves that in all ages
thie most iilustrious statesmen, physicians, lawyers and
divines were not only born and raised, but have lived in
the country. So far as the medical profession is con-
cerned, it 1s the experience and observation of the most
distinguisted medical savans, among them the eminent
Dr. Mott, that country practitioners are, as a general
rale, not ouly better posted up in their profession
than the generality of city physicians, but better phy-
sicians on account of the habits of thought aod of scfl
redance which their isolation from other medical men
imposcs of necessity upon them. I have made this
reference, trom no inclination to institute invidious com-
parisons between town and country, but merely in illus-
tration of the general truth that we are prone to under-
rate those ncarest to us. The same thing is seen in the
proneness of our people to concede superiority to North-
ern physicians and surgeons over those of our own State.
We have a number of physicians and sargeous who are
as well able and fit to treat any disease, or to perform
any surgical operation, as are the physicians and sargeous
of any other State ; and yet, let any lady or gentieman
become afflicted with an unusual or obstinate, or incura-
ble disease, and forthwith I:nr‘ or his friends begin to
bestir themselves to get her or him off to the North for
medical or surgical aid, if able to travel. Notwithstand-
ing this proverbial custom, the records of truth justify
the assertion that more diseases, and more obstinate cases,
are cured by our own medical men, after hopelessly re-
turning from distant treatment, than are cured by dis-
tant treatment, after being under the care of
medical gentlemen of our own State. 1 have
numcrous cases, and proof upon prool, in veri-
fication of what I am saying. “ ’T'is distance lends en-
chantment. to the view.” 1t a little more of that com-
mon sense, common to North Carolina, could be brought
to bear upon them in regard to State pride, aud to this
useless habit of going out of the State to have their dis-
euses treated, it would be better for their purses, com-
fort and happiness, and redound more to the honor and
reputation ot the Old North State. And in this con-
nection it is not out of place to observe, that I hope the
time will yet arrive when our people can be induced to
listen to and put in practice the undoubted truth, that
we have men among us worthy and able to fill our pub-
lic offices of all kinds, without having to travel to other
States to get them. I make this general remark with-
out any personal rcference or application to any office
heretofore filled by those from other States. We must
be true to ourselves, to onr own men, to our own laws
and institutions, and to the ennobling sentiments o State
pride, it we can reasonably hope to place North Caro-
lina side by side with her sister States in the great
course of progress in which they are now making rapid
strides. A FRIEND TO THE BILL.

Austria is reported to have raised another decided
difficulty regarding the Congress, and the invitations
were accordingly hold in obevance.
